SmCRi'U BILL.

Before its adjournment, Congress pused a

bill, introduced by Mr. Schenck of Ohio,
and having for its object, as expressed
in its title, the strengthening of the public

credit. In order that it may be seen in what
manner Mr. Schenck proposes to strengthen
the public credit, we republish the bill, which
is as follows :
A InILL to strengthen the public credit, and relat-

ing to contracts for the payment of coins.
1," it ena,'t, l by the Senaul and Touse of Rp-

rrse,tdtics f 'the Laited Sates of America to
ol,,egress : e7blo,ed. That in order to remove

and doubt as to the purpose of the government
to discharge all just obligations to the public
creditors, and to settle conflicting questions and
interpretations of the laws by virtue of which such
obligations have been contracted, it is hereby
provided and declared that the faith of the United
States is solemnly pledged to the payment in coin,
or its equivalent, of all the interest bearing obli
gatuons of the United States, except in cases
whire the law anthorizing the issue of any
such obligation has expressly provided that
the same may be paid in lawful money
',r other currency than gold and silver: Proi Id d.
h,,,cerr,. That before anv of said interest bearing
obligation, not already duoe., shall mature or be
paid before maturity. tue obligations not bearing
interest, known as United States notes, shall be
made convertible into coin at the option of the
owner.

Sac. 2. A,, 7e it further enacted. That any
ocntract hereafter made speciticalty payable in
coin, and the consideration of which may be a
loan of coin, or a sale of propertyor the rendering
of labor or service of any kind, the price of which
is carried into the contract, may have been ad-
justed on the basis of the coin value thereof, at
the time of such sale or the rendering of such
service or labor, shall be legal and valid, and may
be enforced according to its terms; and on the
trial of uait brought for the enforcement of any
such contract, proof of the real consideration
may be given.

If eN .r there was a conspicuous illustration
of the production of an abortive mouse by a

parturient mountain it is furnished by this

result of congressional labor on the financial

question. It will be sen that the bill de-

ciares that the bonds shall be paid in gold,
except when otherwise expressed on their

face. nut this is a simple expression of the

opinion of the members who voted for the

bill, having no effect whatever on the original

contract, and not binding on any succeedinmg

Congress. If the question is a question of

interpretation, a succeeding Congress is just
as competent as the last Congress to make the
interpretation. But, leaving this point out of

consideration, the condition contained in the

first section deprives it of efficiency. The

five-te tnties are not due before twenty years

from the date of their issue ; but they may

be paid at any time after five years, at the

option of the government. But the govern-

itent cannot avail itself of this privilege,

under Mir. Schenck's bill, unless greenbacks

are first converted into gold. Of course,

whlon greenbacks are convertil,lo into gold, it

makes no difference whether the bonds are

paid in coin or in paper. Moreover, if, at

the expiration of twenty years there is enough

gold en hand to pay them, greenbacks and

coin will, before that time, have reached an

equilibrium as to each other. In this view of

the case the bill becomes simply meaningless
and inconsequential The second section is

equally superfluoos since the decisions of the

S.upreme Court affirming the legality of con-

tract to 1,a1 in gold.

THE StATE PAIL

On April ;1th nert will be inaugurated the

third annual State fair of the Mechanics'
anid Agricultural Fair Association of Louis-

iana. This Association, composed as it is of

our mtst prominent citizens and businusn
nit n, i.s one that has exercised in its somewhat

limited sphere a most boneficent influence

upon the agricultural, mechanical and com-

mercial inktrests of our State. We say in

their prat limited sphere, because, as it was

organized just previous to the war, its first

fair was not held until lsti5, when the coun-

try, rot having yet recovered from the doso-

lation of four years of blood and devastation,

affairs were far from favorable to such an en-

terprise. It is true the fair was a success, as

was also that of 16t;7, but both of them were

so in a degree greatly less, we are convinced,

than will be that of 16b17. This convic-

tion arises from the fact that the asso-
ciation is older now both in years and
experience; it is wealthier, our people know
more about it and are more interested; and,

lastly, the bountiful crops with which the
harvests of 16t were crowned will enable the
residents of the country to attend the fair
and see for themselves what the productions

of their State are. And to those country

people whose means and circumstances will
permit them to come to New Orleans next

Allril, we say, let nothing prevent you from

coming. If you have anything at all worth

exhibiting, bring it along with you, for even
if it does not obtain a prize, its sight may
make tour neighbors more emulous of an

equal excellence, while a comparison of it
with similar articles may give you informa-

tion that will be valuable. But, then, if you
have nothing to exhibit, come any how. You

may see a piece of labor-saving machinery, or

learn something about the cultivation of the

soil, or the raising of stock, that will, in its

practical application, be of more worth to you
than twice what your trip will cost.

It is hardly ndcessary, we suppose, to state

to our citizens the wisdom of their giving

every encouragement in their power to the

Fair Associati n. For, aside from the gene-

ral principle that whatever benefits the State

will beneit New Orleans indirectly, the an-
nual influx of visitors which the fair should
attract, could not fail to make the fair week
one cf unusual briskness amongst New Or-

leans dealers.
Let as hope then, that the approaching

fair will prove in every way whet it should
be, the most sucoessful and best attended fair

since the incorporation of the association.

Grant's startling quesion, "Who, Mr. Rollins,
who are the revenue thieves ?" He evidently

thought it personal.

Sment of Shermnan to be general, Sheridan to

rbe lieutenant gemnrl, ohoAseld to be a yjor

Sgeneral, Augur to be brigadier general and
a Columbs Delano to be commissioner of inter-

nal revenue

General Grant wishte Congress to pass a
special law exempting A. t 8Stewart, his
secretary of the treasury, from the operation
of the law which prohibits persons engaged
in foreign trade from holding Federal office.
It is strange that General Grant, after having
so maturely considered his appointments,
did not diaeover this impediment, and still
more strange that the Senate should have
confirmed a man whom the law disqualifes,
without first removing his disabilities.
