ATLANTA, March 8.-The Senate to0day pawsed
a general educational bill.

In a Republican convention held here on the 5th
a resolution was adopted that the government of
Georgia is as pracucally and completely under
the control of those who spurn the government of
the United States and the policy of Congress, as it
was during the rebellion, and cannot therefore be
recognized as legally or actually reconstructed;
therefore urgently and earnestly ask Congress to
provide for the rigid enforcement thereof under the
authority of the UInited States by reassembling the
persons elected to the General Assembly in April
last, and the exclusion from the organization of
those who are ineligible under the law. This was
the resolution passed, instead of one calling for a
reassembling of the constitutional State conven-
tlon.

FROM HAVANA.

Great Fist--Vietory Over the Rebels.
HIiA ANA, March 6.-The government publishes

the dtails of Lesca's advanceltrom La Guaraaja
to Puerto Principe, in which the heaviest battle
of the rebellion was fought. Lesca found 4100
rebels stroagly intrenched on the Sierre del Co.
bitas. A column of 1500 troops, covered by a
vigorous artillery fire, attacked the intrenchments
with bayonets. Both fought bravely, and the
havoc was fearful. Leesca reports 21 killed and
'so wounded. The rebel lose is estimated at 10(00
killed and wounded. Toe government accounts
claim a victory for Lesca. and that the rebels are
uwucih disheartened by their defeat. The entire
avail-ble rebel force now under (tuesada is esti-
mated at 7000.
