The track was too dusty for the pleasnre of the
horses, but was, withal, a fast one.

Three race were booked for the day, so a very
few momenta after thrae e'cloek. Gov. Hebert's
"addle-op" rang oat and everybody rushed to
the stand to see

was the favorite against the field, Oilroy ranking
next him.

The horses all looked well, while
Locst Post was as pretty as a pair of red shoes.

At the Jomp Gilroy took the lead, with Brell
next him and the Post leisurely behind. In this
order the horses trailed to the quarter poet il 26.

evdlenty reseing a waiting race. Past the home
stand, all the horses under a hard poll, sand to the
qearter, where Gen. Ewell began to put In his
chime to the first place.
