During our perambulatiols yesterday we acl-
dentaUy met with an old friend whom we had lost
sight of since just after the collapse of the Con-
federacy. He had, before the war, been a clerk
upon a steamboat, and had always found it a herd
matter to make both ends meet upon a salary of
some Sheen hundred or two thoesand dollars per
annum. The olose of the war feud him with a
wife, one child, and not a single dollar, without a
situation sad little prospect of getting one. His
means being so extremely limited be was forced
to put his family under the first shelter whloh of-
fered-that was a small cottage, fr out in the
suburbs; it happened to belong to a good old
landlord, who, as long as he saw that his ten-
ants tried to pay, did not push them. The
cottage was surrounded by quite an exten-
sive lot which was grown up with weeds, so
former tenant ever having attempted to cultivate
it. From h•ving nothing to do, and being pushed
to exertion by extreme poverty, it occurred to
him that he aught profitably occupy his time by
caltivating this waste lot, an he wealnt at the work
with a will.

His house is comfortably.if not elegantly furnished,
and his family are as well clad and as comely as
that of any of his neighbors; sad, he is and has
been all this time his own master.

$1000, and ealculates paying as soon as his fruit
and melon crops are ready for market. He has
never hired a laborer, nor does he employ a single
horse or mule for more than a day or two each
season; but he is an industrious man, and works
in his garden with an enthusiasm which would in-
sure success in any calling, and he sells his pro-
ducts on the spot to dealers who come for them
regularly.

Now, what is there to prevent others from fol-
lowing this example ? There is plenty of unoooo-
pied room for hundreds of such industrious men.
The demand for all descriptions of garden pro-
duce is growing daily, lnstead of diminisehing, and
our population being on the increase, it must con-
tinue th•s for an indefinite period. The business
does not require $26 oapital to start with, and the
first returns will begin to oome to hand in about a
month and a half,. Here is indeed a chance for a
fortune, better than gold mines or revenue ofres.
We hear of several hundred applications for
positions in the Custom House. They had better
withdraw them, and follow in the noble example
of our friend.
