pending articles a and 4 thereof.
Article 6. And it is hereby further agreed

that the provisions and stipulatiens of the fore-
going articles shall extend to the island of New-
foundland, so far as they are applicable to that
colony. But if the Imperial Parliament, the
Provincial Parliament of Newfoundland, or the
Congress of the United States, shall not em-
brace in their laws for carrying this treaty into
affect, the colony of Newfoundland, then this
nrticle shall be of no effect ; but the omission
to make provision by law to give it effect, by
either of the legislative bodies aforesaid, shall
not in any way impair the remaining articles of
this treaty.

A PROCLAMATION.
Whereas a compact between the United

States of America and the royal government of
lew Chew was entered into at Napa, by their
respective plenipotentiaries on the eleventh day
of July, ono thousand eight hundred and fifty-fou- r,

which compact is word for word as fol-

lows:
Hereafter, whenever citizens of the United

States come to Lew Chew, they shall be treated
with great courtesy and friendship. Whatever
articles these people ask for, whether from the
officers or people, which the country can fur-

nish, shall be sold to them j nor shall the au-

thorities interpose any prohibitory regulations
to the people selling, and whatever either party
ma)' wish to buy shall ba exchanged at reason-
able prices.

. Whenever ships of the United States shall
come into any harbor in Lew Chew they shall
be supplied with wood and waier at reasonable
prices ; but if they wish to get other articles,
thev shall be purchasable only at Napa.

If ships of the United States are wrecked on
Creat Lew Chew, or on islands under the juris-
diction of the royal government of Lew Chew,
the local authorities shall dispatch persons to
assist in saving life and property, and preserve
what can be brought ashore till the ships of that
nation shall come to take away all that may
have been saved ; and the expenses incurred in
rescuing thse unfortunate persons shall be re-

funded by the nation they belong to.
Whenever persons from ships of the United

. States come ashore in tew Chew, they shall be
at liberty to ramble where they please without
hindrance or having officials sent to follow

. them, or to spy what they do ; but if they vio-
lently go into houses, or trifle with women, or
force people to sell them things, or do other

.such like illegal acts, they shall be arrested by
the local officers, but not maltreated, and shall
be reported to the captain of the ship to which
thjv belong for punishment by hiia.

At Tumai is a burial-groun- d for the citizens
ef the United States, where their graves and
tombs shall not be molested. '

The government of tew Chew shall appoint
kil If ul pilots, who shall be on the lookout for

.ships appearing off the island, and if one is
'sen coming towards Napa, they shall go out
fn good boats beyond the reefs to conduct her
in io a secure anchorage, for which service the

. captain shall pay the pilot five dollars, and the
' same for going out oi the harbor beyond the
reefs.

Whenever ships anchor at Napa, ths officers
fhall furnish them with wood at the rate of
three thousand six hundred copper cash per
thousand catties ; and with water at the rate of
600 copper cash (43 cents) for one thousand
fatties, or six barrels full, each containing 30

At the first
named place he met - with no opposition,
and it is supposed that he

will nearly, if

not quite, receive. the unanimous vote of
the Wyandots. , It was here that his friend
Gov. Shannon paid a handsome, and
without doubt, a merited coroplim ent to his
zeal, ability and fidelity in the discharge
of his duties as delegate in Congress. At
Leavenworth and Kickapoo, he had to
meet Mr. Perkins, of the Freesbil, or, as
he chooses to call it, the National Demo--
cratic faction. Both he and his doctrines,
we are informed, were completly demol-
ished. It ,is supposed that Mr. Perkins
may carry ofi twenty votes, of disappoint- -
ed, and discontented aspirants about Leav
enworth ; but it is confidently believed that
in no other county of the Territory will
his name be thought of in'connexion with
the Congressional election;' Yesterday,
GenL Whitfield spoke to a respectable au-

dience at this place, and was replied to
on behalf of Mr. Perkins, by Dr. Davis,
of Leavenworth. ' The Dr. is a pleasant
speaker, and a gentleman of good sense.
He found the sympathies of the crowd all
against him, however, and it is not likely
that he secured one vote for his friend.
At the close of the discussion Gen ; W.
was heartily cheered, whilst Mr.' P. re
ceived some very gutteral groans. '

On Wednesday of last week, the Abo
litionists and Freesoilers, in Convention at
Big Spring nominated A. H. Reeder Esq.,
for the office ,of delegate to Congress.
The'Coavention repudiated the acts of the
late Legislative Assembly, and of course
had to appoint a difierent day for their
election, from that provided by law. ,They
have chosen the second Monday of Octo-

ber, which is one week alter the day fixed
by the Legislature. There is a very gen-
eral, and we believe a well founded im
pression, that a most unprincipled fraud is
intended to be pmcticed on the Pro-Sla-

ry party. By thus publicly withdrawing
from the contest the Abolitionists and

- Kansas Legislature.
We promised in our last of

the doings of the Legislature. ; Before we
commence it is necessary to say what we
did not do, as the press over in ' Missouri
are representing us, as having done a
great many things' whichTwe have not
done. " ' - :

First, we did not pass any law exempt
ing negroes from sale under execution.
A bill was introduced into the lower
house, of that character butjit met with no
favor, and after it was amended, so as
only to exempt household slaves, it receiv
ed but four votes We did not pass a law
preventmsr free necrroes Hand mulattoes
from emigrating to the Territory, though I
think from the feeling amongst all parties
here, they will meet with but poor encour
agement to come. We did not pass a law
permitting negroes to testify against white
persons, all of which have been ; charged
against us by- - the Abolition press. " We
passed a law for the encouragement of Ab-
olition emigration from the Territory.
Amongst other provisions, is one providing
against the utterance of the opinion that
slaves cannot be legally held in bondage
in the Territory. Against this a terrible
cry is raised. We propose to investigate
this. The Abolitionists contend that is a
terrible outrage upon the freedom of speech.
When the law was framed, it was not in
tended or expected that any Abolitionist
would be pleased with it ; it is one of a
dozen sections, and we venture that not
one of the whole dozen, pleased them any
better than this.

Men have the right to hold any opin
ion they may chose ; they can conclude
that their neighbor is a horse thief, but if
they utter that opinion, a heavy damage
will be the result of a slander suit ; he may
think his neighbor burned a house, but if
the charge is made and not sustained, a
slander suit is again the result and money
damages follow. So if one thinks that
negroes cannot be held in servitude here,
and utters that opinion, so that negro prop
erty is endangered by it and it will be if
the. negro hears it then our law comes in
and because of the iniunr done to tfii nrnn.a v r-- r

ertyt the penalty of imprisonment and hard
labor is inflicted. ' We would ask what ne-

cessity is there for the utterance of . any
such opinion, unless some suit for freedom
is commenced, if so, then no one presumes
that a lawyer who would make such plea,
wouia De consiaerea as naving violated uie
law. Outside ofjsuch circumstances the ut
tering of such sentiment could only be with
evil intent, and should be punished. ' We
are very much gratified'that this is the on
ly provision of the twelfth section that is
objected to.

It is amusing to see such papers as the
Democrat and Intelligencer of St. Louis,
deploring the great injury the Kansas Leg-

islature has done the slavery interest ; one
would think to read some of their articles,
that the whole cause was in their special
charge. If we had entertained any doubts
as to the correctness of the policy we had
pursued, the Intelligencer and Democrat
would have removed them all. The mis-

erable Abolitionists who conduct themnad
better keep in St. Louis, or they may meet
the fate of their friend Pardee Butler. It
is a humiliating reflection that Missouri,
at this particular crises, has to endure such
nfamous sheets. Ve hope that the next
session of her Legislature, will imitate the
example of Kansas, and muzzle all such
vile sheets.
