The following letter to the Leavenworth

Herald, is from Mr. Goodwin, a printer.
who went out as wagon-maste- r, to Salt
Lake, for Russell & Waddell.and may be
relied
On the AorA Vlatte, 7 miles abtve Ash

Hollar, Sept. 6. 1857.
Mb. Loitob, Sib : On the 6th mst.,

at 10 o'clock, my train of wagons, belong
ing to Russell & Waddell, consisting of
26 in number, was attaked between the
crossing of the South Platte and Ash Hoi
Jar. The attack commenced iu the rear,
killing - three men the first charge, and
cutting on five wagons. We formed
correlt as soon as possible, about 600
yards from the Indians, who, part
tbem, then commenced shooting the cattle.
and plundered four of our while
another party drove away one of the wag
ons which was loaded with bacon. We
fired on them with our shot guns, rifles,
&c, which only made them laugh, and
of no avail wbaiever; we then opened
box of Minnie muskets, and succeeded in
making them retreat, and the
four wagons, with a loss of one Indian
killed, and several wounded. .

We then commenced move on slowly,
prepared to meet them should they again
attack us. They lingered behind, until it
became so dark we sould not see as wo
had to drive late to get water and grass
which we found at foot of Ash Hollar,
nine miles from the scene of action. On
the 7th, again moved on; but were com-
pelled to correll three times in driving 7
miles. ,

were killed, were respectively, George
Johnson. Thomas Nichols, and John Burlc
