Two Negroes Bcbwed AtivE. A
correspondent of iheCamden (Ark.)eraW
writing from Hamburg, Ashley County,
Ark. under date of 19th., furnishes us
with the horrible details of a tragical af-

fair that occurred recently in that vicinity :
" The good citizens of Lxtra Township,

lying some twelve miles south of this place,
were on Wednesday morning, thrown in
a high state of excitement by the commis-
sion of one of the most brutal and atroci-
ous murders that was ever perpetrated.
The particulars of this dreadful affair, so
far as I have been atle to gather them,
are as follows :

There livid in ExtraTownship a wid
ow lady named Hill. ' She being sick, he
and having no one to wait on her,one or her
neighbors. J. L. May, sent a negro wo
men to attend her. Ou Friday niffht last
raccording to the subsequent confession of
one ot the negroes tier house was enter
ed by a white man named Miller, and two
nesro men. one belonging to a Mr. ror
rell and the other to a Mr. Perdue. Alter
violating the person of the unfortunate wo-

man by the indulgence of their hellish ap
petites, they coolly and deliberately mar
dered her. The negro woman attempted
to escape, but it was all in vain, for she
had only cot outside of the gate, when she
was overtaken and cruelly murdered. Hie
bodies ol the two unfortunate victims were
then placed in the house and it set on fire
and .consumed to ashes.

"The" next morning all the negroes in
the neighborhood were summoned for the
ostensible purpose of working the road
but in fact for the purpose jaf obtaining, if
possible, a clue to the perpetrators of ibe
crime. One of the guilty negroes, tear
injr detection, mounted his master s
horse, and made his escape to the woods
The next day,. however, he was decoyed
in by another negro, was arrested, and
confessed the whole matter, implicating
the above named Miller and the othe
negro. The two negroes were y, in
the presence of the excited multitude, and
upon the spot where the murder was com
mitted, burned at the slake. Hie man
Miller was present, and the negro who
confessed told him to his face that he was
guilty, and even from the very flames re
proached him with having been the cause
of the horrible deed. lhe other negro
protested to the very last that he was in
nocent of the crime, and that he knew
nothing of the murder.

" The excitement has spread all over th
country, and fears are entertained tha
some difficulty may grow out of the trans
action between the owners ol the negroe
and the parties acting in the premises,
