OVER HE GOES!

A High Jumper Is Not Always a Good
Hunter snd Fenecor.
There is a difference, The Horsemsan
:ya. between the mere high jumping
that can fake a eeven barred gate
in the show ring and the horse that can
take a leap over fence and ditch mile
after mile in following fox hounds. The
latter is the real bunfer. He is shown
in the sccompanying illustration. The
bhigh jumper leaps simply up and down
again, The hapter must taks s fiying
h:& a8 be roms snd lose no time,
nce riding fo hounds after alleged
foxes is becoming fashionable, the breed-

HUNTING HORSE,
ing to a limited extent of hunters will

be profitable. The following on ths
breeding of these animals is from The
Horseman :

The development of *“‘fencers’' and
bigh jumpers is, up to a certain point,
along the same lines. Good manage-
ment and experience alone will **make™
a bunter, after he has received Lis in-
ftiatory lessons, and the same may be
gaid of the high jumper, but the school-
ing of the opne is directed toward good
manners in general, and at fencea in
particalar, while that of the other is
only in the direction of clearing the
higheat bar possible. Of the two the
kind portrayed in this issue is the more
valuable.

Touoching the hanter’s size, form and
quality, it may be said that the desirable
size ranges from 153 to 16 hands—
greater height is only needed for carry-
ing riders of 220 pounds and upward.
Closely knit form, clean cut head and
neck of good length, shoulders sloping,
back short and stout, gquuarters powerfnl
and plentifolly muscled, with strong
bone, are essential qualities of the trne
hanter. Moreover, he shonld be “‘a
horae in front of the saddle.” Short
necked and straight sboaldered ones
never make good bunters. The leggy
kind will not stand work, but a certain
amount of reach is requisite for gallop-
ing mile after mils at a fair rate of
speed., Smoothness of action helps his
powers of endurance.

For a lightweight in a8 grass counftry
where the pace is fast from the find to
the death a thoroughbred aunswers best,
but the mnost serviceable type is pro-
duced by the biood borse and mares
with two or three top crosses of the
thoroughbred on a coach or other foun-
dation even as cold as the Clydesdale,
from which they derive strength of bone
and the necessary giza. The race horse
alone ig capable of siring high class
bhunters. This is strongly emphasized
by the fact that in England the queen’s
preminms of 81,000 each, which are
given to promote the improvement of the
hunter, are awarded only to thoroogh-
breds.

The breeding of hantersis a lucrative
as well as a pleasing enterprise and is
one fg¢ which many parts of this coun-
try n’ admirably adapted. Our market
has hitherto been supplied mainly by
the Canadian breeders, who by succes-
sive crossea of thoroughblood on “‘na-
tive'" mares have sacceeded in produc-
ing exceilent borses for the chase and
other saddle porposes. There ia no rea-
gon why we should bave to go to the
Dominion for our bunters, On the con-
trary, considering the climatic and other
| advantages of cor horse breeding dia-
tricts, we shonld havs a sarplas to put
on the market. Among American thor-
oughbredes many horses can be found
wall guoalified to sire hunters. Indeed
it is a guestion if mors suitable types
for this purpose can be found in England
than in America, and our larger native
mares, tracing back to the thorough-
bred through trotting lineage of more or
less excellence, would make a better
foondation for a breed of hunters than
can be obtained in any other country.

It is therefore plain that such horses
can be readily and profitably bred in
America. There are fame and fortune
awaiting the man who will engage in
this enterprise in accordance with the
principles already established in the
older horse breeding countries,

I alse believe in the gov-
ernment coatrel of transmission of intel-
ligence. The telegraph system could be
made a part of the postal system—and
the postal savings banks might also be
practicable. I believe in the government
owership of the road beds of rallroads,
but that they should be leased to Indi-
viduals for operation.

“There is & big movement on this line
in the United St.t:s and I have
been surprised to see the intelligent and
prominent men who are falling in line.

“It is rather gueer, lan"t it, that I
should talk like a politician and politi-
cal economist, when I am just a novel-
ist? But I haven't time to talk of soy-
thing else now.”
