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THE MAN OF THRUMS.

James M. Barrie ¥s a Writer With a Siyte
of His Own.

““A man with a style of his own' is
the way Louise Chandler Moulton char-
acterized James Matthew Barrie, the
young novelist whose pictures of Scotch
life and character have given hira world-
wide fame. The characterization is true
enough, but it is not to his original lit-
erary atyle that Mr. Barrie owes his won-
derful popularity. It is to the graphioe,
quaintly humorcous and fondly reminis-
cent descriptions and masterly delinea-
tions of character contained in “*Aunld

«Licht Idyls, ' **A Window In Thrums'’
and “*The Little Minister,”” which have
preserved in forms of geniuns the beauti-
ful idealization of the life of a commmn-
pity almost extinct and . dying hard,

No man shopld know the people of
the Auld Licht kirk better than J. M,
Barrie, for he was born among them in
that town of Kerriemuir, in Forfar.

shire, which he has idealized as
““Thrums,’” on May 9, 1880. He gradu-
ated at Edinburgh university in 1882,
He had done some literary work at col-
lege and naturally gravitated to jour-
nalism. He went to Nottingham and
tock a place on the staff of The Jonr-
nal, where he performed hack work for
three years and then went to London.

During the last month of his stay in
Nottingham he sent articles to London
newspapcers. The first to be accepted
was one on the making of penny dread-
fuls, which Mr. Stead printed in the
Pall Mall Gazette. He sent his first
Auld Licht sketch to Mr. Greenwood of
the St. James Gazette, who %lished
it in November, 1884. To M Green-
wood Barrie dedicated ‘*Anld Licht
Idyls. **

Barrie established himeelf in London
early in 1885. He contributed to The
Gazeite and to The Anti-Jacobin dur-
ing its short life. Some of his articles
had been reprinted in **“My Lady Nico-

tine.”” ‘‘Better Dend’’ was published in |

the winter of 1887. ““When a Man's
Bingle" was published in the September
of 1588, and in the following May “‘A
Window In Throms'' appeared “‘A
Window In Thrums'’ gave Barrie =&
place in literatuare. ‘

The world ‘‘discovered’” a new liter-
ary light and did not hesitafe to dohim
homage, BSince then Barrie has pub-
lished a number of books, each cne of
which has been very successful and very
profitable. In person Mr. Barrieisslight
and thoungh of delicate physique iz not
delicate, but is a great lover of games
and out of door sports. He is very mod-
est and dislikes to be lionized by the
literary pharisees of London.

HASTINGS AND LYON.

They Head the Republican State Ticket of

Pennsylvania.

General Daniel Hartman Hnastings,
who has been nominated by the Repub-
licans for governor of Pennsylvania, ia
one of the best knovm men in the com-
monwealth, having long been promi-
nent in politics and in the state militia,
He was born in Clinton county Feb. 26,
1849. He was educated in the public
gchools and began teaching scheol at an
early age. When only 18, he wasa elect-
ed principal of the Bellefonte high
school and held that position for eight
years, varying his duties a part of the
time by acting as assistant editor of the
Bellefonte Republican. At the same
time he studied law and was admitted
to the bar in 1875, General Hastings
enlisted in the national guard in 1877.
He rempived rapid promotion and in 18584
was elected colonel of the Fifth regi-

ment. He resigned his commission as
colonel in 1887 to accept the oflice of
adjutant general, to which he was ap-
pointed by Governor Beaver. General
Hastings was in command of the relief
corps at Johnstown after the great floods
of 15889, and his services there are well
remembered. He was an unsucoessful
candidate for the gubeérnatorial nomina-
tion before the Republican state conven-
tion of 18850, which chose George W,
Delamater. -

Walter Lyon, candidate for lienten-
ant governor on the ticket with General
Hastings, is an Alleghany lawyer and
was borm in that county 41 years ago.
He was admitted to the bar in 1877 and
has been in nctive practice ever since.
He has always been interested in poli-
tics and has heen a delegate to Repablic-
an state conventions ever since 1881, He
was temporary chairman of the conven-
tions of 1687 and 1859 and permanent
chairman of the 1890 coanvention. In
1889 Mr. Lyon was appointed United
Htates attorney for the western district
of Pennsylvania and resigned the of-
Pee In 1898 to take a seat in tho state
enate,
