U. S. Infantry Fires Two Vol-

leys Into the Mob.

BURNED A PULL3IAN.

A Mob of Five Thousand Rushed
on the Soldiers.

Chicago, July 9. The rioting at
Hammond, Ind., culminated yester-
day afternoon in a conflict between
the mob and Company B, Fifteenth
United States insantry.

Killed.
Charuks FLEiacHiit. a laborer.

Wounded.
Victor Vacter. fatally.
Willium Campbell, shot through both legs.
Mrs. Fleming, shot in knee.
Victor Bitte, shot in leg.
Unknown man, shot through the waist.
A number of other people were

slightly injured, but were carried
away by their friends and secreted
and it will be impossible to learn the
exact number of wounded.

The trouble began Saturday night.The rioters kept their work up all
night, burning cars and disabiing en-
gines. Yesterday morning theyburned a Pullman car. Most of this
work was done inside the Illinois
6tate line, and as soon as the Illinois
militia arrived ou the scene the mob
retired into Indiana and jeered at the
troops.

About 9 o'clock a- - great crowd
gathered again about the Monon
depot. Several freight cars were over-
turned and the Michigan Central
tracks blocked. The sheriff and depu-
ties were powerless to restrain the
mob, and as there was no hope of the
Indiana militia arriving before late
an appeal was made to the federal
authorities in Chicago, and Company
B of the Fifteenth infantry was sent
out at once.

The troops were stationed about
the Monon depot, as that seemed to
be the center of the rioter's attack,
and their presence quieted things for
a while, and the blockade on the
tracks was finally raised at 1 o'clock
in the afternoon, and several passen-
ger trains pulled through.This seemed to anger the mob, and,
with an increase in numbers, its pas-
sions grew to a frenzy. The regularswere greeted with oaths and shouts
of derision, and volleys of sticks and
stones were showered upon them.
The men stood their grounds, how-
ever, and kept the mob for sev-
eral hours from approachingthe buildings. By 3 o'clock fully
5,000 rioters were assembled. Theyhad been aroused by their leaders to
a frenzy that made an encounter with
the soldiers certain. Several times
they rushed upon the company of
troops, Out were met by fixed bayo-nets and driven back. At last, how-
ever, the entire body of strikers made
a determined rush towards the depot."Make ready, tire!" was the com-
mand, and the thirty-fiv- e Springtields
rang out in response. A second vol-
ley quickly followed the surgingcrowd. The first volley staggeredthem and the second stopped them as
effectually as if they had run aga'msta stone wall. Several men were seen
to fall, but they were taken away bytheir comrades and the extent of their
injuries could not be learned.

The news of the killing spread with
remarkable rapidity, and ten minutes
afterward the streets in the vicinitywere tilled with a threatening mob.

The excitement by this time was in-
tense. Men ran from house to house
borrowing shotguns, ritles and other
firearms. "To arms" was the cryheard on every side, and fully 3,000
people responded. Matters looked so
threatening that a call was sent to
Chicago for reinforcements, and two
more companies were sent out on a
special train. These additional troopswere stationed at the scene of the
trouble and effectually cowed .the
strikers for the time being.

Major Hartz arrested four of the
leaders of the mob and took them to
Chicago with a small detail of troops.
While the train was pulling out of the
city a crowd gathered and stoned it,
but quickly dispersed on the approachof a company of infantry.At a late hour last night all was
quiet, though several groups of riot-
ers made threatening demonstrations
at different points about the city
during the evening.

QCIE r SUNDAY IN CHICAGO.

Several Small Crowds Were Formed, But
They Were Ouickly Dispersed.

Chicago, July 9. Comparative quiet
prevailed as a rute within the city
Sunday, though there were, as might
have been expected, a number of
sporadic instances where little knots
of malcontents gathered, became
boisterous, and were finally scattered
bv a charge from the police. A num-
ber of small mobs formed, went rioV
ing, firing and overturning cars; heads
were cracked and small-fr- y brawls,
mostly the result of too much bad
whisky, were frequently reported at
police headquarters. There was, how-
ever, no concerted effort at incendiar-
ism or violence, although at a num-
ber of places individual cars were
fired, several of which were de-

stroyed. A coal train on the Eastern
Illinois was ditched at Root street by
a switch being misplaced, after the
engine and four cars had passed over.

RIOTERS ARE WAIIXEI).

Those Disobeying the Order
lieirarded as Public Enemies.

Washpn-otox-, July 9. Just before
midnight last nig-h-t President Cleve-
land issued the following:

Proclamation by the president of
the United States.

Whereas, By reason of unlawful ob-

struction, combinations and assem-
blages of persons, it has become im-

practicable in the judgment of the
president to enforce by the ordinary
course of judicial proceeding's tha
laws of the United States within the
state of Illinois and the city of Chica-

go within said state; and
Whereas, That for the purpose

of enforcing- - the faithful execution
of the laws of the United States and
protecting- its property and remivinj
obstructions to the United States in
the state and city aforer.aid, the presi-
dent has employed a part of the mili-

tary forces of the United States.
Now, therefore, I, Orover Cle vel and,

president of the United States, do
hereby admonish all citizens,
and all persons who may be or may
come within the city and state afore-
said, ag-ains- aiding--

, countenancing-- ,

encouraging- - or taking- any part ia
such unlawful obstructions, combina-
tions and assemblages; and I hereby
warn all persons eng-ag-e- in, or in
any connected with such unlawful ob-

structions, combinations and assem-
blages, to disperse and retire peace-
ably to their respective abodes on or
before 12 o'clock noon, June 9.

Those who disreg-ar- this warning-an-

persist in taking- - part with a
riotous mob in forcibly resisting- - and
obstructing- the execution of the laws
of the United States or interfering-wit-

the functions of the g-- vernment,
or destroying- and attempting- to de-

stroy the property belong-ing- to the
United States, or under its protection,
can not be regarded otherwise than
as public enemies.

Troops employed against such a
riotous mob will act with all modera-
tion and forbearance consistent with
the accomplishment of the desired
end, but the necessities that
confront them will not with,
certainty permit discrimination be-

tween guilty participants and
those who are mingled with them
from curiosity and without crimiual
contempt. The only safe course,
there tore, for those not actually un-

lawfully participating- is to abide at
their homes or at least not to be found
in the neighborhood of riotous assem-
blages.

While there will be no hesitation or
vacillation in the decisive treatment
of the this warning is especial-
ly intended to protect and save tha
innocent.

Tfae I'reaident and Cabinet Closely

Washington July 9. The presi-
dent and his cabinet are watching the

Thus Far the Pennsylvania Company Has
Had 667 Cars Burned In Chicago.

Chicago, July 9. Some idea of what
the strike has meant to Chicago rail-
roads can be obtained when the or-

ganization of the Pennsylvania line is
noted.

The company immediately after the
declaring of the Pullman boycott, es-
tablished headquarters in the cityunder the charge of a strike manager,and proceeded with an organizationwarlike and complete. A commis-
sariat of seven barracks was estab-
lished, and for a week the departmenthas been feeding and lodging 1,500
people. A force of 250 deputy mar-
shals was organized witn officers, pa-
trol wagons and signal stations, and a
corps of engineers was put to work
upon the details of the damage done
by the rioters.

But despite this force of men backed
by the city, county, state and govern-ment troops the company has suffered
fearful loss of property. Up to Sat-
urday night 667 of its freight cars had
been burned, besides many signal
towers, oil and tool houses and other
property. Of the burned cars more
than 100 were loaded, about fifty with
coal and cinders and the remainder
with merchandise. No attempt at an
accurate estimate of the damage has
yet been made, but it will reach an
enormous figure.
MANY KILLED AND WOUNDED.
Rioters and Illinois National Guard

Come Together.
Chicago, July 9. The strikers and

the state of Illinois came together
Saturday afternoon and a pitched bat-
tle was the result.

The number of killed and wounded
will never be known, as the mob car-
ried off a number of men who were
seen to fali. How many were killed
or how many were wounded It is at
this time impossible to ascertain.

John Burke and Thomas Jackson,
rioters, were killed almost outright.
Among the injured was Annie Siegler,who had to have her left leg ampu-
tated.

The fight occurred at the intersec-
tion of Forty-nint- h street and the
Grand Trunk tracks, a locality which
has always had an evil name, and
which can produce any day two
toughs for every square yard of terri-
tory within a radius of half a mile.

Four or five people were killed and
an unknown number wounded in a
fight at the Panhandle road at Twenty-sec-

ond street Saturday night by
deputy marshals.

DYNAMITED AN ENGINE.
An Explosion Occurs In the Fire Box of

a Santa Fe Locomotive.
Pcebi.o, Col., July 9. The most das-

tardly piece of word in Colorado since
the beginning of the strike was done
yesterday. A freight train of the
Santa Fe road left here shortlyafter 7 o'clock Saturday night shortlyafter which a terrific explosion was
heard. It developed that a piece of
of dynamite had been exploded in th-- i

fire-bo- x of the locomotive that was
hauling the departinir train. The lo-
comotive was lifted from the track
and badly damaged. The engineerabd fireman miraculously escapedwith no injuries except a severe shak-
ing up. It is supposed that the dyna-
mite was placed in the coal by some
miscreant, and that the fireman
shoveled it into the fire-bo- x duriugthe performance of his duties.

UNION PACIFIC EMPLOYES.

Denver, Col., July 9. The Brother-
hood of Railroad Trainmen of thi3
district held a meeting last night. S.
D. Clark of Pocatello, Idaho, who
represented the trainmen on the fed-
erated board at Cheyenne was pres-
ent. The officers refused to give out
any information regarding the meet-
ing, but one of the members said the
lodge had refused to indorse the
fctand taken with the federated board
at Cheyenne and allow them to strike
as individuals. Many of their num-
ber are now out, and these will be
given the fullest protection.

CHICAGO ANARCHISTS.

They Meet and Dlscnss the Present
strike Situation.

Chicago, July 9. Five hundred An-

archists gathered at a picnic in a
grove near Western avenue and
Fifth-nint- h street yesterday after-
noon, and discussed the strike situation
in true anarchist style. The speakerswere unanimous in a demand for vio-

lence, and bloodshad was repeatedly
named as the only solution of the
trouble. The speakers declared that
the strike can only be won by the use
of torch and gun, and called upon all
workingmen to aid in the battle
against capital.

The Great Strike Practically at an End
in Thit City. .

St. Louis, Mo., July 8. The great
railroad strike, so far as St. Louis
is concerned, may be said practically
to be approaching an end and the
only desideratum now is ability to
transfer to outlying railroads trafiio
originating here and hauled over
divisions having St- - Louis as the
originating point. On the west side
of the river the return last night of
the Missouri Pacific switch and yardmen has resulted in the trooping back
to work of all but forty of the 350
men hitherto engaged in freight-yar- d

work in the various yards on the West
side.

Passenger traffic, all of which is
handle! from the west side of the
river, is on a normal basis, the only
trains not running being a few "du-
plicates," as they are called, and one
or two accommodations. And these
are laid off from lack of business, not
inability to handle them. The Ter-
minal Railway association has a full
force at work on the West side also.

One exception to all this is the Wa-
bash railway, which is still crippled,
but has so far progressed as to be pre-
pared to start a way freight each way
on each division to-da-y. With these
will come a test of whether the quietat Decatur, 111., Moberly, Mo., and
other outside division points indi-
cates the end of the troubles there.

MAYOR HOPKINS' VIEWS.
He Ttelleves That the Crisis Has Beea

Passed Expects oo Slore Trouble.
Chicago, July 9. "I believe the

crisis has been passed, and that there
will be no more serious trouble." said
Mayor Hopkins last night. "The shooti-
ng- into the mob by state troops Sat-

urday afternoon has shown the law-
less element what it may expect, if
it persists in its outbreaks against
law and order. Thugs and criminals
who have been masquerading in the
strike as workmen evidently believed
the soldiers would not fire on them.
But they know better and will, if I
am not greatly mistaken, be more
careful in the future."

evidences of a strike were apparent.
Switching crews were at work in all
parts of the yards, and the usual
Sunday travel was not interrupted,the condition being exactly as for the
past few days.
