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overflow all bins and heaps the ground,
to the distraction cf the railroad com-

panies who seek to carry it eastward
befora it spoils, or else the cribs are
empty. A year or two ago, Kan?as
turnsd up ber cornucopia and poured
7J.OJ0.00U bushel of wheat into the
worlds lap. This year sha brings t ut
23, OJ.000; and that's too much with
wheat at forty cents a bushel.

The slim corn crop may cause some
trying times in western Kansas counties,
and the eastern Kansas country, where
we can still count on a good, big yield,
may have to do something for her mure
unfortunate half this coming fall and
winter.

If there i9 destitution, however, it can
not be laid up agaiust the hot wind and
the scarce rains entirely. If the farmers
of Kansas had been getting anything
like fair prices for their wheat
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freight egent of the New York Central
railroad, became much interested in th
WoodruU cars, helped their inventot
and fintdly bought the right to build
and use them on the Central lines. It
is from Wagner's establishment, small
at first, that the only company now a
serious rival of the Pullman corporatioL
has grown. Both Woodruff and Wagnei
got rich as "iches were once counted, and
both were killed in railroad accidents.
Bit Mr. Wagnor died worth much mon
ey, while Mr. Woodruff died poor.

It was in 1857 that Pnllmau's atten
tion was first seriously directed to the
Bleeping car problem. He had been mov
ing buildings in Albion N. Y., hao
made a few thousand dollars out of tht
operation and was going to Chicago tc
move more buildings and make mnrt
money. Before he went west he had tc
go to some place a night's journey dis-
tant from Albion, and he rode in one ol
Woodruff's or Wagner's cars. It was a

wretched affair compared with tho won
derful wheeled palaces that today glide
easily and noiselessly over modern rail-
roads, and the young building movei
could not sleep.

As he lay and was buffeted the long
night through visions camo before him
cf what could be done to make the cai
ride easier and in the way of furnishing
more commodious quarters to passen-
gers. It was during that ride that ht
devised tho six and eight wheeled trucks
that are now found under sleeping cars
not only, but most high class day
coaches, and which contribute so mate-
rially to smooth riding. He also resolv-
ed that night that if he ever built a
Bleeping c;tr it should be roomy and not
constructed, a3 were the early Woodruff
and Wagner cars, with an eye almost
solety to packing in as many passengers
as possible. These old cars had three
rows of bunks on each side, and wliile
each furnished seats for only about 50
passengers there were bunks for 70.

It was not till 1864 that Pullman
built his first car He had materially
"increased his basket and store" rais-
ing and moving buildings in Chicago
and 'devoted a few years to gold mining
at Pike's peak and in its vicinity and
was in the prime of his manhood when
he began at the bottom in the car.er
which was to make him one of the rich-
est of men at the end of tho century and
spread his name to the uttermost parts
of the earth. This latter is literally true,
for the Chinese have just introduced
Pullman cars into the Celestial Empire.
Pullman was in better shape to begin
than was Woodruif when he began.
Woodruff was poor and had to borrow
his capital; Pullman had bis own.
Woodruff tried to get his car up as
cheaply as possible; Pullman studied
how to Hpend money in its construction-Woodruf- f

tried to satisfy passenger

IT WAS THAT NIGHT RAILROAD PAS
SENGER3 NEED NOT LOSE SLEEP.

Wbter fl'apirr and George 31. Pulimai
Took It Up When Woodruff Dropped II
and Brought the Sleeping Car to It Pro

' cut Stato of Perfection.
A great deal more than the usual

fusount of attention has been bestowed
cf late upon the sleeping car toecaus
cf the strika of the Pullman employee!
1.11 d tho sympathy uprising that fol-
lowed among the railroad men lata it
Juno aud interfered with travel and
transportation through the first half, ol
July.

The facts in tho early history of th
sleeping car are not easy to obtain to a

certainty because almost every printed
account of the invention varies
tially from every other one. For in-

stance, Tho Railway Age iu 1803 pub
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lighed a history cf the sleeping car In
Avhich it asserted that the first patent
was taken out in 1S59 by John H. Mor-
rison of Detroit. The car was built with
reference to storage capacity rather than
comfort. A central partition divioled
tho car, narrow seats were ranged along
the partition on each side, and three
tiers of bunks were let down at night.
Thomas McMill of Philadelphia and
John Danner of Canton, O. , also took
out patents that year, according to The
Hailway Age. Nowhere in this histor-
ical sketch appears the name of Thomaa
T. WToodruff or Webster Wagner, and
Pullman's name is dragged in quite in
cidentally. Yet the world is indebted to
these throe men for the privilege of
sleeping in comfort when traveling.
The debt is one of gratitude and not of
money, for all three got rich out of it.

The earliest sleeping cars of which I
have been able to find any mention
were opsrated in the thirties over the
Cumberland Valley railroad between
Cumberland and flarrishurg. They were
so crude and uncomfortable that they
were finally taken from the rails, and
then the sleeping car idea practically
slept until WoodruU took it np.

Woodruff was a native of Water-tow- n,

N. Y. In fact, all three of the
early promoleis of sleeping cars were
born in tho Empire State. It may be
that it was the combination of New
York nativity and cultivation of the
sleeping car notion that caused them
all to wear chin whiskers cf a peculiar
cut during the period of their greatest
prosperity. Certainly sonw influence or
influences worked to that entL While
yet a young man Woodruif removed to
Indiana and there became master car
builder of the Alton and Tt-rr- e Haute
railroad.

Perhaps when a boy ho had ridden on
one of the awful sleeping cars in use
at one time in Pennsylvania. At all
cvent, he Lad a notion that he could
make a car in which passengers could
sleep with comfort, and ho r.rged upon
his employers to lot hun build one for
them. They professed to believe that ho
had a good thing, but they would not
put tip. They finally, iike enough to
get rid cf him, gave him letters to some
eastern men. Armed with these, Wood-
ruff went to Rome, N. V., and there in
the office of Janr: Tillinghast got up
a model of his ear. Tiliiughast was
then in the employ of the Rome and
Watertown road, and he, like the man-
agers of the Alton and Terre Haute,
said he thought the scheme a great one,
but neither would he advance any cash,
and it was not until Woodruff got the
idea before Car Bnilder Watson of
Springfield, Mass., that a full sized car
was built.

When the car was finished, Woodruff
ran it for a litrle time over the New
York Central and the Rome and West-
ern railroad liues, charging 50 cents
over and above- - the regular fare for a
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night's sleep. Then Woodruff ran hia
car to Cleveland, Cincinnati and other
cities of the then far west, and every-
where it was considered a most wonder-
ful thing. This particular car was final-
ly sold to the Ohio and Mississippi rail-
road and was worn out on the rails of
that line. The extension of the Wood-
ruff sleeping car service was rapid after
that, and by 1SC0 the first car was
built in 1856 or 1857 passengers who
were willing to pay the standard price
of a half dollar extra for a bed might
sleep and travel.

with; Pullman strove to give them so
much that they could- not ask for more

at least so much that they could not
find more in any other cars. It took
Pullman a whole year to build his first
car, and when it was done it had cost
$18,000, but never was like sum more
wisely expended. From tho second trip

its first service was in Lincoln's fu-
neral trip from Chicago to Springfield,
Ills. the car paid a handsome profit.
Pullman himself used to make trips on
this car and talk with the passengers
for the purpose of getting points as to
its possible improvement.

Some of the early newspaper outgiv-
ings upon- - the first sleepers are interest-
ing reading in tho light of present de-

velopment the original idea. Said a
clergyman n Kansas in a letter to
the Oermantown Telegraph of Sept. 7,
1856:

"Improvement marks every year
among our enterprising eastern people,
visible to the eye of the annual western
visitor. If the Atlantic cable is a fail-ar- e,

the sleeping cars are not, as many
a weary visitor can attest. Who would
have thought a year since of going to
bed at Johnstown and waking up in tho
neighborhood of Hollidaysburg' Fifty
cents will now sleep a passenger in
horizontal posture upon a comfortable
bed without even being aroused by the
punch of a conductor und tho annoying
Show your ticket, 6ir!' "

The comfort that the reverend gentle-
man wrote of would hardly be consid-
ered such by the modern Th
Ehelfs which composed the bunks ai
the fittings were of the plainest possi
character. Tho cars were lighted
kerosene lamps suspended from ceilL
two feet lower than the ceiling of t
present cars. Tho heating in winter was
furnished by a stove set near the center
of the floor, and those who slept next to
it were apt to be roasted, while occu-

pants of the end bunks were in danger
of freezing on cold nights.

It would seem that the sleeping and
palace cars of the present day have
reached or nearly reached perfection.
Certainly in lavishness cf decoration,
In extravagance of luxury, they cannot
be improved. Some cf the latest built
cars are almost barbaric in their splen-
dor and oppressive in their upholstery
and heavy drapery. ML L Dexteb.
