DON'T CUT SALARIES.

Pay of Topeka’s School Teachers
Too Emall Already.

WEY TEACH GERMAN AND LATIN

To Fifiy or 100 Fupiis When Thou-
sands of Children Slast Spve Poorer
Teachers om Account of I

Saveral membess of the board of eduo-
cation, among them President I B
Welch, bave anoounced it us the inten-
tion of the board at its meeting tonight
to make a reduction of 10 per cent in the
gularies of the teachers in the Topeka
public schools. Bioee this annoance-
ment was first made it has been practic-
ally decide:d that the 10 per cent reduc-
tion shull apply only to tsuchers whose
saluries exceed $30 a month, Thouse gst-
ting less than $60 will be subject only to
a B per cent reduction.

It i= tw the ioterest of good and
efficlent schools thut this cut ghould Le
avoided if possilile. Btrict economy and
even stinginéss in linea of public school
expenss ure préeferable (o u cut in the
sularies of the already under puild teuch-
ers, The eHiciancey of the schoold depends
not upon the equiptent of schoul prop-
erly, or the guaiity of paper, peucils and
ink foranished free, but upon the ability
of its instructors,

Guod teachders are a commodity ino
great Jemnnd. Topeksa has her shure of
them, and the Inducements should be for
them to stay and not fur thsir resigng
tiuns, IF teachers of the desirable Kind
cuon’t command a decent salury in Tope
Ea they will go where they can, and
thelr pluces will huve to bLe filled with
the other sort In wview of the
special training and natural trisls veces-
sy W A4 sucecessful teacher there is no
doabt thut thoere's is an usderpaid pro-
lessiom

‘I'here are 120 teachers in Topeka
They are pusid only for nine montha
ol  of tha yearn Outr of their
mudest Balary they must not

vily pay all their living expenses and
buy goud elothes, but ssve enongh to
curry them over L& lung summer wvaca-
tion. Towull of them Lhis teg or evon five
per caut cut will be & hardship, and ove
that will render the schiocl board liable
to losec what talent it hues lolt.

The intended eut I8 Lo be made, it is
said, ssa retrenchiment meassure, in the
intorest of economy. It is said that the
cchool bosrd hias pot mousey enough on
band to carry it through the winter, snd
1he board must chovse between o reduce-
tion uad a detieit. There is now about
S24u00 i the city tresaury for school
purpuses, to curry the bowrd until Junu-
ary Jirel, or wmoure thaa ihiree school
months The teachers’ payroll alune is
RT000 o month, sud the siluries of the
janitors und miscellaneons bLills must
also be paid. The city treasurer’s report

shows that the expenses fur the
Inat flscal yeawr, wnot Including the
interest account, Wers FO1L,000,
which wnverages for nine months
abont  $10,000 per month. Thus it
will be seen thut the bourd hns a third

less money for next terin thuu it requires
to rii the aohools on their present huesis
The rest must have been spoat last year,
whiclh would indicdte elther ignurance
of tha school’™s tuancie!l condition or
somebody’s business judegment is at fault

The board shoald not iet the leachors

pay the teachers with economy oo other
iines of expense, or enough o pay the
miseellancons Billa by cutting the teach-
Lot it be the former. If
thero must be retrenchiment let tha pu-

pils [urnish their own paper, pancils,
pens and dok for u while.

If it
muost come to it, do au Des Moines
il in a similar cmergency—
