Santo Made Great Efforts to
Appear Uuconceriied.

BUT UE WAS SCARED.

His Face Tnrned Livid and His
Hands Tivmbl. d.

ITOTTS, Attg. 16. C:osario Santo, the
assassin of President Carnot, was exe-
cuted at 4:55 this morning.

At 1 o'clock thei police commenced
to clear the people away from the
vicinity of the prison, and when the
troops marched to the square, ia
which the execution was to take
place, hardly a score of onlookers
were in it. Escorted by a squad of
gendarmes, the executioner and his

jf

men entered the prison at 3:30
o'clock. M. Raux, the governor
of the prison awakened Santo,
saying to him, "Courage, San-
to, the hour has arr.ved. " The
condemned man, with a great ef-

fort, himself, his face- - turned
livid and his hands and limbs trem-
bled convulsively despite his great ef-
forts to appear careless as to his fate.
The trembling continued until the
last moment. He could hardly stand,
and his limbs were so st'fE from coid
and fright that his clothes were puton with the utmost difficulty.

In reply to the governor, whether
he would have breakfast. Santo de-
clined either food or drink. He also
refused re isrious consolation from the
priest. Asked whether he derired to
speak to the judge, he replied in the
negative. He also declined to see his
counsel.

"Have you any last wishes to com-mu- n

cate?" he was asked.
"Xo." he answered; "only send my

letters to my mother."
His shaking increased while he was

mak ng his toilet to such an extent
that Deibler's men had much trouble
in pinioning him.

When Governor Raux spoke to Santo
of his mother, the condemned man's
eyes filled with tears and he nearly
choked with emotion. He soon re-

gained his habitual indifference, al-

though still pallid and tremblng.From this moment he said nothingmore.
At 4:05 o'clock Santo was led out of

his cell by the guards. He trembled
as he emerged from the prison and
had to be assisted to the scatfold. His
face was deadly pale. As he was
being fastened down he cried, "Vive
l'Anarchie." His death was instan-
taneous. There was no unusual
demonstration.
