HAS A DAY IN COURT.
General Eztta and His Followers Ar-

raigned Before Jud Morrow.
Sax FraxcisCo, Cab, Aug. 25.

General Antonio Ezeta and his fellow
refuge from San Salvador were
prisoners before Judge Morrow in
the United States district court yes-
terday morning. Attorneys for the
Salvadorian government were presentand asked for a continuance.

Counsel for the prisoners demanded
an immediate hearing under the
charges. They stoutly maintained
that they were political refugees and
were unlawfully detained and that
they had been illegally restrained
since June 6 last.

The attorneys for the governmentof San Salvador argued as earnestlyto show the justice of a continuance.
After listening to the arguments

Judge Morrow continued the case
until Monday, September 3, declaring-tha-

the treaty with Salvador pro-
vides for such continuances and that
the delay asked for was not un-
reasonable.

Counsel for defendants moved for
bail. The motion was taken under
advisement. The defense then ob-

jected to the jurisdiction of the court,
because they had been brought into
the country against their will. The
point was left in abeyance.
THE BLUEFIELDS TROUBLE
Eight Americans Are Pat in Prison by

the Nlcarajaim.
CoLOS, Aug C5. A schooner has ar-

rived here with seventy refugees from
Bluefields, Mosquito territory. They
pay that the Nicaraguans have im-

prisoned eight American citizens and
several British subjects, including the
British vice consul. The country is
described as being depopulated, and
the business is said to have been
stopped.

The refugees also report that more
Nicaraguan troops are arriving at
Bluefields, and that 8,000 men are due
there. This display of force is an-
nounced to be caused by the deter-
mination of the Nicaraguans to resist
foreign interference in their affairs.

Plerce'd the Armor i'late.
6ASy Hook, Aug. 25. The Chase-Gan- tt

armor plate was subjected to a
test at the proving- grounds yester-
day in the presence of a number of
distinguished visitors. It was 5 feet
by 6, and 10 inches thick, and it was
to be tested in competition with Har-veyiz- ed

plates. The projectiles in-

tended to be used were Midvale-Holt-ze- r
steel-piercin- g shells of 8 inches

caliber. The first shot fired broke
the plate in three triangular pieces
and was found embedded in the oaken
backing. Another shot was fired,
which broke the top section of the
plate in several pieces and went into
the sand butt.

"Yes, I have an annual pass on all
Pullman cars," said he with emphasis,

and I use it whenever I want to.
The pass was given me by Mr. Pull-
man, who is a personal friend of
mine, and I have had it for several
years ever since the first I'u lman
investigation I made for I suppose
that's what you are driving at. I
never knew Mr. Pullman until that
time, and he has been a warm friend
of mine ever since. He gave me
passes and invited me to ride cn his
cars whenever I wanted to just as a
man would invite another to take a
ride in his carriage."

Commissioner Wright's pass entitles
him to ride free in any Pullinun car
at any time in any part of the United
States.

FIRE BROKE OUT.

The Men Were 5 mothered to
Death by Smoke.

Seattle, Wash., Aa?. 23. A ter-
rible calamity occurred in breast No.
C2 on the sixth level of the Franklin
mine, near th's city yesterday after-
noon. The causa was a fire in breast
Ko. 63. Sixty-tw- o miners were im-

prisoned and thirty-seve- n were killed.
The fire was soon extinguished and
he work of taking out the bodies

beg-an-
. All were recovered.

About half of the minsrs were col-
ored men, having been brouyht from
the East four years ago to replace the
etrikera. The mine is. owned by the
Oregon Improvement company and
produces the best coal in the state of
WashiDsrton.

At 12:45 o'clock a f.re was noticed
by some of ttie drivers on the sixth
north level, and notice was to
the men on the in aide, who were
working- in di fferent places, some in
the breast about the level and others
along1 the gangway.

Many of tha men in the gangways
rushed back tc notify the miners
further in, while others rushed out
and reached the main shaft. It is
eartain that all the msn in the shaft
reached the (fang-wa- in safety. In
all about seventy men were at work
in the sixth level north and of that
number about forty ling-ere- at breast
Ko. 6, where the fire originated, and
made an attempt to put out the fire.
The breast wa3 burning' fiercely and
before the miners knew it the fire had
communicated to bre&sts Nos. 60 and
61 and flames beg-a- to issue from
breast JN'o. el in that immediate
vicinity.Several of those wio lingered at
the burning breist 62 took
warning-

- and fled, b it all who re-
mained were overcome and asphyx-
iated. It is evident fiat all the men
had time to coma out, for those at
work in the further breast reached
the shaft in safety, while those who
were nearest the shaft, and conse-
quently more removed from danger,
perished. They evidently believed
that they were ia perfect safety at
the fire, brt while they ling-ere- the
smoke oozed out frora some outside
place further south, an i the bodies
were all founl south of bretr-- t 62.
They were all found alon within a
space of 500 feet.

Several men were badly bruised
and one colored man was taken out
with a broken neck, their wounds in-

dicating- that they h:id thrown them-
selves ag-ain- post an I timbers of
the gangway in a desperate endeavor
to escape. But the majority of the
bodies bear no marks at all, not even
a scratch, and their features were in
quiet repose, indicating that their
death had been a speedy and painless
one. As soon as Vie alarm whistle
sounded from the engine house peo-
ple beg-a- to crowd around the mouth
of the slope, and cry, "The mine is
on fire!" quickly spread throug-hou- t

the town. Among- tie first to reach
the scene was Superintendent W. T.
Ramsey.

as though he really did not believe
any lives would be lost, but crowds of
men, womn and children who lived
near the track becoming reassured at
tha careless and good-nature- d manner

The
body proved to be that of John Q.
Anderson, and was pulled to the top
of the slope. The arrival of Ander-
son's body on the was the
first intimation to the men, women
and children on the surface that any
one had met deatt. Consequently,when the tody wss carried away,there was a wild scramble to discover
its identity. When it w:is found, the
rescuers were besieged with ques-
tions from mothers, fathers and chil-
dren concerning- - loved ones who were
ia: pri-oned- . But thtir questions were
oniy answered by au ominous shake
of the head.

Meanwhile the miners from the
levels were carrying oa the work of
rescue in the bowels of the earth.
The fan keeping- th air current in
the mine had been shopped at the first
indication of fire fro-- n the return air
course, but when the rescuers went
to work the fan was started up, and
then the nir in that part of the gang-
way south of breast S3, on the sixth
level, was kept pure.

United States of ColombiaMakes
the Demand.

RECIPROCITY DID IT.

Colombia HadDeelined toAccept
Reciprocity Agreement.

Wa e ttix gto 27, Aug. 25. A secret has
leaked out from diplomatics circles to
the effect that our government has
become sadly entangled with one of
the Central American Republics as a
result of the reciprocity treaties and
will have a bill to pay, besides which
the Behring sea claims will appear
trivial in amount. The country in
question is the United States of Col-

ombia, one of the Central American
Republics which steadily refused
all efforts of the state depart-
ment to induce it to become a
party to one of these reciprocity
treaties. Moreover, when her sister
republics and Spain (as to Cuba and
Porto Rico) began to ship their pro-
ducts duty free to the United States
under the terms of their new treaties,
Colombia claimed the same exemptionfor her staples, hides, coffee, sugar
and molasses. The state department
rejected this claim as it was obligedto do, else the whole fabric of treaties
would have fallen, the United States
being able to oifer no inducements
otherwise.

Colombia persisted in her claim and
pointed to the treaty of 1816, which
declares that the Colombians shall
not be assessed any duty upontheir products imported into the
United States higher than the articles
imported from any other foreign
country. That meant, they contend,
if the staples above mentioned en-
tered the United States free from
Brazil and Cuba they should enter free
from Colombia also, regardless of
reciprocity treaties. They have never
abated this contention; many letters
have been exchanged on the subject,and at last the United States has
been obliged to admit the strengthand correctness of the Colombian po-
sition. This being done, it follows
that the government must refund to
importers the amounts they have paid
in duties on Colombian products which
should have been free, or admitted at
lower rates.

Just what the total will amount to
no one can tell at present, but stepsare being taken to ascertain the
amount from statistics. The United
States very recently induced Spain to
order a refund of 5,000,000 collected
erroneously upon our exports to Cuba,
but a stronger case still is found in
an instance where Great Britain was
obliged to refund to the United States
under the terms of a treaty closely
corresponding with that between the
United States and Colombia.

CAliiXEI KEl'OETS.

Secretary Morton Has Saved the Got--
eminent 8300,090.

Washisgtos, Aug. 25. The work
of the administration during the past
fiscal year will be reviewed in the an-
nual reports of the cabinet ofilcials,
which will be submitted before the
end of November.

Secretary Morton's report will un-
doubtedly dwell on the economical
plan pursued in cutting down ex-

penses of the various branches of the
department, showing a reduction of
14 per cent in the expenditures during
the last fiscal year. As a result more
than SjCO.000 will be returned to the
treasury department out of the ap-
propriations for the fiscal year.

In discussing the subject it will be
stated that the saving funds has been
accomplished without impairment to
the success through judicious pruning.
The influence of civil service in ttie
department will also be commented
on. When Secretary Morton received
his appointment he was a mild advo-
cate of civil service'reform, and he has
subsequently become thoroughly in
sympathy with its principles.

311XES IN USE TERRITORY.
Condition Described In Detail In the Re-

port of Mine Inspector Bryan.
Washisgtos, Aug--

. 25. The condi-
tion of the coal mines in the Indian
Territory is described in detail in the
annual report of United States Mine
Inspector L. W. Bryan. The outputof the mines was 1,000,000 tons and
3,290 miners and men are employed.
Concerning the strike of the Choctaw
Coal and Railway company's miners
the report says: "A company of sol-
diers is now encamped at Krebs and
all the men at all the strip pits have
gone to work. Tha company now
hopes to be able to continue work un-
molested. None of the coal mines,
however, have yet started up. The
effects of this prolonged strike are
disastrous to all concerned."
WORK. OS- - THK I AtENT OFFICE.
Annnal Report of the Commissioner Ifas

Besc Submitted.
Washisgtos, Aug. 25. The annual

report of Commissioner of Patents
Se3-mou- r has been submitted to the
secretary "of the interior. It shows
that during the past fiscal year there
were 35,952 applications for patents,
1,050 for designs, 103 for reissues, 2,193
caveats, 1,720 applications for trade
marks and 36S for labels. There were
21,496 patents granted, including re-
issues and designs; 1,656 trade marks
registered, and two prints registered.
The number of patents which expiredwas 13,167. The total expenditureswere 1,305,902, and the receipts over
expenditures were 129,561.
