The Gectarian Bigot Gets = Scathing
Denuncintion—Trutk: and Errer Now
On  Triai—Cause of Intolermace—

Liberaiity Coming.

Brooxryx, N. Y., Sept 9.—Rev. Dr.
Telmage, who is now in Australis,
whence he will shortly sail for Ceylon
and India; bas selected as the saubject
for to-day’s sermon-through the presas,
“"Communion of Baints,” tha text
chesen being Judges ;2:v1, ““Then said
they unto him, say now Shibboleth;
and he said Sibboleth; for he could not
frame 1o pronounce it right Then
thay took him, and slew him at the
passages of Jordan. ™

o you know thedifference of pro-
nunciation betwaen shibboleth and
sibboleth? A very smsid und unim-
portant difference, you say. And yet,
that difference was the differenca be-
tween life and death of & great many
people. The Lord's people. Gilead and
lphralm, pot into & great fight, aod
Ephraim was worsted, and on the re-
. treat came to the fords of tha river
 Jordun to eross Order was given that
| all Ephraimites coming there be
slain. But how could it be found
out whao were Ephraimites?
They were detected by their pro-
nunciation. Shibboleth was a word
that stood for river. The Ephralmites
hiad a brogue of their own. and when
they tried vo say “shibbaleth” slways
left cut the sound of the "““h." When
it was asked that they say shibboleth
they sald sibboleth, and were slain.
*Then said they unto him say now
shibboleth; and he said sibboleth, for
be eculd not frame o pronounce it
right. Then they tock bim and slew
bhirm at the passages of Jordan. ™ A very
semall difference, you say, batwesn
Gilead and Ephraim, and yet how
much mtolerance about that small dif-
ference!l The Lord's tribes imn aur
time—by which I menn the different
denominations of Christlans—some-
| times magnify a very small diflcrence,

and the only difference between scores
| of denominstions to-day is the differ-
ence between shibboleth and sibbo-
! leth.

The choroh of God is divided info a
great nomber of denomisations Time
would fail me to tell of the Calvinists,
| and the Arminians, and the Sab.
baterians, and the Baxterians, and
the Dunkers, and the Shakers, and
the Quakers, and the Methodists, and
the Baptists, and the Episcopalians,
and the Lutherans, snd the Congre-
gationalists, uwnd the Presbyterians
and the Spiritualists, and a score of
| other denominations of religionists
| some of them founded by very good
| men, some of them founded by wvery
| egotistic men, prome of them founded

by very bad men. But as I demand
for myself liberiy of conscience 1
must give that same liberty to every
other man, remembering that he no
more differs from me than I differ
from him. I advocate the largest lib-
erty in all religions belief and form
| of worships. In art in polities, in
morals, and in religion, let there ba
| no gag law, no moving of the previous

| question, no persecution, no intoler-
| ance
You know that the air and the

| water keep pure by constant circula.
tion, and J think thers is a teadency
in religious disecussion to purification
and moral health. Between the
{fourth and sixteenth ceanturies Lhe
cehurch proposed to make people think
aright by prohibiting discussion, and
by sirong censorshipof the press and
rack., and gibbet and hot lead down
the‘throat, tried to make people or-
thodox; but it was discovered that
you ¢can not change o man’s belief by
twisting of his head, nor make a man
gre differentiy by pulting an awl
through his eyes. There is something
in n man's conscience which will hurl
off the mountain that you threw upon
it, wnd unsinged of the fire. out of the
flame will make red wings oo which
the martyr will mount to glory.
