The Missouri Senator Delivers a
Speech at Kansas Cit'.

lie Has Xo Qualms Over His
Public Life.

DEFENDS DEMOCRACY.

Democrats 3rust Stiml Together
Ajrainst the Eiiemv.

Kaxias City, Mo. , Oct. 2. The
Auditorium was filled last night with
an audience which had to
listen to the speech of United States
Senator George G. Vest, who openedthe Democratic campaign.

Senator Vest spoke for over two
hours and was frequently interrupted
by applause. lie prefaced his re-

marks by a tribute to Congressman
Tarsney, testifying- - that he occupied
a high place in tha councils of his
party and was a faithful, conscien-
tious and able representative.

Referring- to local affairs, ha said:
"Since my arrival in the city i have,
been informed that relig ious op'.nion
is being- made a criterion in this cam-
paign. If there is one principle to
which every true Democrat clings as
the Musselmaa to the Koran it is that
no religious convictions shall bar a
man from the enjoymentof his rights.I would right to-da-y as earnestly to
defend the faith of a Catholic as u,

Protestant, though I have been all my
life a member of the Presbyterianchurch. "

Tha senator then branched out into
his set speech, dealing- - exhaustivelywith the silver question and tha tari ti.
Referring- to the fact that Governor
McKinley will speak at the Audito-
rium to-da- y, he called upon the gov-
ernor to give his opinions on the in-
come tax and silver and also to ex-

plain the fact that the duties on tho
products of every one of the ninety-nin- e

trusts which exist were lowered
by the recent Democratic tariff bill.
The senator prefaced hin remarks on
the taiiir by an elaborate explana-tion of the hist )i-- of tne tight be-twe-

the senate and the house and
declared that, though the billv-hie- h

became a law did not suit him, ho
yet voted for it as the beat that could
be obtained.

lie defended the income tax and
advocated the repeat of the law
which taxed state banks out of exist-
ence, lie charfred that Republican
legislation was responsible lor the re-
cent panic and that the Republ.ca.ns
had turned over an empty treasuryto the Democrats. lie denounced tho
pension legislation of the Repul 'i'-a-

congress as criminal appropriations
which had been fastened upon the
Democrats. lie declared in lavor of
admitting everything free of duty if
the revenues of the gc '.'ernmeat could
be otherwise provided for. Senator
Vest said:

"If any one is here with the expecta-tion that I will attack the presidentof the United States, or any other
Democrat, that expectation will not
be realized. Whatever differences of
opinion as to public questions may
exist between the president and my-
self, they shall not interfere, so far
as I am concerned, with my duty in
the hour of conflict an 1 danger. My
contest is now with the enemy not
with Democrats. No word from me
fchall furnish an excuse for luke-warmne- ss

or hesitation by any Demo-
crat, nor give any encouragement to
our enemies.

"The Spaniards have a maxim 'that
you should not throw dirt upon a,
breakfast which must be eaten,' and
whatever nxay have been my hopes or
opinions as to the legislation recently
enacted, I will not increase existingdifliculties and embarrassment by de-

nouncing that legislation and thereby
furnishing- - ammunition to the Repub-
lican party.

"I am not here to apologize for my
action. In my public life there is
nothing which gives lie more satis-
faction than the consciousness tiat I
have honestly done my duty as a sen-
ator in the struggle through which I
have just passed. In looking bacs I
have nothing to retract, and, so far as
my personal action is concerned, to
regret.'The Democratic party in 1802

pledged itself to certain reforms.
Pirst, the repeal of the federal elec-
tion laws which authorized the us; of
United States marshals and soldiers
at the polls: second, the repenl of the
Sherman act; third, the reduction of
tariff taxation to a revenue I asis;
fourth, the lessening of government-
al expenses.

"Governor McKinley in his re-
cent speech . at Bangor, Me.,
makes the statement that not
a single pledge if the Dem-
ocrats had been redeemed. When
we reflect that his speech, carefully
prepared and made as a bid for tho
presidency, contains no allusion to
his views "on the two great issues of
silver coinage and the income t;tx, it
is not surprisintr that he should add
mendacity to cowardice.

"The Democratic party has, in fact,
repealed both the federal election
law and the Sherman act, while the
oppressive provisions of the McKin-
ley tariff have been either entirelyeliminated or greatly modified and
governmental expenses largely de-
creased."

In this fight he played an important
part, and that part of his speech
bearing upon the amendments was
largely personal. He reiterated a

action, he would not have taken partin what was done. He said:

It was in the Olympic
club that both you and
Fitzsimmons won your greatest
honors, and it is now within
the province and the duty of the

world should you persist in refusingto accept his challenge, whieh is
backed up by a side bet of SiO.OOO.
As far as the Olymp c club is con-
cerned, it is immaterial to me with
whom the side bet is placed. We
don't want to hold it. We - olfer a
85,000 purse, the winner to take all.
Fitzsimmons has complied with every
requirement. If-yo- u will not defend
the title Fitzsimmons will challengeand meet the best man that can be
found in the world in February, lt95.

Captain Giori
posted a SI, 000 forfeit for Fitzsim-
mons to fight Corbett to a finish for
the world's championship. Brady
posted another SI, 000 and entered a
counter-challeng- e to Fitzsimmons on
behalf of Steve O'Donnell. the Aus-
tralian fighter traveling with Corbett.

"Will you cover Fitzsimmons
money?" Brady was asked, after a
long and heated argument.

"No," he shouted.
"Will you cover O' Donnell's money?''

Fitzsimmons was asked and he shout-
ed "No" so loud that every one in the
budding heard him.

"If you Fitzsimmons, get tho
championship by default will you
stand ready to defend it against all
comers?"

"I will," he replied, "meet any man
in the world, bar Peter Jackson, and
he is objectionable to me on the
ground of color."

Brady wanted to know what rightFitzsimmons had to sign with the
Olympic club of New Orleans to fightfor a 525,000 purse and the reply was:

"I am an American citizen and I
have a right to sign anywhere.""What a nice man you are to go
around the country saying that you
will plant your glove on Corbett's
face," demanded the angry Brady."I never said such an ungeutie-manl- y

A TORNADO AT WICHITA.
Great Dmt( Wrong 111. by m Wind Storm

at Tbat Point Uvti Loib
"Wichita, Han., Oct. 2. For twenty

years Wichita has tilt easy about
tornadoes on account of an Indian le-

gend, which said none- ever visited it
or would visit it

The leg-en- was discredited last
night when a terrible storm furst
upon the city. The Twelfth Btreet
depot of the Missouri Pacific road was
tho first building struck and it was
completely demolished, the roof
striking a stable two blocks away,
crushing it like an eg? shell. Twelve
men were in the builuing- at the time,but strauje to say none of them
were hurt.

The storm pawnd et.st about a mile,
accomplishing- - all of is destruction in
less than two minutes. About thirtyhouses and barns wera wrecked, and
probably 600 shade trees were torn up
by the roots and strewn about in all
d irections.

The path of the tornado was about
fifty feet wide. It progressed with a
fearful roar, and was a regulartwister. Three children were hurt
and two men were re lorted killed at
police headquarters, but thtir names
could not be ascertained. Owing- to
the terrible rain whieh accompaniedtha storm it is impossible to learn the
full extent of their injuries. Light-
ning struck a little boy named Pitz-g-ibbo- ns

and killed him.
Koughly estimated the loss in the

city will be S5o, OO0. Keports from
Kechit township say that the storm
played havoc there, but owing- - to the
continuance of the rt-i-n storm it is
impossible to obtain any details. The
storm passed within feet of Gov-
ernor Lewelliug's home.

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He Opens tbe Missouri Campaign for
tha Republicans.

Sr. Locis, Mo., Oct. 2. While Sena-
tor Vest was opening the Democratic
campaign in Missouri at Kansas City
last night Governor McKinley, facing
a vociferous crowd in a large hall
here, made the opening address of
the Republican campaign. It was
the third state campaign which he
has opened within a week.

Hon. Chauncey I. Filley called the
meeting to order, or rather to as
much order as possible, and presentedas chairman Hon. Charles Parsons,
who amid uproarious cheering, men-
tioned Governor McKinley - as his
choice for tha presidential candidate
in 1896. The cheering of the greataudience became almost cyclonic when
Governor McKinley arose, and con-
tinued for several minutes. With an
.expression of amazement on his face,
the speaker began with:

"Your chairman said that this was
the opening of the Republican cam-
paign in Missouri. I wonder what its
close will be," and the audience re-
sponded with another outburst. "The
truth is," continued the governor,"that no hall is large enough for
Republican meetings this year. I
was here tivo years ago, when I ad-
dressed a vast concourse of people in
the Exposition hall. We were un-
fortunate in that year, and we have
been unfortunate ever since. We do
not always appreciate prosperity in
its fulness until we experience ad-
versity. "

A contrast was made between the
industrial conditions that existed
under the Republican tarilf law and
those existing at present. The result
of it was charged on Democratic leg-
islation, and Governor McKinley in-

quired whether the audience thoughtit the business of congress to legis-
late for the benefit of the United
States or for foreign nations.

"Nobody," said he, "lias heard of
any industries being rev-ivo-d in the
United States since the Wilson taritF
law. If anybody in this audience
knows of a single one let him name
it. On the other hand they are beingrevived in Europe. I challenge anyone to point out a single American in-

terest benefited by the law of 1894."
While Governor McKinley spoke in-

side the hall, Hon. Charles P. Joy and
Cong-ressma- Bartholdt addressed an
overflow meeting of 2,500 to 3.000 peo-
ple outside. At the conclusion of his
address the governor took lunch at
the residence of Mr. E. A. Hitchcock
and left on a special train for Kansas
City, Mo.

The governor held a public recep-
tion at the hotel, visited the chamber
of commerce and the fair grounds in
the afternoon.
