The First Assistant Postmastsr-General
Makes Heoommenydalinns.
WAsuHINGTON, Novw., 12, —Firkt Aasist-

set Postmaster General Frank Jones
has submitted his annual report to
| the postmaster general. It is 4 re-

view of the woricol th: depastriment
nnder his charge for the yeur endinsr
June 30, 1504, and eontains his recom-
mendations for the improvement of
the service.

Mr. Jones recommends legisiation
to protect the post mirking stsiap in
use &b postoffices as the stamp 1s now
being used for unlawfal purposes.
