NEAT MANUSCRIPT.

Marvin E. Clark, Jonrpalist, Author mnd
Yhilosopher — Brigbt Eyes Thsat Are
Sightiess— A Remarkable Benefit Re-
called —Eliss Archard Conner's Slucy.

The gentleman whose kindness at that
tima I have nover forgotten wans wall
kuown amonz New York journalists.
He had practically entered their ranks
when bie was 15 years old, in IS55, be-
izng then the editor of a school paper
called Yonng Ameriea, which he swrote
out with his own hands: He was buin
in New York and gradusted from the
Mechanics" Bociety school in 1566,
Amung 850 competitors bie wan the first
priza in composition nnd had the dis-
tingniched honor of recsiving it from
William Cullen Bryant's own hands.

The Morey Letter Recallad,

After leaving school the Loy wrote
cantributions for the waekly press, and
at the nge of 23 he found himeelf reza-
Inrly on the sta® of the New York SBua-
day Dispatel, He was the first in the
ocoontry to write ahont skating and to
give pewspaper space to it, The young
ehtbasiast afterward wrote two books
nhont =kating. One related to ice skat-
ing, 'Thaother deals with roller skating.

cut of that racket, Harh ' and bhe was
accordingly left out.

This was phe gentleman who kindly
nided mo io the slumming. He was fine
Ivoking, with a merry brown &ye, im-
perturbable good temper, and dark hair,
with a few gray threads in it Every-
body liked ki, After the lapse of thess
soars [ porticulerly remember tho
brightness of his eye and his approcis-
tion of bomor. THie pame was Marvin
Riclinrdion Clark,

Groping Blindly.

After the melanchaly funeral of the
littlo paper AMr. Clark became a mein-
berof the staff of The Murning Joornal
atrdd later of The Commercinl Advertiser,
DBat peopla in New York may live next
door to each other for tem years and
pover maet il they become aoguainted
conningrhome on A steamer fram Eorope.
I lost sight of Marvin Clark altogether,
thoul still bearing his nume oceasional -
Ir¥. 1o the sutumn of 1888 one morning
the papers contained an sanpouncement
that the New York Press clob would on
snch s date give a bonsfit for Marvin
I, (lark, the blind jomrpalist. Io the
prime of bhis manhood, in the full flower
of Lis power zs m writor, just when
wisdom nnd skill are added to eéentbhusi-
nsm for those rove mortals whoe keep
their entliusinsm and refose to slamp
down, the brilliant, kindly, ocourtecus
gentivman hud been stricken.

I went 1o the Press olub rooms to get
information abicut him, for the news
was insxpressibly shovcking to me. I ent
woiting iu the reception room of the
clob for a fow minotes to see the scere-
tary ond ask scme guestions about the
benufit. Presently s gray haired mso,
groping blindly out before him with
one band, bolding the mrm of a friend
withh the other, entered. The look on
his face, haunting, pathotic, heipless,
einll I ever forget {7 The expression
was unspeakahiy tooching.

Thi=s was the gay, buosy, brown eyed
newspaper comrads who bad belped me
in 1854,

He tald me the story of his going
blind. It wos working under the gas-
light that did it, writing night after
night, yearafter year, in the crogel, yal-
16w, spluttering glare. His sight grow
dim very gradually at first Then he
Legnn o use glasees. Buat the ight be-
canis dimmer and dimmer somehow.
Yet be wrote on as best e could for five
yoars. Then ithe light went out alto-
My friend wus biind, stone
blind. Hs couldn’t even toll daylight
from dark. [

A Notable Beuefit.

¥t is o fact rather melancholy to con-
template, oa the whole, that newspaper
people, even though they get good wages
nnd are not particnlarly extravagant, can
seldom Iny np much meney. Few things
maore deplorable, therefors, conld happen
to & jowrnalist than to be stricken with

blindness in his prime, with £5 or B0
Fears more of Life stretchiog out beyond
bim and others depending »n bim for
support. The first thiug was v providoe
for immediate necessities, and the Press
club gave an entertainment for him,
The benefit was a notahls one. News-
paper peopls are generons, and his broth-
er and sister journslists contributed
what thay conld afford. Theatrical stars
by the secre volunteored their sorvices,
Salvini, then in Boston, telegraphed
that bhe wonld come mnd appear, but the
programme wad already mades. Modijes-
kn, the world's Juliet, offered bor serv-
ices, too, but theérs was not room for
ber, so she paid $100 for a seat. Joe
| Murphy bought ancther §100 seat and
Joo Emmeta $100 box. Benuotiful womn-
| en whoss names ars known to thester
| goers of two continents sold flowers in
| the lobhy. General Sherman sent his
contribution and attended the cntertain-
ment. LB was ons of the most Lrilliant
andicoces of distinguished people ever
asembled in New York, And it netted
soma §4,.000 to the populur nowspaper
mun whaose sight had gone out
Marvvin Clark was not one to sit down
end moan. First, to foruish him some-
thing to do, he began in the loucly
hours of darknesa to think out storice
There was an element of romuance and

steraly repressed in jouroalinmm only to
crop out in hisiifeo and bring him fruie-
age of prrow,. Now this faculiy which
bad beon cheated of its juet rights camo
to Lrightun the darknecss that had closed
in sroond him, I8 peopled his lonely
world with sctors both in tragedy and
comedy; it gave him gorgoous dreams
of pnlaces and cloud capped towars and
visions of fair landscapes,

The pext step was to give outer form
to soma of thess dreams. AMr. Ulark be-
gan to write ptories. They amused him
ut firet, The charactsrs were like friends
talking to him. He wrote them us best
be could, in eroocked, pathstio lines,
wide apart, opon the paper.

Then friends spggested to him to try
to lenrn the typewriting machine. He
viegited the office of a well nown mn-
ehing to see what bhe conld do, Ho ran
his fingers alopg the lines of keys

ginuing with the figures,

Wonderful Skill

“Why, that’s casy enough, " said Mr,
Clark — '* 2-83-4.5-6-7-8.9 - dash. Now
vearl the next line. ' The agent read in

] ean remomber that easily enough, *'
exvlaimed the hlind writer—""qg-w-o-r-¢-
y-u-i-o-p. That's like pootry. '’

So on through the keyboard. Thanks
to an oxcellent memory, Mr, Clark
learued the rows of letters in a very
few minates. Then hebought amechine
and began to practice. Today he isa
better typewriter than many who have
fwo good oyes and olass themscives as
experts. It is remarkable, the manng-
speript ho prepares for printing, for Mr.
Clark somo time ago became an anthor,
full fadged, and bepuan to have stories
anr sketches paublished.

He writed opon long strips of paper
like m yoll of webbing. This is so thnt
ks may not be troobled about getting
the sheets of paper straight and in or-
der. Hiu copy is astonishingly nant and
clear, needing fewer corrections and re-
visions than that of many who s 6v-
ery word they write. His snccess with
the writing machine is wonderful.

One familiar with the neighborhood
of Park row, in New York city, will eee
at times a fine looking, woll dressed
man, accompanied by a bright éved boy
attendant, making his way canticusly
across the crowded strests. Thera is an
anutfernble pathos in his face und the
look of resignstion that is born only of
terrible suffering, Wherher one knows
the man or wot, ha will tourn to look
again at the hagnting face with its dark,
gightless eyes. Put no melunchioly ap-
pears in the manner or talk of the blind
nuthor. Ho i5 a8 chesrinl s the golden
throated onnary thst pours itz music
on the nir of hissunny, =outh windowend
rocm in Brooklyn. -And when people
ask him, a3 they often do, "How eoan
yvor be so serene and hopoful always?"’
he nuswers:

The Sianghter of Horses,

Chivalry bad been left very far bo-
hind swhen Wallhaosen wroto on mili-
tary instroction jn 1614, By his direo-
tions tho lancer fixes his gpear point not
in his opponent’s cuirass, bot in the
head of hid horse, and barguebnss, pis-
tol and musket are alike Jevelsd at the
hapless benst instead of at the rider
The enirassipr who is dismonnted strog-
gles to his feet, and “'d espee on tasche
anc<=i de faire tomber 18 cheval de 1'an-
neiny’—that is, unless he 18 ridden
down and trampled under foot bofors
he cnn freo hmeslf from his stirraps

The slanghter of horses which must
have taken place at this time must have
beon sppalling, and such trafning might
well produce troopers like thoss whe,
as d Aviln tells ns, flying from the
field of Ivry and finding the bridge
ncross the Epre broken down, “'cut off
their horses' legs that they might gerve
them for s bresstwork'' against thear
pursners, [(English translation, 1670.)

“‘hamstringed their horses, '* but in sany
anse oné is pleasid to know that these
pitiless seoundrels were “‘destroyad in
such menner that very few of them re-
mained aliva.””

| eently dlsd at his homae In New York, and

pletares, will be greatly missed by a wide
eudisnce lu this country. Chip's lines
were bold, and bis drawings may be sald
to bs technieally not so artistic as many of
bis contemporativs who now survive him,
but hils originality and guaint humor were
eil hiz own, and he worked in n paruiculay
line not spproached by any otbor, His
mort successful charaoter was his dog,
and this dog posspssed suck a buppy
disposition and wore such = perpetual
smile chat no matier I he were intro-
duced into a plotura whero bhe hnd no par
ticular duty to perlorm, the mere fact

of seeing him thore would invariably be

irresistible™ Chip's dog, ns he walked
through the columns of the comio journanls
or =at ocensionally In some far coarner and
with his guiet smile gazed at the sveno
depletod by the nrtist, bus done much in
au unconeclous way to make the publlo
botter, He hue taught us a lesaon of
chreerfulness, for he has invariably breathed
the spirlt of a joyous disposictian. The
New York Soy says of Me, Bellow:

“"He was the son ¢f Frank Bellew, the
well known earicaturist, and asa young
buy he decided to follow in his father's
footsteps, To present the confusion thag
would arlse from the slmilarity of the two
nurmes e selectad as a pacudonym Chip,
to indicate that he waa a chip of the old
blonk. But opportunities that were de-
nled to his father nnd hils father’s contam-
poraries were opened op ta him. Comlo
papers wore founded and flourished that
vwers really funny, and in them Chip'a
work found arsady market. Puck, Judge,
Life and a score of other papers were on
the lovkout for good work, and Chip's orig-
fnnlicy and bumor made him s valuabic
iind. His market was established, and
his siguature bocamas known. Chip’'s work
wias cssontlinlly carleature. '’
