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THROWN OUT OF COURT
Jude Hazea Tliinks Crumb

to Prove a Case.
Judge llazen threw the celebrated

Crumb insurance case out of court late
Saturday on a demurrer to the evidence.
After the plaintifi's evidence was all in
Eugene t'uinton for the insurance com-
pany asked that the case be dismissed on
the ground that the evidence had f.tiled
to prove a case, or come close to doing
so. To the surprise ol the other side
Judge ilazen sustained the demurrer,
holding not only that she was not enti-
tled to the insurance, but that her rightto the property was a matter of consider-
able doubt.

The case of Fmiline Crumb against
the New Hampshire Fire Insurance
company ia a bitterly contested one from
F.urlingame, Osage county. It was the
third trial of the case.

Mrs. Crumb came into the possessionof some valuable property, it is claimed,
questionably, and. after guarding the
place from attacks from constables and
ollicers, the property including- an eleva-
tor was burned, and Mrs. Crumb is suing
for the $ i,500 insurance. At the tirst
trial the jury disagreed. The second
time she got judgment for about $2,500,
but Judge Ilazen set the verdict aside.
Judge Douthitt represented the plaintiff
and Fugene Q.iinton watched the inter-
ests of the insurance people.
