In tha western part of Yunnon
he seriougly questions whether any man
really believes his most intimate friend
In sbhort, if one reads and belisves Mr.
Hosle, hio 15 compelled to conclude that
our Californis friends were quite with-
in bounds, almost too moderats, in face,
in their anti-Mongalian invectivea

All who talk on the suljoct sesm to
agree thnt there i some radicnl moral
defect in the present day Chinaman,
And truly the history of the country
saomas to Indionte thut it noecds a revo-
lution and the infusion of o fleree and
vigarous element. There uppears to have
boon a regulariy recurring eyels in Chi-
neso affairs, Firat, there was non iova-
sion bv & barbarous but snorgatio race,
which gave the country s forward fim-
pulve Then fvdegenerated rapidly ro the
stugnant condition, and with stagna-
tion came cowardice, nfter which there
wera decay and retrocession till the next
invasion or revalotion. All the world
hnd heard of China'™s extravajzant clafms
to mm satiquity s0 great that a litrle
diserepancy of 20,000 years is acconnted
a trifling varintion, and the most orit-
ionl wasitern schaolars allow bher an au-
thuntin history of mear 3,500 yenrs. [
confdss to boing o Impresded with thia
foct that T cannot form o lively conecep-
tion of a young Chinamnan. ¥very man
of ths race looks tome as if hs were
thousands of years aold. The knowledge
of ngo in the mee coamplstely avarcomes
theo senseo of youth iu the individuoal,

War anl Famine,

I am even more ovoroome by the ap-
palling figures in their scoounts of war
and famine,. Man seems but a woeed jo
thesa awful repiong. Bome 15,000,000
wora slpnnghterad in o war when the
papulation of the gcountry wns supposad
to be scanty. Onr own civil war ciusad
us to overlock the great Tal-Fing vebul-
Hon in Chins, and yob at least 7, 004, 000
lives wore logt in that stroggie. The
British agents think that O, 000,000 diad
in the last famine, and, as for the mil-
lions on millions drowned in the varions
overflows of the ¥Yellow river, it makes
one sitk aod fatigoes the imagination
to computs them:

To nnderstand tha present condition,
howover, wo need only begin with Gen-
ghis Khan, firtst easptror of the Moguls
nnd Tartars. His history has been writ-
ten by the Uhiness, Porsiatp, Arme-
pians, Syrians, Armmbians, Groeks, Rus-
sinng, Poles apd Flangarvians, and we
may certainly aredit each of thess when
thoir own disasters and
bomiliations. For 20 years he poured a
enutinuony steeam of barbarians npon
all hig neighbors, and the scathern Mo.
hummedans (dmis that in the battle of
Jaxartes they lost 180,000 men. Ha
overran all the presene Chineses empire
excspt that part known as Yellow Chi-
na, snd in view of whatis probably go
ing onn in thas region now it is inter
esting to read that as the siege of Po-
ki In the year 1212 the inbabitants
wera compelled by famine to devour
their sinin fellow citizans, The Chinese
historinms add that they fooght as long
ad thsy could stand, sad when theirreg-
alar ammunition was spent they dis-
chorged Ingots of gold snd silver at the
foo, Lot the Moguls undormined the
city. snd the great palace was destroyed
in & conflagration which lasted 50 days.

This was tha boeginning of Mogul or
Tartar rule in Ohins. buot there have
been several revolations, and the pres-
ent, or Ming, dynasty dores hnck bnt
21, centurisg. The very latest docu-
wents at the state department show that
our reintions with Ching were at thoeir
vory best just befure Chinese affairs
reached their worst The treaty con-
cludoed here the 17th of last March by
the signatures of Beoretary Gre=zham
and Minister Yang Yu bas been ap-
proved by the Chincse government, and
