The Publie Library Narrowly
Eseaped Destruetion.

VALUABLE PICTURES

In the collection of F. Hopkin-
son Smith Destroyed.

The Plankintons Were Among
the Heaviest Losers.

Mirwaukeg, March 27.—Lower Grand
avenue, where the heart of the whole-
eale and retail commerce of the wesat
gide throbs, was the scene early this
morning of one of the most serious con-
flagrations in the history of the city.

In Cuba Reporters Take Down Just What
thoe Captain General Says,

New Yorx, March 27.—A special dis-
patch from Tumpa says:

Havana pussenger by the Olivette
bring the rumor that the insurgents have
taken possession of Bayono and Manza-
nillo, repulsing Colonel Santocilde’s
troops at Maozanillo with heavy loss,

The rumor was current at the Louvre,
but pews has simply announeed that San-
tocilde had met the insurgents
at Manzanillo As the Louvre is
the resort of many Spanish officers
from whom the rumor gained circula-
tion in Havana, it i» generally credited.
No news of the butle can be gained
through newspapera A Cuban gentle-
mun saysa every item of war news is al-
most identically the same in avery par-
ticular in all papers in Havana. The
uniformity is astonishing to an Ameri-
can, but he says it {8 obtained in this
way:

When the captain-general desires to
give any information about the insurrac-
tion he notifies all ths newspaper
officials. Reporters are at ooce sent fo
the palace and eeated at a long table,
they write at the dictation of a govern-
ment official. Nothing buat this official
news is allowed published by the gov-
ernment in Ilavanu, he says

The Cubans vehemently deny the
rumor that this is a race war. Conscrip-
tion of Cubans for militury daty is being
advocated by the Spanish oflicers in
llavans, snd it iz believed that such a
move will soon be made.

Abount twenty-five young men arrived
from Havansa, anticipating such & move-
ment. ‘Thair parents are anxious to have
them escape such unwsleome service.
Some of them say they hope to make
their way into the Cuban lines from this
country, but they have no desire to bear
arms for Spain.

There are about twenty schooners fit-
ting out here now, ostensibly for the
sponge banks, but it is not believed that
this is the destination.
