L. C. Doyle Kail Appointed
Judrre Focte

AS HIS ASSISTANT

In the Attorney General's Office
Under Leedy.

But Ir. Eoyle Telegraphs That
It Is a Canard.

Populists, free silver
men and other fusionists were tilled
with alarm when they read in the
Kansas City Sunday morning piapers
a dispatch from Fort Scott which an-
nounced that L. C. Poyle. attorney gener-

al-elect of Kansas had appointed C.
E. Foote of Kansas City, Kan., as his
assistant.

The alarm was caused through the
fact that Judge Foote, formerly a mem-
ber of the state board of pardons under
the Lewelhng administration had en-

joyed considerable unpleasant notoriety
by bein.i? arrested in a colored disorder-
ly house on lower Quincy street.

The appointment of such a man to
any state position would put a blot
on the new adminlnstration in the eyes
of all decent people that it would be
impossible to wipe out. Foote is a
man who has been ostracized in Topeka
on account of the affair mentioned
above. Although he attempted to give
an explanation public opinion never ac-

cepted it.
Populists all breathed easier.however,

when a telegram arrived yesterday aft-
ernoon addressed to a friend in To-

peka from Mr. Bojde who had just seen
the announcement in the morning pa-
pers. The telegram stated that the re-

port was:
"The immagination of a newspaper

reporter. I have no thought of makingthat appointment. (Shrned)
L. C. BOYLE.

The following is the disp.atch announci-
ng- the appointment of Foote as it ap-
peared in Sandfly's Kansas City Times:

"Fort Scott, Kan.. Nov. 7. It is an-
nounced this evening that Attorney
General-elec- t L. C. Poyle of this citywill appoint Judge C. K. Foote of Kan-
sas City as his assistant, and that Prof.
William Stryker, state superintendent-elect- ,

will appoint Prof. J. I). Orr of this
city as his assistant. Judge Foote nomi-
nated Mr. Boyle at the Abilene conven-
tion."

The Times adds:
"Judge c. Foote was seen at bis

home in Kansas City. Kan., last even-
ing, and in regard to Mr. Boyle's ap-
pointment said that the action of the
attorney general-frie- d was a surpriseto him, as they had had no communica-
tion on the subject. Fie admitted that
he had worked tor Boyle at the Abilene
convention, but said he did it from a
niAghborly feeling. Mr. Madden, the
other candidate before the convention,
being from the western part of the
state."

The arrest of Judge Foote in a col-
ored disorderly resort took place on the
night of July 2d. lyr, and the story of
the arrest was printed in The Journal
and Capital the following day.

Following is the history of the affair
printed in The Journal of July 30,
l S:a," :

"Judge C. E. Foote of Marion, who
was a member of the Populist state
board of and hast been for
some time an active candidate for the
Popuiist nomination for governor next
year, was arrested in the raid of a col-
ored disorderly house last nighc.

"Tiie little brick house on the south-
west corner of Third and Quincy streets,
kept by Sarah Councelior and Edith
Iauvis. both colored women with police
court records, has be-- n watched closely
by the police for several nights. Last
night when two men were seen to enter
the house Sergeant Donovan and Off-
icers Gaines and Pinkston raided the
pila ce.

' Foote. Armatrout and the Davis wo-
man were booked at lu:2(' p. ni., and it
was passed midnight when they were
reieas-- d. At first ?:-- " bond was de-

manded, but when Chi'-- Wilkerson ap-
peared it was reduced to $10. vvhi'-- was
finally secured. The deposits were for-
feited by the parties not appearing in
court this morning.

"Judge Foote says he was engaged
by Armatrout as his attorney to find a
man named Kobinson, who is thought
to know something about Armatrout's
domestic troubles and lost child. He
was taken to the house of the Davis
woman not knowing the character of
the place and with the belief that the
woman knew where Robinson was.

" ' We had riot been in the house to
exceed ten minutes when the police
came,' Judge Foote says. We were in
a front room and the door was un-
locked. I was dumbfounded when the
police came. I told them I was ignor-
ant of the character of the house, but
they said that didn't excuse me. If I
did not have all confidence in Mr. Arm-
atrout I would think he was in a
scheme to ruin me."

"Armatrout. who was arrested with
Fc-ote- , f air.cd some notoriety a year or
more atro by suing: T. E. Armstrong of
the commission firm of Armstrong &

for damages for alienating
his wife's affections. Tiie case was
compromised."

Inmates of an Insane Asylum Become
Almost Unmanageable.

Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 9. The town of
Spencer. W. Va., was almost destroyed
by fire last night. Thirty-nin- e stores
and bouses were burned.

ral store and swept along the main
business street, leaving destruction in
its path. The people were terror strick-
en and thrown into panic. The lire
started at 10:44 o'clock last night and
burned until late this morning. The
total loss is estimated at $200,000.

The asylum building being across the
ereek from Spencer was out of danger
but the fire coidd easily be seer, by the
inmates and the attendants bad thtir
hands full in handling the patients, who
were greatly frightened and terror
stricken.

At Her Dock In the Brooklyn
Navy Yard.

FULL OF BLACK OOZE.

Part of the Ship Remains
Above Water.

The Vessel Has Had Numerous
Accidents.

New York, Nov. 9. The United States
battleship Texas, to which a number of
accidents have occurred since she was
launched, lies alongside the Cob dock
in the Brooklyn navy yard submergedabout five feet above her water line.

Early today the main injection valve
on the .starboard side near the mid-
ship line and about 14 feet below the
water line was shoved in from the force
of the water and the engine rooms were
quickly flooded with dirty, black, muddywater. The ship soon began to setti
and Captain Glas, who is in command
of the Texas, called the officers anil
crew to quarters and did everything
possible to minimize the ship's in-

juries.
At the time the accident occurred

there was only about two feet of water
under the ship and she soon rested on
the muddy bottom. This was at low-wate-

but at high water this forenoon
there was between five and six feet cf
water above the line at the stern and
about eighteen inches less at her bow.
Wrecking tugs were immediately sum-
moned and three of them were soon
alongside, pumping the water out of
her engine and boiler rooms while a
diver was sent down to ascertain the
extent of the damage. Captain Glass,
Lieutenant Kelly and Engineer Moore,
as well as all the officers of the ship,
could not be induced to talk about the
accident and all inquiries were referred
to Commodore Sicard, commandant of
the yard.

The commodore said: "I know very
little as yet about the accident. The
ship is resting easily on a muddy bot-
tom and we have no apprehension of
further damage to her. The principal
damage which she will sustain will be
from the dirty water, which will tem-

porarily injure the engines and ma-
chinery. We cannot estimate the
amount of the damage until the diver
makes his report, and oossiblv not to --

til the ship is raised. She will come up
easily as soon as the leak is stoppu."
