Astronomers In Arizona DiscoverThat
It Does Not Revolve.

Flagstaff, Ariz., Nov. 11. The work
here of the Lowell observatory was
ended today and preparations for its
removal to the City of Mexico are be-

ing rapidly completd.
The obsrvatory was established in

Flagstaff in 1894 and work of such im-

portance was done during the next
year that Prof. Lowell saw the great
advantages to be gained by a larger
glass, the one in use being equippedwith an lens. Alvin Clark and
Sons on August 1, 1896, completed and
set up here a new machine w ith
which discoveries of the greatest im-

portance to scientific men have been
made.

Profs. Lowell, Pickering and Douglass
gave their attention to Mars and
have done much for science in settling
important questions regarding that
planet. The result of their work has
made these astronomers famous. It
has been decided that on Mars there is
a system of cards, arranged in an ar-
tistic manner. These astronomers have
been able not only to make maps of
their surfaces, but to prove conclusive-
ly that the bodies of Mars and Venus
do not rotate in their revolution about
the sun. Markings drawn by Lowell
have settled the question of the rota-
tion of Mercury and Venus which had
been partially studied by Schiaparella
some years ago. Mr. Lowell's discover-
ies established the. fact that Mercury-ha- s

no appreciable atmosphere and
that Venus has an abundance of it,
though she possesses very few clouds.
Drawings of her markings have been
forwarded by request to the royal as-
tronomical society in London. They
have decided that as one side of Mars
is continually turned toward the sun, it
is heated to an enormous temperature
and the other side is permanently cool.

On reaching Mexico City Dr. See will
continue the investigations, looking for
new double stars.

President Diaz of Mexico has been
active on behalf of these gentlemen
and has not only welcomed them to
Mexico, but has instructed the Mexican
national observatory- - to furnish every
possible aid to them in their work. Sci-
entific men look upon this enterpriseas the most important of the nineteenth
century.

FOREIGN MAILS PAY.
The V. S. Receives More Than It Pays

for Their Transmission.
Washington, Nov. 11. The annual re-

port of N, M. Brooks, superintendent of
foreign mails, shows that the aggre-
gate weight of the mail dispatched
from this country by sea to other coun-
tries during the past fiscal year was
6.2S6.914 pounds, of which over 4.500.0l0
pounds was transatlantic. It is point-
ed out that the postage collected by
the government on articles exchanged
with foreign countries largely exceeds
the gross expense incurred by the de-

partment in connection with that serv-
ice.

The sum of $5,291,756 was received by
this country for mail exchanged with
other countries. Only 1,510 errors were
reported in the distribution of 11.51S.373
letters and postal cards. The net ex-
cess of cost of the contract ocean mail
service was $453,386. Action is rec-
ommended fin the questions of the ex-

tension of the parcels post system, the
reduction of the registration fee to 5

cents and on that of a limited respon-
sibility for registered articles lost or
destroyed in the international mails in
transit through the United States.

CONCESSIONS TO CATHOLICS

Priests in Manitoba May Hold Relig-
ious Exercises in Schools Daily

Winnipeg, Manitoba, Nov. 11. Official
announcement of the terms on which,
the parochial school question has been
settled is still delayed owing to Premier
Green way's absence, but everything is
so definitely arranged that his minis-
ters are not closely guarding the secret
now.

It is learned that concessions have
now been made to the Catholics which
will likely pacify them for the loss of
their parochial schools.

The chief concession is that half an
hour each day In the national or public
schools will be set apart for religious
instruction. The plan is that in one of
the rooms of each school the priests for
half an hour shall have the right of in-

structing children of the Catholic faith.
If our denominations desire the same
privilege it will be granted. Another
concession is that in districts where
there is any considerable percentage of
French Catholic children, Ihe French
language should be taught as well as
the English. The official announce-
ment of the terms of settlement is ex-

pected Thursday.
"IOWA" PLOWS THE BLUE.
Trial Trip of the New Battleship

Built by Cramp.
Philadelphia.Nov. 11. The new Unit-

ed States battleship Iowa steamed
down the Delaware river yesterday-afternoo-

for her builder's trial in the
Atlantic ocean off the Delaware capes.
The ship is almost completed and the
trip is for the purpose of testing the
stability or her hull and machinery--

.

While she Is away a test of her speed
may also be made, although there is no
doubt of the ship's ability to exceed
the speed required of 16 knots an hour.

The trial is entirely- - private and the
Cramps have sole charge, the govern-
ment being represented by only one
officer. Lieutenant Lucien Flynn, who
has been stationed at the shipyard
since the building of the Iowa began.
Superintending Engineer Edwin S.
Cramp, representing the builders, and
Captain W. R. Sargent will navigate
the ship.

A Big- Step Toward UniTersal
Peace of Nations,

But Involves Guardianship of
South American Countries

IVliicli 3Iay One Day Involve Us
in Trouble.

Washington, Nov. 11. The king of
Sweden and Norway, Oscar II., has
bri chosen hy treaty bet ween the t'ni-te- d

States and Great Britain as the fifth
official arbitrator of the Venezuelan
boundary question. The other arbitrat-
ors, four in number, are to be designat-
ed, two by the lord chief justice of Eng-
land and tio by the chief justice of the
United StaTes.

This is the final and most Importantfeature of the treaty for the complete
tidjustnvnt of the 'ong pending" Venezu-
ela controversy. The treaty was con-
cluded in Washington last night at the
liritvsh embassy, Sir Julian Pauneefote
representing her Britannic majesty and
Secretary oiney the United States.

As a king seldom leaves his country
except on state visits to other sover-
eigns, it is not expected that King; Os-
car II. will so outside of Sweden for
the arbitrators, and the court is likelyto sit at Sto' kholm. the present capitalof Sweden, where King" Oscar's Swedish
riksdag1 (parliament) are located.

The choice of King Oscar appears to
nave been a most fortunate one, as he
is universally regarded as a man of
great attainments, of judicial tempera-ment and of eminent fairness. Amongthe rr.onarchs of Kurope, he is probablythe most popular, as he goes freely
amniiR- the people and is thoroughlyIemooratic in his ways. The feeling'entertained for him is shown by the factthat th Scandinavian residents of the
United Statt-- s are at present laising a
large sum with which to buy him a
present on the declaration of his 6T.th
birthday. He is known as the "Giant
King-,- as he stands six et three inch-es in height, towering- above most men

nd a central fig-ur- in all assemblages.

LONDON PRESS COMMENT.

London Times Says America's Action
Involves Hucli Responsibility.

London, Nov. 11. The Times in an
article commenting on the fact thatVenezuela is not to be represented in
the arbitration, says: This is a most
farreaching concession and a sitrnal
diplomatic success for the UnitedStates and is interesting to the Ameri-
cans much more keenly than any ar-
rangement of Venezuelan territory. Itsecures to Kn eland the advantage of
dealing with a responsible and friendly
government, and the principle that the
Unit, d Slates may not only intervene
in the disputes with American repub-
lics, but may entirely supercede the
original dispute and assume control ofthe negotiations.It need scarcely be said that the
right of interfere-ne- involves respon-
sibility. If the United States espousethe quarreis of petty republics, it is
bound to compel the republics to fulfill
their engagements. Such a generalprotectorate if executed in the equita-ble manner which the Washington cab-
inet may be expected to adopt, may gofar to enforce the principles of national
honor and honesty in quarters where
now they are often very imperfectlyobserved.

The Times concludes its article say-
ing: "It would be an invidious and un-

gracious task to attempt to weigh the
advantages gained by either side. Both
Enplane! and America may congratu-late themselves and one another that
out of such a. threatening dispute have
grown good feeling and the seeds of a
permanent arbitration court."

The Chronicle (Liberal) comments
upon the agreement to arbitrate future
disputes as the best thing for the
peace of the world that has happened
perhaps for a century. This papier also
says: "If proper rejoicing were al-

ways directed to proper ends, everytown in Great Rritain and America
would tie decorated today in honor of
this victory of international wisdom.
This is the embodiment of the message
of Bethlehem."

IS PITTS DISQUALIFIED.
A Question Raised About One cf the

Kansas Electors.
Pome of the papers in southwestern

Kansas are trying to figure out that
Geo. T. Pitts, one of the electors on the
Democratic and People's Party ticket,cannot serve on account of being dis-
qualified under section 1 of article 2 of
the constitution which provides "That
no senator, or representative, or person
holding an office of trust or profit under
the I "ruled States shall be appointed an
elector."

It is said that Mr. Pitts is serving as
the agent of the stockholders of some
national bank that has tailed and gone
through a receivership and that his
election has 'neon approved by the
comptroller of currency. This is claim-
ed to be an office of profit and so bringshim within the disqualification of the
constitution.

"Probably the regret for what she
has done and what has come to her for
doing it will weigh on her spirits, but
this is precisely the state that impris-
onment is intended to produce on a pris-
oner, and if this regret really causes
her to be ill, she will be transferred to
a hospital where she will be cared for
by all connected with it. This Castle
eases is remarkable for its variety of
goods. One would have thought the
officers would have been surprised to
find such a large number of furs and
fans."

Continuing Mr. Labouchere expresses
surprise at the fact that Mr. Castle
did not notice the collection of goods in
their rooms" at the Hotel Cecil and
adds: "The child seems generally to
have accompanied the mother when
urged by her peculiar disease to go to
a shop.

"On the morning of Mrs. Castle's
sentence a seamstress and governess
were sentenced at the same session to
nine and six months hard labor for
stealing a fur necklet, and neither had
ever been previously convicted. The
governess fainted at the sentnece. No
medical experts testified that they
would suffer in health by confinement,
no one pitied them and no one signed a
petition to the home secretary- - to short-
en their sentences. What matters hew
a poor, fainting, friendless governess. or
a half starved seamstress suffers? Give
them hard labor and plenty- - of it. What
if their health is iniured? Let them
die. Let Mrs. Castle out of prison. Sir
Matthew White Ridley says she has
moved in the best circles and she has
had no need to steal, but this dones not
reduce the sentences of the seamstress
and governess by a single day. The
best circles know them not. They are
poor and helpless: which, in the opin-
ion of all self respecting persons, is in
Itself a crime."

STUDYING rOLICE FINES.
A Committee of the City Council In-

vestigating Irregularities.
The little flurry between the city

council and the police department has
not entirely blown over and the special
committee to investigate the method of
conducting- the police department will
report at the next meeting- of the city
council. The report will severely
criticise the police department for the
careless manner in which fines are as-
sessed and remitted and security ac-

cepted and f
Councilman sk inner, who asked for

the investigation, said at the time that
there was something wrong-- but he
was not able to say where the trouble
was. It appeared from an examina-
tion of police reports that there was a
leak, but Mr. Skinner and his com-
mittee did not find good evidence of
any crookedness, thotieh they find suf-
ficient grround for criticism.

The police report for June shows that
$11S in fines were assessed during the
month and but $3.45 collected. In July
S44S were assessed and but $6 collect-
ed. These reports made Councilman
Skinner study over them and he asked
for an Investigating committee. The
mayor appointed Mr. Skinner chair-
man and named as his ass ciatesCoun-cilme- n

Drew, Warner and Nettels.
A better committee could not have

been named, and several sessions have
been held and the police affairs sub-

jected to a thorough airing-- The re-

sult is the report which will be pre-
sented soon.

The committee's report shows a loose
method of conducting business in our
police department. They find that ar-
rests are made and the cases docketed,
and that the record ends, there-vithou- t

showing how the case va. disposed of.
They aiso found tiiat fines are remitted
without it appearing upon whose au-

thority: 'that offenders are fined and
released on promise offuture payment
and no payment or only part payment
made.

In criticising1 the police administra-
tion the committee will say .that
stricter adherence to sound business
principles is required to run the de-

partment as" it should be conducted.
They say that it is not a good plan to
assess tines and then exercise the par-
doning1 power by remitting1 them. The
committee thinks that when a prisoner
is lined he should be held to the letter
of his sentence with strict rig-or-

.

The committee will recommend a
change in the method In which fines
are worked out: that a yard of stone
broken shall give a prisoner credit for
$1 and in that way he may secure an
allowance of more than $1 a day

work. The present system gives
him $1 for every day he works, but
there is no line drawn between the
prisoner who works with a will and
one who does not.

The committee has taken time to
look up the law relating1 to the pardon-
ing of city offenders, and they say that
they are satisfied that it is beyond the
province of the police department or
any one connected with it to remit
tines or pardon offenders. That right
belongs to the city council, but it must
be on recommendation of the board of
police commissioners. i

The report will not heal the breach
between the council and the police de-

partment. but it is evident that if Coun-
cilman Skinner succeeds in securing
the reforms he aims at he will have
done the city a service.

ALL WAY FRO 31 DENMARK.
The Cement for the New Bridge Has

Arrived
All the cement that will be used in

building the new bridge over the Kan-
sas river has arrived. It was shipped
from Copenhagen. Denmark, and there
are two train loads, or 71 car loads, of
the material. The cement has been
stored in the old Santa Fe roundhouse
on East Sixth street and in an aban-
doned building near the city park.

The county commissioners today al-
lowed the contractors an estimate based
on the material on hand, the value of
the cement alone being placed at $25,-90- 0.

The total estimate of work done
and material on hand is $36,373.74. On
that basis the contractors were allowed
t oday Jiy.tTlci;). Superintendent Hinck-
ley was allowed SCSI for services.

All the material to be used in the
construction of the bridge with the ex-

ception of the steel beams is now on the
ground and the future estimates will
cover only the cost of labor.
