A. Description of Three or Four of tho
Most Approved Methods.

K'otiiing' is more destructive to laces
thau careless washing--

. Where the lace
ia rare or expensive, of course, it is al-

ways the better plau to turn it over to a
trastworthy establishment tha.t maies a
specialty of cleaning-an- repairing- such
articles, but. with the less expensive
laces the cleaning- can as well be done
at home. It is not a difficult nor a tedi-
ous task, but one requiring caxe and the
use of proper materials.

Heal lace and delicate s:lk laces are
easily cleaned by the use of benzine,
gasoline or naphtha. But as these ar-
ticles are inflammable, it is better to
use them in a room where there is no
fire. Baste the lace smoothly on a piece
of thin muslin, being careful to leave a
rood margin of the muslin on all sides
of the lace. Put the giasoline in a bowl
and douse the lace and) muslin up and
down in it rapidly. If the gasoline- be-
comes dirty, put the lace, into another
vessel and pour fresh gasoline over it.
Dip it up and down, being- careful to
keep the lace on. the under side until it
is perfectly clean. Then stretch the
cloth, with the lace uppermost, on a,
clean table, and secure it with a few
tacks or pins. This could ie placed in a
room where no dust will fall on it and
allowed to remain all day, for while it
will dry in a short time, a day's airing
will be necessary to be rid of the odor.
If gasoline that has been used is set
aside for a few hours the dirt will all
settle to the bottom, and the clear gas-
oline can be poured off and used ag-ai-

to wash silk, kid gloves, or anything-tha-

cannot be washed in water.
Yet another way is to sew the lace

carefully on a bottle or some such
covered for the purpose, and soak

it in hot soapsuds into which have been
put a few drops of ammonia, or kerosene.
In such cases the water may be broug-h- t

to a boil, but where the color of uhe
lace is to be preserved, boiling- or even
exceedingly hot water should be avoid-
ed. When the lace has become perfect-
ly clean, the bottle should be removed
from the water and set aside or hung' up
to dry in a place free from dust. This
method, though perhaps a little more
tedious tham the other, is exceedingly

and makes the lace look fresh and
new without the suspicion, of an odor.

Another way is to sew the laces care-

fully on a cloth, which must them be
stretched and tacked to a table, then
go carefully - over the lace with a rag--

using1 chalk wet with, ammonia and
water. After the lace and cloth hajve
thoroughly dried the chalk may be
shaken out. To have the very best re-

sults when, trying- this plan the drying
should be done by the sun-Sti- ll

another way of drying- laces as
well as other delicate fairies which
cannot ba successfully ironed is by
pressing- them smoothly, while yet wet,
on a window pane or marble slab. This
will obviate all necessity of ironing--
and they will appear fresh, and dewv

WHEAT Two Minneapolis mills sold
22,000 barrels of flour yesterday. The
western" market of Kansas City which
has purchased 50,000 No. 2 spring wheat
within the past 24 hours for shipment
from here quotes No. 1 winter, 96c, No.
2 spring. 7840. A telegram from there
says: "Washouts preventing liberal
movement of spring wheat from Chi-
cago to Texas millers." SC Louis has
only a total stock of 487,000. Northwest
will increase her stock quite largely;
Duluth over a million :Minneapolis is
showing a decrease of 200,000. It is ex-

pected the visible Monday will show
about an even thing with small increase
against a decrease of 700,000 last year.
The four ports and New Orleans clear
equal to 240,000 bushels wheat. Prima-
ry market receipts were 373,000,of which
317.000 were Minneapolis and Duluth;
shipments 104,000. Cables were dull,
closing 4d lower for the day. One-thir- d

of Minneapolis flour sales were reported
to be for export. Modern Miller was
bullish, noting a good demand for flour
in southern and southeastern markets
as well as from the wes.tern coast to
the orient. Missouri crop report sup-
plement reports large tracts under wa-
ter as did the messages from the north-
west. Detroit sold wheat to go to Jack-
sonville. 111., something phenomenal.
Gloucester, England, cabled Calcutta
inquiring for California wheat again,
while countrv elevator stocks decrease
in the northwest 2.700.000 ir.st month.

The husband, however, who makes
life a desert waste is the gentleman who
is unconnected with the profession and
whose wife is a pretty actress, star or
otherwise. Usually he is poor in spirit
as well as in ' purse, for were he rich in
either he would not permit his wife to
remain in the glare of the footlights.
This man stands sentinel at the stage
door, haunts the wings if he has influ-
ence enough to get there, gets in the
way of the stage manager and the com-

pany generally, and is, to sum up in a
word, a bore. Every member of the
company thoroughly detests him but
his poor little wife, and for her sake
they refrain from telling him so. He is
always afraid that some fine looking
actor or giddy chappie is trying to win
his wife from him.

. Even when most things are equal-tal- ent,

industry and ambition profes-
sional as well as other people Bhould
study each other before they wed. Affin-

ity, of course, they should have. That
goes without saving. There should also
be compatibility of temperament, and
above all absolute confidence. A man
and his wife, for instance, are frequent-
ly by force of circumstances compelled
to enter separate companies. They tour
the country. Neither sees the other for
Eeveral weeks or perhaps months. Tho
strain of separation is bad enough, but
if both have not the qualities of which
I speak, if either one or the other is tal-
ented and fair to look upon, is praised
by the press or public, and the slightest
misgivings aroused in the breast of
either, life then loses its charm. Thero
is not the same serene happiness in the
heart of either as before. The arrow cf
jealousy always leaves a poignant sting.

If a woman marries a man uncon-
nected with the dramatic profession in
any way, she should leave the stage

The same rule will apply to
a man in the profession, especially if ho
be handsome or magnetic, who weda a
woman outside cf it. They should givo
their talents and every endearing quali-
ty they possess to home and helpmeet
and not to the public This rule I apply,
as the lawyers fay, as a general propo-
sition. I know that there are times
when it caunot be enforced. Circum-
stances sometimes jjot the tetter cf all
of us. Kent, fuel and feed are at times
considerations which require immediate
treatment and prevent for the time be-

ing the fulfillment of the proposition I
advanced.

To prove its general efficacy, however,
I wil as tbat dear little mite of a coun-
selor Abe Hummel would say, cite a
point or two. There is a dear, sweet lit-
tle soul on the etage today, one of the
most popular in the profession, who
married some years ago one of the brain-
iest and most influential senators cf the
Mate of New York. He was fairly rich
Chen aiui handsome. He was proud, too.
