Tigers went down to defeat yesterdaybefore the superior brawn and muscle of
the Jayhawkers from the University of
Kansas. The score when the two
halves of 35 minutes each, had been
played was 12 to 0. It was a valiant
battle, one that will linger long in the
memory of the 3.000 people who braved
the terrible weather to see It.

It was a terrible day for football. The
gridiron was frozen as stiff as a board
and over this surface there was a coat-
ing of snow which made any attempt at
intricate plays out of the question. A
cold wind was blowing from the east,a wind which carried with it not only
the freezing temperature of the North-
land, but also picked up in Its wake
thousands of the infinitesimal particlescf snow, driving them with irresistible
force into the faces of the spectators
and players alike. The field was a shim-
mering mass of snow and ice, and it was
next to an impossibility for the playersto keep their feet. All in all, it was
probably the worst day that the fol-
lowers of the pigskin have ever had to
show their prowess upon the great day
of the year.

Possibly the most notable play of the
day was made in the latter part of the
first half. After holding the Kansans
for two downs. Mosse was forced to
kick, a low, driving punt which McAllis-
ter got on Missouri's ten yard line,
where he was downed. The Tigers be-

gan to do vr.liant work here, bucking the
Kansas line for gains time after time,
principally through the holes which
Hunter tore through right guard and
center.

They advanced the ball steadily, the
Jayhawkers' line seemi.--g to go to piec-
es, for 70 yards to the Kansans' 30 yard
line, and here Captain Mosse broughta penalty upon his team by off-sid- e

play. Ten yards were given the Tigers,
and they continued their good work,
carrying the pigskin to the lo yard line,
when the Kansans braced up and took
the ball on downs. Here it was that
the Missouri team should have tried for
a goal from the field. Mosse kicked
the ball out of danger, and the half
ended with the ball on the Kansans' 45

yard line.
The first score of the fame was made

after ten minutes' play. Kansas kicked
the ball off to Missouri's 5 yard line, a
Ti.?er bringing it back ten yards before
he was downed. The Kansas line held
firm and they secured the ball on downs,
steadily forcing it forward and finally
carrying It across the iine. Mosse
kicked an easy goal. The other score
was in the second half, when a quarter-
back kick fell into the waiting arms of
a Jayhawker who ambled across the
goal line as ha passed.
