ELECTED TO JAIL

County Commissioners of St.
Clair Co., Mo., All Martyrs.

Kansas City, Mo., Jan. 4. Another chap-
ter in the celebrated St. Clair county bond
ease was closed today, when Judge Phil-ip- ps

of the United States circuit court or-

dered the release from the county jail
here of Thomas Nevltt and Thomas Gill,
judges of the St. Clair county court, who
have been in contempt of the federal court
since June last, when they refused to
obey the order of the federal judge di-

recting them to levy a tax upon the prop-
erty holders of St. Clair county for the
purpose of satisfying the repudiated bonds.
The St. Clair county commissioners ceased
to be in contempt of the federal court
simply because their term of office had
expired. The taxpayers of St. Clair coun-
ty elected their successors at the Novem-
ber election and. the judges then chosen
were to all purposes elected into jail, for
thev were solemnly pledged to resist the
order of the federal court' directing the
levying of the tax. The bond question is
the one political issue in St. Clair county.

The amount involved, including the
principal and interest for 25 years, is now
over a million dollars. The bonds were
voted and issued in aid of a railroad, and
amounted to about $400,000. The pro-
moters of the company secured the bonds,
sold them in the east and left the St. Clair
people with no sign of a railway. When
the bonds fell due the taxpayers naturally
resisted payment, and though the federal
courts eventually decided in favor of the
bondholders, the St. Clair county people
have not. during all the years of litigation,
been disappointed in any of the county
judges whom they have elected to resist
the federal court.

Last summer Federal Judge Phillips se-
cured an offer of a compromise from the
bondholders, who agreed to accept tha
principal of the bonds without interest.
Judge Lyon, one of three St. Clair county
judges in jail here, who was sfervlng his
second term in jail and wno was in very
poor health, agreed to vote for the tax
under these conditions and was purged of
contempt bv the federal judge. Judges
Nevitt and Gill, however, spurned any of-
fer of compromise and served out their
terms in jail. It was practically under-
stood that this would be the course of
Judges Nevltt and Gill, the majority of
the court, when Judge Lyon secured his
release by accepting the compromise.

Poisoned by Fork.
Fairbury, Neb., Jan. 4. Eleven per-

sons are reported poisoned by eating
d'seased pork. Martin Keller, a farmer
butchered a hog and eight members of
his family and three of his neighbors
who partook of the meat are seriously
ill, the condition of several being criti-
cal. The symptoms show the malady
to be trichinosis.

Bandits Hold Up a K. C. &

Memphis Train and Make
a Rich Hani.

Mansfield, Mo., Jan. 4. The ninth,
and first successful attempt at train
robbery on the line of the Kansas City,
Fort Scott & Memphis railroad occurred
last night at 8:55 near Macomb, a small
ptation five miles east of this point.
Macomb being a flag station one of the
robbers got aboard the westbound train
at Norwood, the first station east of
Macomb, paying his fare to Macomb

Land compelling the train to stop there.
It was immediately ooaraea Dy nve or
six masked men, who, covering all
members of the train crew with Win-
chester and revolvers, compelled the
engineer and fireman to cut loose from
the remainder of the train. The mail,
baggage and express cars were then
run up the line about two miles and
stopped in a lonely cut, where Engineer
Callender was placed in front of the
robbers and forced to break open the
door of the express car, after which he
was placed in front of the foremost
robber, and together they entered the
express car, covering Southern Express
Messenger Newton and Baggageman
Sieben with their pistols, forcing them
to adjourn to the outside of the car.
They then proceeded to dynamite the
through safe. Two charges of dynamitewere used, completely demolishing the
burglar-proo- f safe of the Southern Ex-
press company and playing havoc with
the car and its contents.

It is not known how much money and
valuables were secured as the safe
blown open was a through safe, being
opened only at a few of the most im-
portant towns along the line between
Memphis and Kansas City. Everythingwas taken from it and it is safe to say
that they were well paid for their trou-
ble. The local safe, which contained all
local money picked up was not molest-
ed.

Special Agent Chester of the Mem-
phis route was aboard the train and
followed "the robbers. He got close
enough to get a view of them at work
and has a fairly good description of one
of them. It is thought that one of the
party was a railroad man he being able
to handle the engine with all the ease
of an old engineer and also the other
members were well acquainted with the
fact that the through safe was carried
in the rear car as no attention was paid
to forward cars other than to keep all
hands in them closely guarded. No at-
tempt was made to molest the passen-
gers.

The robbers are supposed to have ta-
ken a southerly direction. After leaving
the train they hurried away into the
underbrush, firing shots into the air as
they went.

Cuba Owing to

Loss of Revenues Would Cause

Who Threaten to Inaugurate a
Revolution.

Gen. Brooke, Ignores Wood
Whom Cubans Admire.

Santiago de Cuba, Jan. 4. Meetings
were held at all the political clubs last
night and even the- most conservative
people, those favoring the annexation
of Cuba to the United States, were as-

tounded at the orders from Havana,
for the centralization of the customs
money there. The past 48 hours have
completely altered the situation of af-

fairs here. The province had gradually
settled down and was contented with
the order of things prevailing, recogniz-
ing the benefits conferred. Now there
is a complete change and there is no
exaggeration in saying that the situa-
tion is critical, that a spark will set up
a blaze which ,would plunge the prov-
ince into insurrection. It is generally
admitted that if 1,000 men were sud-
denly discharged from the public works
such action would probably cause a re-

volt which it would be hard to quell.
Major General John R. Brooke, the

governor general of Cuba, is apparently
ignoring General Leonard Wood in
command here, and is cabling direct to
his subordinates. He has ordered the
acting collector of customs to bank no
money and the commanding general of
the province has ordered his officers to
close several minor offices, including
Bayamo, practically shutting off the
mail of the regiments there. Dr. Cas-
tillo will accompany General Wood to
Washington, representing the British
interests in Santiago, to lay these mat-
ters before the president.

General Wood's work here is now
more thoroughly appreciated by the
Cubans.

THE GOVERNMENT'S SIDE.

It is Deemed Necessary to Have Cuban
Revenues Concentrated.

Washington, Jan. 4. The objection of
the citizens of Santiago to the execution
of the war department's programme re-

quiring the custom collections at that
port and at all other Cuban ports to be
sent to Havana has brought the war
department face to face with another of
the many problems connected with the
administration of affairs in Cuba that
require speedily settlement. The order is
felt to be absolutely necessary, the in-
terests of good government requiringthat there should be but one responsible
head to the customs service in Cuba.

It was pointed out at the war depart-ment today that if Santiago at one end
of the island and Havana near the oth-
er were allowed to keep their customs
receipts such provinces as Puerto Prin-
cipe and Pinar del Rio would be with-
out funds to make any public improve-
ments. The officials are disposed to al-
low each of the military commanders
of the seven departments into which
Cuba is now divided to submit requisi-
tions based upon estimates of cost of
such public works as sanitation, harbor
improvements and road and bridge
building as it is deemed desirable to un-
dertake. The cabinet which Gen.Brooke
is about to call to his assistance in the
administration of the island probably
will examine-- into these necessities and
propose an allottment of the total cus-
toms collected and internal revenue
taxation in proportion to the needs of
the communities and in accordance with
the principles of justice and good gov-
ernment. In all likelihood these allot-
ments will require the approval of the
secretary of war.

WHOLE CLASS EXPELLED
From the Virginia Military Academy

for Disobedience.
Richmond, Va., Jan. 4. News Is re-

ceived from Lexington that the superin-
tendent of the Virginia military insti-
tute has issued an order dismissing the
entire first class of that institution, con-
sisting of 35 cadets. The young men
dismissed represent twelve states and
their offense was a breach of discipline
committed on New Year's eve, in the
face of special warning.

John W. Foster Has the Grip.

Rockefellers, Tanderbilts and
Goulds United

IN THE ALTOX DEAL.

Standard Oil People Own the
"Katy" Line

And the Alton Connection Lets
Them Into Chicago.

Ne'w York, Jan. 4. The Tribune says:
An interesting story concerning the
Rockefellers and the Alton deal is cur-
rent in Wall street. The Rockefellers
own a controlling interest in the Mis- -
souri, Kansas & Texas road and both
John D. and William Rockefeller are on
the board of directors. The line extends
from Galveston to St. Louis. Its earn-
ings have not been of satisfactory size
and the best prospect of improving the
property in that respect seemed to its
controlling interest to lie in securing for
their railroad an outlet to Chicago. So
awhile ago the Rockefellers entered a
syndicate of which Henry Budge, of
Hallgarten & Co., and Edward D.
Adams, were other members, to take
over the St. Louis, Peoria & Northern
road, which is already built from St.
Louis to a point beyond Peoria, 111., and
to construct from the point mentioned
to East Clinton, 111., a distance of about
one hundred miles, a road to be known
as the St. Louis & North Shore Line. At
East Clinton it would connect with the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul and the
Chicago & Northwestern roads, over the
tracks of ore of which the trains of
the Missouri, Kansas & Texas would
be carried to the outskirts of Chicago.
There connection would be made with
the tracks of the Chicago Terminal
Transfer company giving the Missouri,
Kansas & Texas cars direct entrance
into Chicago.The syndicate organized also the
Laclede Construction company to build
"the St. Louis & North Shore line," but
no construction has yet been under-
taken by it. By the building of this
piece of road and by other arrange-
ments outlined above the Rockefellers
would have been enabled to get their
cars all the way to Chicago, where
among other advantages the Missouri,
Kansas & Texas would have a chance
to carry grain to the gulf, and Mr.
Adams who is interested in the Chicago
Terminal company would have secured
a good customer for trackage and
terminal privileges from that company.

But- - a few weeks ago the Chicago &
Alton road came into the market. The
Alton is a well equipped property and
the shortest line between Chicago and
Galveston, 1,407 miles in length, is that
over the tracks of the Chicago & Alton
and the Missouri, Kansas & Texas and
roads affiliated with them. The Rocke-
fellers entered the syndicate for the
purchase of the Alton, the amount of
their subscription is said to have been
$5,000,000. Having thus arranged for'a
satisfactory and immediate extension of
their road from St. Louis to Chicago,
they naturally were not so anxious as
they had been to promote the construc-
tion of the line from Peoria northward;and it is said that they have within the
last few days withdrawn from the
Adams-Budg- e syndicate not. however,without a protest on the part of their
associates. A representative of Mr.
Adams said yesterday: "We do not
deny that the Missouri, Kansas & Texas
is the Chicago & Alton syndicate but
we do affirm that the Rockefellers are
still interested in the St. Louis and
North Shore line; and the construction
of that line will go on just the same."

The Chicago & Alton it is said will
after its purchase is effected be man-
aged by a joint board of directors rep-
resenting the several interests partici-
pating in its acquisition. The syndicatewas formed, it is understood, by E. H.
Harriman, who has represented in the
negotiations with the Alton's owners
more especially the interests of the
Union Pacific and the Illinois Central.
The Vanderbilts will be interested in
the Alton management through their
large holdings in the Union Pacific, ifnot indeed, as it is reported through the
presence of the Michigan Central as one
of the controlling group of railways, the
Rockefellers will have a share in the
conduct of the Alton through Missouri,Kansas & Texas and the Goulds will
have a corresponding interest throughtheir Missouri Pacific road. It is be-
lieved that the taking over of the Alton
marks the first occasion on which these
great financial interests Vanderbilt,Rockefeller and Gould have joinedforces in railway direction.

Memphis, Tenn., Jan. 4. By the ex-

plosion of an infernal machine in the
railroad depot at; New Albany, Miss.,
five men were terribly Injured, some of
them fatally. The machine was cleverly
constructed and encased in wood in
such a manner as to be set off by the
opening of the box lid. It had been sent
from Holly Springs, Miss., to a party at
New Albany who was under indictment

tor of tbe Edison company, admitted
this today. This acquisition with the
other Whitney syndicate holdings, givesthe syndicate a practical monopoly of
the electric lighting, heating and motive
power of this city. The title of the
Whitney syndicate, which is composed
mainly of men who constitute the Met-
ropolitan Traction company, is the New
York Gas and Electric Light, Heat and
Power company.

The great expense of maintaining the
vest electric plants necessary for the
operation of the electric surface lines
in this city, a large proportion of the
electric product of which was wasted,led the traction company to acquirecontrol of the whole business.

The Edison Electric Illuminating
company's gross earnings in 1897 were
$2,466,255, and its net earnings $1,117,497.

Breidenthal Doing Some Strenuous

"Work for His Banking Bill.
A fusion caucus preceded the conven-

ing of the house this morning. The cau-
cus was called in order to allow Bank
Commissioner Breidenthal to present
arguments in favor of his guarantee
banking bill, introduced in the house
by Russell of Miami, chairman of the
committee on banks and banking. Breid-
enthal spoke for some time before the
caucus, explaining the benefits to the
banking interests he hoped to secure
by the pasasge of the measure.Williams
of McPherson, who is himself a banker,
replied to the bank commissioner, op-
posing the bill. He said that it did not
secure depositors against loss as it was
supposed to on its face, and that for
this reason it placed the dishonest
banker on the same footing with the
honest banker.

The caucus adjourned without takingany action on the bill. It is on the house
calendar under the head of general or-
ders. Its fate in the house is believed to
be in doubt.
