N. L Bowman Says It Is Law Which
Permits Aoy One to Marry.

At ihe forsnoon sesaslon of the Btdts
Bar assoclation today thres papers were
raad, as follows:

Judge MeForiend discussed the adoyp-
Liem of the BEnglish comtmon law in Kan-
sas fn 1885 the reposl of that engaet-

He mnde the distinction between® the
common law and the statute law of
England, showing that the first was un-
wiltten, whije the sévond was the writ-
ten sots of parilament. ‘The Americin
vommnt law comed from both ss ahown
by decizions of the suprémgs court.

wherd Ne bid falr to stck Indefiniteiy.
As 1 remember his narcative, he hoad
hesn holiding down the job Yor two or
Lhree years, when he was greatly dis-
turbed one night by & hideousa dream.
He thought he was on hla engine, go-
ing at full spesd over a suction of the
rond that was sirange and, at the same
timhe. familiar, after lhn fashlon of
things seen in nightmares, when sud-
denly rounding a corve he caught sight
of & man lying, facd down, anross one of
the rails. The man had his head on his
arms, and was In the gxact position ol
one who hid {allen asleep, overcoms by
futlgue. The enginesy was ranstixed
with harror, and, befare he copld sejne
the raverse lever, he fzlt the sltkening
serunch of whesls passing over a human
body.
