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CHINA MUST 150 R HOW.

American Capitalists May Furnish
Money to Pay Allied Powers.

New Tork. May 9. A special to the Her-
ald from Washington says:

American capitalists may be asked by
thei Chinese government to subscribe to
the loan it will have to negotiate to pay
the indemnity to be exacted by the pow-
ers.

Wu Ting Fang, the Chinese minister,
and New York financiers have been m
communication on this subject. The com-
munications are entirely unofficial and
have therefore been kept verv quiet. Nev-
ertheless it has developed that the idea
has been favorably received in New York.
It is, of course, impossible to say what
the outcome will be, as international pol-
itics wiil have an important inlluence
upon the placing of the loan, but intelli-
gent Chinamen favor obtaining subscrip-
tions from the United States.

The Chinese government is well aware
that provided the "open door" be con-
ceded the United Stales at this moment
would not go bevond a formal protest in
case of the division of China-- The situa-
tion would be changed, however, if Chi-
nese bonds valued at millions of dollars
were held bv American capitalists.

All that the Chinese minister has done
has been to make inquiries, and American
financiers have given an indication of
what thev are willing to do. The loan will
be very large. Special Commi sioner
Rockhill ha--s cabled to the state depart-
ment that the ministers had agreed upon
Ssr.I .o0. but he is still trying to secure
a reduction oi this amount, but the lower
it is the easier it wiil be for China and
the better the terms upon which she can
negotiate it.

Tork, May 9. A decision has
been made by the board of classification
of the United States general appraisers
upon an important but not generally un-
derstood import. It was relative to the
status of lava rock under the present
tariff. The lava rock in question was
hewn and squared and the collector in
San Francisco assessed a duty of 50 percent ad valorem under the provision for
"other building stone, hewn." The im-

porter, the Giant Power company, pro-taste- d,

claiming a lower duty under any
of four different classifications.

The board overrules the protest and in
rendering this decision reverses a pre-
vious decision of its own, which had
been affirmed by the United States cir-
cuit court, for the southern district of
New Tork. General Appraiser Fischer,
who wrote the opinion for the board in
the present case, says that at the time
the previous case was heard no evidence
was authorized to show that lava rock
was used for building stone anywhere in
the United States. In the present case,
however, the testimony submitted proved
conclusively that lava rock is now
used largely for building purposes in
this country,

New Tork, May 9. Conservatives in

Andrew Car-
negie's advice to the British people,
given at the recent meeting of the Iron
and Steel institute, as to how to man-
age their own affairs, caused him to be
taken to task by the Chronicle, says the
London correspondent of the Tribune.
Mr. Carnegie said that the way to con-
quer foreign markets was to have con-
trol of the markets at home.

meaning that Englishmen should payno attention to anything outside of the
boundaries of the British islands, and
jumps to the conclusion that Mr. Car-
negie pi'eaches a gospel of most paro-
chial utilitarianism.

keen love of the sport of over-reachin- g

another, a fascination in living by one's
wits instead of by one's sober thoughts
and careful work.

'Two fenerations ago playing cards
was forbidden, because it was associated
with gambling. Then the cards were
brought forth from their hiding daces
and Riven a pia.ee in the innocent amuse-
ments of the home. Today they are re-

turning to their old calling as the in-

strument cf gambling. There are men
nd women, wurshippers in our churches,

pome even communicants, who waste
the daylight and concentrate all their
thought and nerve upon the frame and
the game is not complete without some
etake. small or large.

"What will you give for the future of
the boy whose pin money is the gain of
his father's frame at the club?

"The point I want to make is that in-

stead of dwelling on the excesses of the
stock market or criticising the public for
not suppressing the worst forms of gam-
bling, we should look to ourselves and
discover the symptoms of the same vice
In us."

BOXING IN CHICAGO.

Mayor Harrison "Will Permit Only
High Class Battles.

Chicago, May 9. Boxing in Chicago Is
now up to the city council. Action is to
be taken at the meeting of that body
Monday night, when a resolution will bs
introduced rescinding the resolution
which Alderman Patterson had passed
last December a short time after the
McGovern-Oan- s fiasco.

I am thorough
ly satisfied that if the game is allowed
to go it will be conducted honestly and
if it is not there will be another and
more thorough finish for it than there
was before. It is my idea to place a
strong limit on the bouts and sanction
only those of high class and not permit
any of the little backroom fights to pro
ceed. That is the best way to do away
with the cheaper grade of fighters."

The mayor could not say what he
thought would be a good limit to be
placed on the bouts, but it is generally
understood by those close to him that
he intends to allow but a couple of big
shows a month and that this will be the
limit.

ONLY FIVE DEATHS.
Remarkable Results of Smallpox Epi

demic During Past Winter.
The monthly smallpox bulletin of the

state health board shows a decrease of
over 600 cases of the disease.since March
31.

More than half of the cases reportedfor April from four counties: Cherokee,
Crawford. Phillips and Sedgwick. These
are the only counties in the state where
the disease exists in anything like epidemic form. Even in these counties the
situation shows decided improvementover a month ago. Since the new quarantine law went into effect health off-
icers over the state have had less diffl
culty in establishing a quarantine and
maintaining it.
