HAS DONE 1ITS BEST.

German Correspondent Praises Work
of British Army.

New York, Oct. 2Z—A Jetter from its
Johannesburg corregspondent, published
by the Cologne Gazette I8 quoted by the
Berlin correspondent of the London
Times and the New York Times.

PHILIPPINE TRADE.

American Invasicn Not Very Exten-
sive So Far.

New York, Oct. 22.—The Manila cor-
respondent of the Journal of Commerce
sends the following detanils concerning
the trade In the Philippines:

The Invasion of the markets of the
Philippines by American merchandise
and merchants {8 much less complete as
yet than the Invaslon of the islands by
Amerlcan political |deas, but there are
indications that American goods will
come hers in increasing quantities with-
in a short time. Judging from the ex-
terlor of the shops American establish-
ments are comparatively few,but judged
from the interior the footing obtained by
Ameritan goods s more obvious.

One of the difficulties with which
Americans have to contend In_ this
market Is the fact that The established
channels of trade are with Spain,France,
Germany and Switzerland, rather than
with America. The great jewelry shops,
the dry goods stores, the lmporters of
boots, shoes, hats and all sorts of nec-
essariea of civilized life have done busi-
ness for many years with European ex-
porters and are Tamiliar with their goods,
systems of credits, methods of packing
and frelght facliities. In textlies the
Eurcpeans naturally enjoy some of the
same advantages which skill and long
practice give them In the United States.
The representatives of the Spanlsh
chamber of commerce appreciate the
fact, however, that a new era ls begin-
ning in Phillppine trade, Retall trade
In meny lines here has been based upon
the principle of charging “what the traf-
fie will bear,” rathen than upon the
maximum prices enforced by competl-
tion. Merchants have been content with
large profita upon small sales rather
than small profita upon large sales. Con-
siderable work la being done by Civil
Governor Talt and the Philippine com-
mission In organizing civil government
and preparing to extend American
methods of cultivation and American
methods of “transportation throughout
the islanda, It was only with the ter-
mination of the military cortrol on July
4. that thiz work could bhe begun in
earnest. Government has to be created
from the ground up, with little to bulld
upon that is worth anything from the
remnants of Spanish authority. Already
land is being prospected for gold and a
number of gentlemen have united In a
fArm for active preparation. Nothing
has been done towards an electric rail-
way line, because peace has been g0 re-
cently restored and no new corperation
can De formed. Such s line is much
needed and Americans may endeavor to
buy up the franchise of the existing
horse rallroad with its average of about
one trip an hour, as soon as the sltua-
tion clears. There is little doubt that
an electric street raflway would do an
enormous business, In view of the de-
mand for transportation in Manila. The
hundreds of native cabmen., with thelr
odd lttle carriasmotos and diminutive
ponles, might suffer from every compe-
tition, but would find continued occupa-
tion on the outlying routes and per-

aps In managing the new cars, as the
natives do in Honolulu.

FAST STEAMSHIP LINE

Boon to Be Brarted Between Csnadian
and English Ports.

New York, Oct, 28 —Sir Christopher
Furness, one of Britain’s foremoat
steamship owners and head of the firm
of Furness, Withy & Co., Is at present
in Canada, his Intention being to closo
an arrangement if possible by whicn
the long-projected fast Iline betwean
Great Hritain and a Canadian port may
become a fact, sayve the Montreal corre-
spondent of the Tribune.

In an interview In Montreal 8ir
Christopher staied that he and his busi-
ness sssocintes had the funds st hand
to proceed with the project: that the
sum required would be in the nelghbor-
hood of 2,600,000 pounds, but that before
he would be willlng to go abead radical
changes must be made with regard to
the safety of the route.

While in Montreal Sir Christopher
Furness was in conference with Lord
Strathcona. A fast line between Can-
ada and British ports has engrossed the
attention of Strathcona and he has re-
marked uwpon more than one occasion
that sooner or later he was bound tu
see the scheme become a fTact. Sir
Christopher says that Lloyds must
greatly enlarge its Canadian connection
and that radical changes must be made
in the lights, signals and pllotage sys-
tem on the entire route. He declined to
say whatCanndian ports he had in view
for the Cunadian termini of the line. He
did say. howewver, that the bringing of
such ships as it was proposed to build
to Montreal was out of the question,
Thus the matier I8 belleved to rest be-
tween Quebse, as a summer port, on the
one hand, and Sydney, St. John, or
Hallfax, as winter or all the year
round ports, on the other.

On his reéturn to England Sir Chris-
topher will report his observations to
his business associntes and It s ex-
pected they will proceed with the work
of organization. Having completed his
businesa In Montreai, the English ship
owner left the city for Sault Ste Marig,
where he will become the guest of F.
H. Clergue, who is building up western
Ontario.
