MAY STOP BUYIXU BONDS.

Secretary Bhaw Has' the Matter

' Under Consideration- -

Washington, March 14. Secretary
Shaw has under consideration the ques-
tion of discontinuing the purchase of
government bonds for the sinking fund.

The present
high price of. bonds is an inducement
for banks to sell those they have on
deposit with the government and re-

duce their circulation. This, the secre-

tary thinks, is to be regretted, and a
few days ago announced . that such
banks as reduced their circulation
would not be appointed public depos-
itaries. The fact that the government
is in the market stimulates the price of
bands so that the effect is Just con-
trary to what is : desired. It is quite
probable that the secretary will soon
decide whether he will continue pur-
chases or not. : , .

She Accuses, Erst while Lover of
9 Defrauding Her.

HER LOSS ABOUT $3,000

Mrs Mary M. Walters Has a Sad
Tale to Tell.

Accuses J. 0. Boone of Courting
Her For Profit.

Kansas City, Kan., March 14. Justice
Jenny yesterday issued a warrant for
the arrest of J. O. Boone upon the com-

plaint of Mrs. Mary M. Walters, r a
widow. According to the story told at
the prosecutor's office by Mrs. Walters,
she was the victim of a confidence
game, in which a proposal of marriage
played a part. -

She accuses Boone and his father of
defraunding her out of property worth
about $3,000. She says that Boone is a
young man, 28 years old, of pleasing
manners, and that he was. introduced
to her by. a former employe when she
was in the dairy business In Kansas
City. Kan. He told her that he was a
real estate dealer, with offices near
Kleventh and Grand avenue. He talked
of his land in Douglass county. Mo.
and represented himself to be well fix-
ed. He was attentive to her and finally
proposed marriage, she said. She ac
eepted him, although he is about twenty
years younger than she is. Prior to his
declaration of love, he had talked of
buying a house and lot which she own-
ed in Kansas City, but his courtship
had rather interfered with business af-
fairs. The property had been left to her
by her Husband.

Soon after he had been accepted, Mrs.
Walters says, an elderly man appearedon the scene and introduced himself as
James Crockett, of Douglas county. He.
told her that he was a land owner and
that he wanted to buy forty acres ad
joining his farm. It belonged to :

young man named Boone, he said, but
he could not find out where Boone
lived. She gave him Boone's address,
Then, as the next act of the little game,
she said, both came to her and said
that they had quarreled and were un-
able to agree upon a price.

The old man later told her that he
would give her $50 if she would get hold
of the property and transfer it to him
as he did not care to have anythingfurther to do with Boone. Mrs. Walters
gave Boone a deed for her property in
Kansas for deed to the property in
Douglas county, expecting to sell it to
the old man. After the transfer had
been made, however, the latter did not
appear. She says she saw the man
Crockett at Excelsior Springs afterward
and learned there that he was Boone's
father. She demanded Jjer property back
i I j 1 1 iutntf.,, I hi was u pciaisieni ituuui
it that the exchange was made. It de
veloped, however, that a mortgage for
$l,o00 had been placed upon it, and
when she sold it she got but $1,000 as
her share. Boone was still attentive.
she declares, and made fair promises.

of the $1,000. Boone gave her his notes
for amounts borrowed and paid her
about $70 interest. This is all, she says,
that she received from her place.

The obtaining of a deed by fraudulent
means is a felony and is punishable bya term of from two to five years in the
penitentiary. Up to a late hour last
night Boone had not been caught.
