As
A cons=eguence Corbett falled to land
any damaging blows and Briggs was
fresh at the finish.

Corbett’s poor conditlon was evident,
#s Dbe refused to set a fasy pace, Briggs
Erew more c¢onfident as the bout prog-
ressed and went at the champion with
left swings to the hody but was content
to let the champlon do the worrying
For five rounds the bout was slow, Cor-
bett simply stabbing his left, trying to
get near enough to resch over his right,
but he never got a chince as Briggs
was ready (o back away or duck under
the powerful blows. The champion was
Taulty in meéasuring distance as many of
his swing= upon which ‘he depsnded fell
short or his wildness carried him into
the ropes.
