REVENUE COLLECTIONS LESS.

The Recent Oleomargarine Law Re-

sponsible for the Falling Off.

Leavenworth. Kas., Aug. 24. The in-

ternal revenue collections for Kansas,
Oklahoma and Indian Territory district
Xor the fiscal year ending June 30,
amounted to 1311, 450.23, less than half
that of the previous year, when the to-
tal was I75U.467.32. The big falling oft
In revenue is due largely to the passage
of the new oleomargarine law providingfor heavy tax penalties on butterine and
the like. More than $325,000 was lost
from this source of revenue. The an-
nual report of this revenue office, com-
pleted today, shows that very little at-
tention Is paid to the Kansas prohibi-
tory law. In the year, the number of
retail liauor licenses Issued to Kansas
Was 2.S22, the largest in the history of
this revenue office. Aside from this, 303
licenses were issued to wholesale beer
agencies. This is 3,000 in all.

The revenue records show there are
three breweries in this state and that
they paid $1 tax on each of 8,673 barrels
ct beer manufactured by them. In the
year 1.157 retail liquor dealers' licenses
were issued to residents of Oklahoma
and sixty-on- e to persons living in the
Indian Territory in spite of the fact
that it is illegal to sell liquor to the In-
dians. The total revenue received from
liquor licenses and beer taxes was
$118,419.19.

The sum of $56,333.62 was collected
from the sale of cigars and tobacco
stamps. The government, in spite of
the new olemargarine law, derived

from the sale of stamps for
oleomargarine and $24,814.50

from colored. Most of the other reve-
nue was from penalties and the sale of
stamps on many different articles.

The revenue records show that Kan-
sas City, Kas., Leavenworth, Wichita
and Topeka secured the greatest num-
ber of retail liquor licenses. The clerks
state that the applications for retail
liquor dealer's license are greater since
the beginning of the new fiscal year.
Almost every little town in Kansas se-
cured one or more.

AMONG RURAL ROUTES.

Speoial Agent Mills Working in Don-

iphan County.
Troy, Kas., Aug. 24. Charles Mills,

special agent of the postofflce depart-
ment, who Is investigating proposed ru-
ral routes in the First congressional dis-
trict, has devoted the past week to
making investigations in Doniphan
county. Of the two rural routes peti-
tioned for out of Troy, he reported fav-
orably on the one extending northeast
of Troy to the Missouri river, which will
discontinue the poHtofflces of Bozarth
and Gabriel. On the one running west
from town to Wolf river, he rerjorted
adversely. Mr. Mills has been In Kan-
sas about eight months, and his work
has been satisfactory to the congress-men whose districts he has worked in,as well as to the department at Wash-
ington.

There are about 600 rural routes In
Kansas, and there are four special
agents now in the state working to in-
crease the service.

FREIGHT RATE3 TOO HIGH.
Ottawa County Live Stock Men En-

ter Protest.
Minneapolis, Kan., Aug. 24. At a

largely attended meeting of the live
stock men of Ottawa couny, held here
Saturday, resolutions were passed pro-
testing against increase of freightrates on live stock shipments, and Sen-
ator McMillan and J. C. Gafford, mayor
of Minneapolis, were elected as dele-
gates to attend meeing of State Live
Htock association to be held in Topekaon the 25th inst.

Killed With a Shotgun.
Hiawatha, Kan.. Aug. 24. Henry

Weller, a farmer who lived three miles
southeast of town, committed suicide
Sunday by blowing out his brains with
a shotgun. He was 30 years of age,
unmarried, and lived alone with hla
father, who Is 75 years old. No reason
for his action is known, but for the
past two years his mind has been
slightly affected.

McClinlick was the editor of the first
paper printed here. Later he published
the Hugoton Herald and a few weeks
aeo he returned to McPherson and
started a new paper, the Kansas Amer-
ican.

GOOD ARTILLERY PRACTICE.
First Year at Fort Riley With Disap-

pearing Target.
Junction City. Aug. 24. The annual

target practice for the lield artillery at
Fort Riley has been in progress now for
several weeks. Some entirely new fea-
tures have been introduced, the most
notable one being the disappearing tar-
get. This is the first practice of Ameri-
can artillery at'targets of this kind, and
the batteries have demonstrated their
ability to hit them under all conditions.

Three groups of targets, representing
twenty-fou- r standing and twenty-fou- r
kneeling figures were exposed for a few
minutes to the Are from the batteries.
At the close of the firing every figure
had been hit from one to nine times, the
range being 1,800 yards to the first
group, and 2,600 yards to the second.-

WENT TO THE BOTTOM.

Pleasure Steamer Sinks in a
Canal at Indianapolis.

Indianapolis. Aug. 24. Amid scenes
of panic, in which terror-stricke- n men
lost their heads and sought to throw
women and children overbnard. the
pleasure steamer Indiana went to the
bottom of the Indianapolis Water com
pany's canal at Fairview park Sunday
evening at 7 o'clock.

The park officials think nobody was
drowned, but J. N. Oliphant, of Indian-
apolis, and P. E. Betts, of Anderson,
Ind., who were passengers, say that
they saw a woman with a baby sink
to the bottom. They did not see them
come to the surface again, and feel
sure they were drowned.

About fifty people were on board
when the vessel sank, about three-quarte- rs

of a mile above its starting
point in the canal, which is about eight
miles long and runs from Indianapolis
to Broad Ripple park. The canal is
narrow and from 10 to 15 feet deep in
the middle.

It is not yet certain what sent the
steamer to the bottom. Defective ma-
chinery, overloading on one side and
leaks are blamed.

Skiffs on the canal aided in the work
of rescue of fainting women and chil-
dren. Mr. Betts. who says he saw the
woman and baby drown, saved his wife
as she sank the third time. She weighsover 200 oounds.

Thirty passengers were thrown into
the water when the boat sank. Several
of the male passengers did heroic work
in getting them to shore. They were
aided by the shiD's crew. Much addi-
tional excitement was caused by sev-
eral men on the boat who became
panic-stricke- n and tried to throw wo-
men and children into the water.
Search is being made to see if any
bodies are at the bottom of the canal.
