REGICIDE,

King Peter, of Servia, 1s Re-
poried Assassinated.

Paris, Sept. 18, —An unconfirmed ruo-
mor was cireulated on the bourse here
today that King Peter of Servia had
been assassinated.

The foreign office has no Intimation
regarding the rumored assassinntion of
the king of Bervia. The report reached
the bourse here through an ageney dis-
patch from Antwerp saying a report
that the king had Dbeen assassinated
was current there and it caused cons
sidierable excitement and depression on
the hourse, owing to the abgence of
official Information. The report was
eventunlly attributed to the excited
conditlons prevalling at Belgrade. The
evening newspapers here published the
report but did not attach any serions-
ness to It

Official advices from Belgrade indlcate
that King Peter's recent retirement ot
Colon¢l XNichtich from the [mportant
position of deparimental chief in the
ministry for war 8 the heginnl Oof i
movement looking to the sepiration of
King Peter from the conspirators who

UNDERESTIMATED.

Turkish Atrocities Are Greater
Than Previously Reported.

London Corcespondent Has Been
Investigating.

CITY STILL BURNING.

Massacre at HKastoria Was In-
describably Terrible.

Bulgarians and Greeks, Men,
Women and Children Slain.

Lomdon, 8ept. 18 —The Westminster
Gazette says a4 well Enown London
journalist cables from Belgrade as fol-
lowe:

“Starting with pro-Turkish sympa-
thies, T bave found overwhelming evi-
dence convincingly proving that the
rdther under-
estimated,

“Foreign Minister Tzokoff tells me he
knows of starving women in the forests
killing two of their own children to
preserve the third. The forest wander-
ers will all perish of cold within two
months"*

“HBurope,” adds the Westminster Ga-
zette, dealing with the Kastoria re-
porte, “is bound at once to Intervene,
whether by conference or as a4 (on-
ot -

Sofia, Bulgaria, Sept. 18.—Further re-
ports from Kastorin say the city is
burning, and that the massacre of its
(population, estimated to have num-
| bered 1,000 persons, wax indescribably
terrible. The Turks sisughtersd indis-
criminately  Bulgarians and Greeks,
men, women, and children.

TURKS ANNIHILATED,

Sofia, Sept. 18.—A fight iz reportad to
have taken place at Repulpaso, neay
| Berres, where insurgent bands recently
swmrrounded and annihilated a  whala
company of Turks. The bands then fled
to the mountains. Three battalijons of
Turkish Iroops have been sent from
Bulonica to pursue them.

A small body of peasant refugees nesr
Presba, who were starving in the moun«
tilns started to seck for food, At Naka-
letz they were met by Turkish soldiers,
who killed them all and horribly muti-
lnted two men.

INSURGENTS FIGHT WITH BOMBS.

Sofla, Sept. 18.—A Turkish war bal-
loon is reported to have been seen hov-
ering for the last few daye close to the
Bulgarian frontier In the vicinlty of
Haakovo,

A severe fight hae ocourred at Ula-
vitza, in the mountains of Kratova, be-
tween 2,000 Turks and S00 insurgents, It
cantinued. for elght hours. The ingur-
gents used bombs with deadly effoot.
About 100 Turks nmre reported to have
been killed and many gverr “‘nul’)hﬂf'ﬂ-

GERMANY'S POSITION.

Berlin, Sept, 18 —The German govern-
ment hoids in view four points in the
Balkan situstion:
