BRAVE YAqri WOMEN.

May Now Poae aa the Amazons of
America.

In some respects the Taqui Indian wo-
men of northern Mexico are peerless
throughout the world. A generation agiGen. Sherman paid that the Y'aquis were
the Spartans of America. Had he lived till
now he might have added that the wives
and daughters of the Y'aquis are the mod-
ern Arrazons. for the women of that In-
dian tribe are active participants in the
Interminable warfare that the Yaquia
wage against the Mexican soldiers.

Here is a bit of a recent official state-
ment made by Surgeon Jose Batiste Alva-tad- o

of Guaymas. Mexico, to Gen Torres,
commanding the third zone In the repub-
lic:

"Five Taqui women soldiers capture!
by the Mexicans were in the public hos-
pitals of tne outskirts of Guaymas last
month. Each had a gunshot wound. None
uttered complaint at any time, no matter
what her suffering might be. One wo-
man's hand was shot haif away, the result
of a bullet wound two years ago. She
said she had gone, back to her husland in
the Yaqui camp as soon as the hand heal-
ed, and that she would sticlt to her share
in the war with Mexico until sne was
killed. One of the women in the hospital
dl-- d from blood poisoning from a saber
cut In the head. I amputated one young
Yarut woman soldier's leg at the knee."

This statement, simple and brief as It
Is. outlines significantly the heroic part
played by the feminine members of the
great Taqui tribe in its rebellion against
the authority of President Diaz In Mexr
ico.

Down among tne lonely canyons and
across the yellow, sandy waters of Sonora
and Chihuahua. Mexico, tragedies told by
the rurales and army officers testify to
the marvelous daring and physical endur-
ance of the Yaqui women, whose one idea
tn life is to die with their faces To the
Mexican foe. The principle that fires the
blood in their veins to murderous heat is
as precious to their savage breasts as
that which has urged any people to fight
against a dictating and encroaching pow-
er. They refuse to have their abiding
places chalked out by hated hands upon
the land that was their own for centu-
ries, and for possession of which they
have fought since that day that Cortex
came.

In every camp of fMexican soldiers ve-
racious anecdotes are related of younir.
strong and graceful Yaqui women, who,
leaving their rude homes, have gona
among the gulches and mountain passes
to risk their lives by shot and shell, to
endure the awful privations of war and
to shoot and slay Mexicans, just as theJr
fathers and brothers and husbands are
doing. Daily the Mexican army officers
tell of Taqui girls who have been drilled
in the work of a soldier from their early
vouth. and who have looked upon a sol-

dier's life as a sacred duty in defense of
ancient tribal rights. Brooklyn Eagle.

Value of Ambergria Found Floating
in the Sea $30 an Ounce.

A hundred pounds of amlergri9 has
been seized at Seattle as stolen property.
The appraised value is J30 an ounce, or
J4S.00O for the hundred pounds. A hun-- i
dred pounds of pure gold would not be
worth as much by il8.(X0. And were a
hundred pounds of gold to be stolen at
Seattle a great stir would be made about
it. Ambergris is scarcer than gold. It
is more of an uncertain quantity. It is
harder to find and hard-- to transport.
It is found floating in lumps In the
ocean, and occasionally in the Intestines
of the spermaceti whale. There are,
however, few sperm whales available,
and the lumps cf ambergris have been
growing scarcer as the whale have de- -t

creased in number.
The price has advanced, but amergrls

always sold well. A piece weighing 130

pounds found inside a whale killed neai
the Windward Islands forty years ago
sold for $2,500 on the Bpot,-- and for much
more when it reached market. The
Dutch East India company paid the
king of Tidore a fortune for a lump of
ambergris weighing 182 pounds, fortyand fifty yars ago. when amDergriswas worth " an ounce, it was as much
a center of thieving, intrigues and plans
as diamonds. In hundreds of cases sail-- I
ors in the Caribbean sea and in Bahama
waters became involved in serious trou-- !
ble through attempts to steal lumps of
ambergris.

In the old time it was made the sub-- i
ject of sea fights, and now that it is
worth six times as much as it was forty
ye?rs ago men plot to steal It as they
would plan to rob a bank. Adventurers
watch for vessels tarrying 100 or 200 or

i 5t0 pounds of ambergris as train robbers
j watch trains carrying gold east or west.
Little wonder, is it, then, that the Puget
sound country is as much disturbed
over the stealing of 100 pounds of am- -
bergris as it would be over the stealing
of a careo of gold from the Klondike.
