Thi'i meeting was the outgrowtn
r an agitation that has been goings on
among mutual Insurance
companies all over the United States
for a year jor more past. Twenty-fiv- e

men engaged in the management of mu-
tual insurance companiesattended tise meeting and from their
number was chosen the provisionalboard of directors that will have cnarge
of the incorporation of the organization.The National Insurance comoanv. aa
If is to be 'called, ia to differ from the
old line insurance companies in the pur
pose or its-- , creation ana its sources or
business rather thnn in the form nf 1tw

organiaatioh and management. It will
probabiy b Incorporated under the laws
of Nebraska with a caoital stock ot
$200,000. the bulk of which will be held
by mutual insurance men. In order to
enable it td do business throughout the
United Stages it will be necessary to
frame its articles of incorporation
brtadly. l will not be organized as a
mutual corhpany. The purpose of its
establishment is to create a company
larfje enough to relieve small, local, mu-
tual companies which are unable to car-
ry' more than J2.000 or J3.000 in insurance upon a single risk. The national
company will be prepared to Insure all
sorts of property including live stock
and marine risks. ,

W. B. Gasche. president of the Kan
sas Association of Mutual
Insurance companies, attended the
meeting "n Omaha and is a member
of the provisional board of directors of
the new company. In discussing the
proposed insurance organization he said
toda.-- ;

'Its purpose is to take large risks off
the hands of local mutual companiesthat are v.nable to handle them. Sup
pose a man wants $10,000 of insurance
upon his .property. The local company
is not strong enough to carry more
than S3.000. so it will turn the nHiar
$7,000 over to the national company. It
is the purpose in the organization to
create a company which will acceptsuch risks upon the same basis as do
miituals. The company will not, how-
ever, be a mutual company, because we
could no" get admission into manystates with that sort of an organization. The. capital stock will nav no
dividends, i although interest to the
holders will probably be paid. Its man-
agement will be in the hand3 of the
directors, who wlil be elective by the
stockholders.

'The objection can. of course, be
raided that there is nothing to bind
this company, after it is once organ-iz- ei

and starter; to work, against
throwing up its alliance with the small-
er mutua's and starting out into busi-
ness on tie same basis with old line

PROGRESS IN PORTO RICO.
A Disinterested View of the Island's

Prosperity Under Our Rule.
The two principal articles of exporta-

tion in Porto Rico, sugar and tobacco,
have increased from 27,600,000 francs and
3,161,800 francs in 1901 to 31.975,000 francs
and 10,570,000 francs the year following.
The exports of cigarettes and of leaf
tobacco have diminished, but the dimin-
ution is of little importance compared to
the much higher value of cigars.

The sugar cane plantations which the
employment of modern methods are in-

creasing, are greatly facilitated by the
creation of central factories, one of
which has recently been started at
Guanica. Notwithstanding the advances
made, there still remains much to be
done.

Coffee culture Is extending rapidly.
The product of the present year amounts
to 350,000 bags. During the last ten
years 3.00 acres have been devoted to
orange plantations. They plant about
70 trees to the acre, which yield in five
years about 35,000 oranges, which are
usually sold at the wharfs at the rate of
five francs a hundred, and this gives a
profit of 1,250 francs to the acre.

Cotton planting is about to be renew-
ed. The exportation of cotton reached
4,000 bales in 1865. About 300,000 acres
will soon be set apart for cotton planta-
tions.

Many mining concessions have been
granted since the annexation of the is-
land to the United States, but none, so
far, has been worked with energy. Gold,
silver. Iron, copper and bismuth exist
in the Island, and also Immense beds of
tin, mercury, lignite, yellow amber and
nickel, without speaking of the lead
mines.

The construction of railroads is going
on rapidly. The entire system, it is ex-

pected, will be completed in less than
three years. The French line, reorgan-
ized under the name of the "American
Raiiroad company of Porto Rico," has
obtained a new concession. It is now
occupied in finishing the network of rail-
roads in the island. An electric tram-
way has been started at Ponce. Another
line connects Bayamon with San Juan,
and it will soon be linked to a steam-
boat line to Ponce. Economiste Fran-cai- s.

"Aside from the reduction in blast
furnace activity, manufacturing plants
are more fully engaged, and several en-

couraging reports are received, particu-
larly as to footwear. Wholesale and job-
bing trade is well maintained, many
cities reporting a larger volume than
last year, and business at Chicago is
stimulated by the multitude attending
the centennial. Latest returns of foreign
commerce at this port are favorable, ex-

ports increasing while imports decreased
as compared with the same week last
year. Railway earnings thus far avail-
able for September exceed those of 1902

ty 8.4 per cent and suipass earnings In
1801 by 19.3 per cent .

"It is practically certain that a re-

duction of the big iron output will be
made, averaging about 20 per cent, and
this concerted action to prevent accum-
ulation of stocks has already had a sen-
timental effect on the market, inquiries
increasing in number and extent of ton-rag- e.

Urgent requests for immediate
shipments of new orders testify to the
pressing neels of consumers who have
ellowed supplies to fall very low in an-
ticipation of better terms. Revival of
activity at Clairton and elsewhere is
Encouraging evidence of the fact that
pteel is still required, and In several
departments o the industry new busi-
ness has appeared. The week has
brought few changes in, quotations. Car
shortage has begun to cause trouble,
but the diminished needs of blast fur-rac- es

relieve the pituation at Connells-vill- e,

where the coke output has been
materially curtailed.

"The dry goods market presents no
new features. Production increases as
the mills are able to secure cotton and
there is an impression that stocks will
eoon be so low that purchases will be
compulsory.

Lower prices for cereals
point the way to future large business
and induce a larger foreign interest in
cur farm products. Trade reports vary
with the northwest and Pacific coast.
Spotted trade reports come from sec-
tions of the middle west.
