The pro-
sramme for today's sittings Includes
the usunl formal welcoming of dele-
gates, the appointment of committees,

President Gompers submitted his
aunnual report, which was in part as
followa:

“It is a source of gratification
which you will fully share that I am
enabled to report that never in the
history of the labor movement. In this
or in any other country, or for that,
never In the history of any movament
for cthe uplifting of the 1oiling masses,
has there been such a uniform growth
in the number of unions formed, or in
the number of wage-workers becoming
members of existing unlons, as has
transpired within the past yvear, From
October 1, 1802, to September 30, 1504,
we Issued from the Amerlean Federa-
tion of Labor the following churters:

One of Two Bands of Invading
Armenians Wiped Out.

Constantinople, Nov, S—Martial law
has been wvroclaimed in the distriet of
Hagsan Kala, province of Ergerum,
Asia Minor, and troops have been
quartered in all the villages of that
district in consequence of revolution-
ary movements on tha part of the
Hentchakists, or members of the
Armenian revelutionary society. Two
bands of Hentchakists recently
crossed the Russo-Turkish Ifrontier
with the Intentlon of inclting the in-
habltants to rige against the Turkish
government, but they wers qulckly
overtaken by the troops. ©One band
was exterminated, and the second
was driven back into Russian terri-
tory. The Turkish governor of the
district has redistributed samong the
Kurds the weapons which they re-
cently were compellsd to give up.
