TOUR OF SOLDIERS’ HOMES

Shows That 88,167 Veterans Were
Cared for Last Year.

Washington, Dee. $—According to a
report made by Brigadier Generpl Geo.
H. Burton, who has just completed a
toury of (nepection of the wvarious
branches of the netional soldiars’ home,
it was shown that during the last yvear
43,167 old goidiers have bean cared for.
The annual per capita expense of this
maintenance was $I4L70, which s an
Incrense of 20 per cont during the past
three yvears, nscribed to the meneral ad-
vance in the cost of food products. Of
the Inmaltes 25,188 are drawing pen-
sjons of from 34 to 372 per month, ag-
gregating o total of $3.166,734. Eleven
m#émbers have cash balances of more
than 31,000 each to thelr credit,

During the past vear there were 1,863
deaths and 2.682 first admissions, which
makes the deaths 52 per cent of the in-
erenge a declded ineresase In the death
rate,

Chicago, Ill., Dec. 25.—"If the Amer-
fcan league is looking for a chance to
&%t our from under the national agrees-
ment it can by means of the foul strike
rule just as well as for any other rea-
son.”

This statement was made by James
A. Hart today while dl the at-
titude of the American league in adopt-
Ing a resolution opposing the foul
strike rule,

“Prasident Harry Pulliam states the
case in his announcement whan he
siys that the action of the American
league will be & flagrant violation of
the national agreement should it drop
the foul strlke rule without the con-
#ent of the National league It will
take & majority vote of the two com-
mlitecs from the two leagues to change
the rules in any way, and the National
league committes has been Instructed
to vote for the foul strike mensurs, B0o
there Is no way that the law can be
repealed now by the joint rules com-

mittes,

“The foul strike rale needs no de-
fense. It Iz no longer an experiment
and the publlc has accepted it and is
satisfled with it. It hes been in opera-
tlon for three yvears and there I8 no
wiay of showing by statistics that |t
has injured or helpéd the batting.

“The oppesition comes from Cleva-
land in the American league, because
soma of the officvinlg here think that it
handicaps Lajoie somewhat in his bat-
ting, perhaps.”

RAILROAD NEWS.

Banta Fe Will Develop New 0il
Field

At the Terminus of Cane Belt
Railway.

REASON FOR PURCHASE

Officials Had Their Eye on Mat-
agorda OIl.

Cane Belt to Be Consolidated
With G. C. & 8. F.

Following the adoption of a new
policy regamiing the use of fusl on tha
Santa Fe system, Col. L. J. Polk, vice
president of the Santa Fe linea in
Texas, announces the intention of that
system to develop many prospective oil
fields in Texas.

Colonel Polk says the Santa Fe had
obtained possession of lands in Mata-
gorda county which it proposes to de-
velop at once,

The fact that the oil find in the Mata-
gorda field, in which the Santa ¥Fe was
instrumental, followed so closely upon
the purchase of the Cane Belt rallroad
by the Santa Fe, suggesta that oll
might have furnished the Insplration
for the purchase of the property which
passes directly through the new field.
Colonel Polk, however, says the Cane
Belt would prove a very valuable
property, even though Iis territory
wore not -Froductive of oil.

Colonel Polk admits that the prescent
stiatus of the Cuonoe Belt Is only tamporary,
He admits that its value as a rallroad
feeder is too great to permit its remaining
ns an independent line. Just now he con-
slders It somewhat premutire to make an
announcement of xga.na. but =tates that
the Cune Belt will eventually be consoli-
dated with tha Gulf, Colorado and Santa
Fe, provided, of course, tho state legis-
ture is willing. Frequent publichtion has
been given during the past few days to a
report that the ta Fe has under con-
templation an immedlate extonsion of the
Cane Belt. Colognel Polk emphatically
denies this report and says that no ex-
tenpsions are comntempiated.

The oontractors who have obligated
thems=lves to connéct the Sunta Fe with
the Baratoga field are now working under
orders to hasten matiers to an early con-
clusion. Colonel  Polk expresses the
opinion that the Saratoga brapch, which
is now bullding from Bragg to Saratogs,
will bBe completed and in operation by
the latter part of January. .

MORE SALT TESTIMONY.

Commerce Commission Listens
Evidence in Hutchinson Case.

Interstate Commerce Commissioners
Prouty and Yeomans came to Chicago
according to the Tribune and held a
short ssssion in the Unilted States oir-
cult court room. The hearing was prac-
tically a continuation of the one held in
Hutchinzon, Kan., regarding complaints
of discrimination on the part of the salt
trust in favor of the Hutchinson and
Arkansas raiirond.

The latter Is a short line of gix miles
that connects the Santa Fe, Rock Is-
land, and Missour] Facifilc rallroads
with the =alt mines owned by the
Hutchinson-Kansas Salt comprny,
which is controlled by the =ame com-
biration which controls the Michigan
salt mines. This combination was un-
der investigation last summer regarding
similar diserimination in faveor of the
Michigun, Indiana and Illincis Bteam-
ship compuny.

Like the steamship company, the
Hutchinson and Arkansas milroad Is
owned by the International Salt com-
pAny.

It appears that the Santa Fe, Rock
Islarid and Missouri Pacific raillrouds
allow the Hutchinson & Arkansas Riv-
er rallroad 25 per cent on all shipments
of =alt from the salt company’'s mines,
which prevents independent dealers
from competing with the Hutchinson
company.

The wltnesses examined by the com-
mission were Joy Morton, president, and
Mark Meorton. treasurer, of the Inter-
national Salt company; W. B. Biddle,
freight traflc manager of the Santa Fe;
W. C. Smith, freight traffic manager of
the Missouri Paclfic; and J. F. Holden,
freight trafflc manager of the Rock
Igland. They testified as o how their
roads made settlements with the Huteh-
inson and Arkansas River raiiroad.

ROCK ISELAND SLUMP.

Stock Is Affscted by the Collapse of
Bond B8cheme.

As a vesult of the withdrawnl of the
Rock Island 3$250.900,000 bond scheme,
the various Issues of the Rock Island
were consplcuocus for their wenkners In
Wall street. The 4 per cent bonds of
the railrond company fell to 67%,.which
is below the previous low prices.

Attacks were also made on the pre-
ferred and common stocks. The gen-
eral explanation of the weakness wns
that there was to be a partial lssue of
the $250,000.000 made immediately fol-
lowing the authorization of the bonds
by the stockholders. IL was said that
this sale of bonds would be a prior
mortgage on the property, against
which the collateral trust 4 per cent ara
issued.

Directore of the Et. Louls and Ban
Francisco some time ago declded that
the financial situation would not jus-
tify the suthorization of the Frisco's
proposed $150.000,00¢ refunding and uni-
fvying mortgage In conpection with the
merger of the Chicago-Mizsissippl
Valley lines., This plan therefore has
also been Iindefinitely postponed.

$62,000,000 FOR LOCOMOTIVES

Vast Increass in Motfve Power Dur-
ing the Year 1903.

New York, Dec. 25.—The Rallroad Ga-
zette gives the following statistics of
car and locomotive building during the
last year:

Official returns from practically all
the car building plants in the United
States show that 154,808 cars have been
built during the year 1903. Of this total
figure approximately 152801 are freight
cars and 2,007 passenger coaches; 163~
1% for domestic and 1,612 for export.
Last year the total number of cars
bullt was 164,547. During the year 5153
locomotives were bullt at the various
locomotive works in the couniry as
against 4,070 last year. The number in-
cludes 8§.electric locomotives. The In-
crease over 1902 is the largest of any
one year, and pessibly ie due to the fact
that the locomotive works in the coun-
try had such a volume of orders placed
during 1902 that they¥ were unable to
make immediate deliveries, and many
of the orders were held over until 1805,

At an average cost the locomotive of
$12,000, the total amount spent by the
rallfoads for motlve powsr would be
approximately $62,000,000. This figure
does not include the locomotives which
are bullt yearly by the railroad com-
panjes at their own shops,

CONFERRED WITH MUDGE.

Nothing Done by Belt Line Toward
Readucing Transfer Rates.

Kansas City, Mo, Dec. 25—The offi-
clals of the Kansns City Belt line re-
fuse to discuss the deeision of the state
beard of rallroad commissioners and
algo refuse to say whether the Belt line
will continue s pollicy of deflance of
the orders of the board. It is believed
that they willl continue to enforce the
forbidden increased schedule until re-
strained by an erder of the court.

H. U, Mudge, president of the Belt
line, said yesterday afternoon that he,
had not received officinl notice of the
decision and that he did not care to dis;
cuss it until he hod received such no-
tice, S. W. Moors, attorney for the
company, #lso' refused to discusg the
probable action of the Belt line com-
pany.

Following his conference with the
special committee of the commercial
cilub vesterdny afternoon, Mr. Mudge
talked over the decision in t Balt
line case with Mr. Moore and D. W.
FRider, superintandent of the Belt line.

New York, Dec. 25—Flans are matur-
ing by the Rock Island management for
the presentation—probably early in Jan-
uary—to the stockholders of the Chi-
cago, Rock Island & Pacific Raflway
company of a comprehensive scheme for
a unifying bond issue. It was nmol pos-
sible tp Iearn what amount of bonds the
stockhblders of the raillway company
will he asked to authorize, but prior to
the annual meeting, called for last
Octopber, it was stated by the manage-
ment that they would be asked to au-
thorize an issue of $250,000,00¢, The an-
nual meeting, however, was adjourned
until January 7 without consldering a
bond issue, It was understood that
the reason for this was that the Hock
Island’'s plans had not at that time been
fully matured. Whetther the bond is-
sue will be brought up when the meet-
ing reconvenes In January will depend
on whether the plana of the manage-
ment are muatured or not.

MADE NEGRO DANCE

Whits Men Tormented a Passenger—
