mand for a grand jury Is the direct re-
sult. Judge Gilpatrick, when seen.stated
that the petition had been formally
presented to him about 6 o'clock. As to
his attitude on the matter, he said:

"The law is mandatory. I must order
the county clerk to draw the jury for
the April term, providad the signers to
this petition or at least 400 of them, are
genuine taxpayers."

Judge Gilpatrick had Just placed the
voluminous petition in the hands of the
clerk to have the signatures verified.
There is a fear that the Jury will be an
opportunity for prohibition enthusiasts
to get action against the numerous sa-
loons and gambling houses in Leaven-
worth, as the consent of twelve Jurors
is necessary to a "true bill." This fea-
ture will depend on the jury drawn.

FITZPATRICK DENIES IT.

Says That Mr. O'Brien Is Careless of
the Truth.

Senator Fitzpatrick from Chautau
qua county, in the southern Kansas
oil belt, after reading the dispatchfrom Kansas City, in Saturday's State
Journal, in which John O Brien, west
ern manager of the Standard Oil com
pany was quoted, gave out the follow
ing interview:

'I have read the dispatch contain
ng the statement of Mr. O iJrien or

the Prairie Oil & Gas company, and
am sure that the Standard company
must pay Mr. O'Brien very liberally
for his services, for certainly no man
could afford to originate as many un
truths as Mr. O Brien has done in tne
last thirtv davs on a small salary.

In the statement referred to tnere is
not a single statement but that is
known by thousands of people in the
oil district to be essentially untrue.
And so far as the 'stock boomers' re
ferred to by Mr. O'Brien are concerned,
he knows, as do the people of Kansas,
that the men who have formed the leg
islation adopted by the Kansas legisla
ture are none of them 'stock boomers
or 'stock jobbers' in any sense of he
word. All of them who are engaged in
the oil business in anv way acre ac
tively engaged in the production of oil.

I do Jiot believe that 64 is tne cor
rect number of companies operating in
the Kansas field. There are more than

.000 nroducine wells in the field, and
in the county of Chautauqua, in which

live, has already developed a aany
nroduction of more than four times the
amount Mr. O'Brien gives as the total
production of the Kansas field; ana it
is no exaggeration to say mat tne pro-
perties already in operation could,
within a short time, increase their pres
ent production ten fold.

The stimulus for the organization 01
oil companies with a large capitaliza
tion was the action of the Standard Oil
company in gradually advancing the
price of oil a little over a year ago rrotn
94c to S1.38 per barrel. With a rising
oil market neODle from all sections of
the country were induced to miy biock
in "oil companies, and when the money
had been spent by tnese several com
panies, now contemptuously referred to
bv Mr. O'Brien as 'stock jobbers,-

- ana
vaulable oil properties developed in the
state the Standard Oil company started.
arbitrarily, from day to day, to reduce
the price of crude oil and followed it
down until the price reacnea ks cents.
Then the producers held a meeting at
Chanute. and showed some signs of ac
tivitv. Very shortly following that
meetinar the Drlce was again temporar
ly advanced two cents per Darrei, until

the uneasiness of the producers was
allayed, and their organization disband-
ed, when Mr. O'Brien's company again
resumed its policy of reduction, and by
frequent reductions of from two to five
cents per barrel they in time reaucea
the price to its present low standard.

"Mr. O'Brien also says that the
Prairie Oil & Gas company buys most
of the oil in the field, from which it
would seem that he would like for the
readers of the public press to understand
that there was some competition for oil
in the Kansas field, this is untrue, be-
cause the Prairie is the only purchaserin the market today for Kansas oil.
And it is the only purchaser because as
soon as its pipe line was completed
from the oil field to Kansas City, with
oil selling at $1.38 per barrel to the Stan-
dard, the railroads of southern Kansas,without cause or excuse, and supposed-
ly at the dictation of the Standard Oil
company, immediately raised the freightschedule on oil to an amount that made

impossible to ship oil out of the Kan
sas field, and left the Standard with its
pipe line the only market that we had.

Gould Interests Charged With Renins

Coal at Less Than Cost
Pittsburg:, Kan., Feb. 20. Unless

the Missouri Pacific coal interests
change their attitude toward the
smaller coal operators of this district
there will be a rupture in the ranks of
the Southwestern Coal Operators as
sociation, and the smaller operators of
this district will pull out of the asso-
ciation, meet with the miners and
make their own contracts. The West-
ern Coal and Mining company has
taken a position which will end in at
least half of the smaller operators be-

ing driven into bankruptcy. The
Gould coal Interests are charged
with deliberately trying at the pres-
ent time by means of cut rates on coal
to drive out of business the smaller
coal operators of this district.

They have been selling coal at less
than it costs to produce, it Is charged,
in order to get absolute control of the
coal industry In this district, ine sit
uation so far as the local operators Is
concerned is a plain case of "big fish
eat litle fish." It is stated that the
Western Coal and Mining company
has been selling coal at $1.50 for
screened lump. The average cost of
production of mine run coal at the
mines is estimated to be $1.37 per ton,
and with screened lump selling at
$1.50 and mine run and slack sellingon a corresponding scale, it is esti-
mated that the average selling priceis $1.11. which means a loss of 26
cents on every ton of coal sold.

Heavy Cattle Losses.
Ashland, Kan., Feb. 2 0. Reports of

cattle losses during the severe weather
are coming in and range from one to
one hundred head, varying with the
size of the herds. The loss is not
caused by lack of feed only. Some
animals actually froze with their noses
at the feeding racks. One man lost
five fat Hereford bulls, well fed. A
report from Dodge City says 900 head
of 2.000 cattle just shipped in from
Mexico died.

Father of Thirteen Children.
Hiawatha, Kan., Feb. 20. John Baxter,who was more than J5 years old, died at

the home of his son, Andrew Baxter.south
of llorton. Mr. Baxter was one of the
first settlers of Brown county. He was
the father of thirteen children. Amongthem were two sets of triplets, one set of
whom are still living. Mrs. Baxter died
three years ago at the age of 87. The fu-
neral wili be tomorrow.

MR. MIRDOCK'S PLAV.

Proposes the Manufacture of Alcohol
for Fuel in Kansas.

Washington, Feb. 20. Representa-
tive Victor Murdock intends i make
of alcohol a benefactor of Kansas.

A few days ago there fell into his
hands a report to the state depart-
ment from Frank H. Mason, consul
general in Berlin, in which Mr. Mason
told graphically of what denaturalized
or methylated alcohol was doing for
the people of Germany. Mr. Murdock
was not familiar with that kind of
acohol; neither was Representative
Llttlefield, who sits next to him in the
house, and who also comes from a
prohibition state. Other members to
whom he appealed did not solve the
mystery.It was solved, however, by Mr. Ma-
son in the tail end of his report. It
was alcohol manufactured from corn,
potatoes, cassava, the refuse of sugar
beets and other vegetable matter. It
is used in Germany as a substitute for
gasoline, oil and other liquid fuels.
There was money in it, too, Mr. Ma-
son said. The Germans some of them
at least were getting rich selling it to
all kinds of people, from automobilists
to cooks. The Wichita, congressman
concluded that if it was a good thingfor Germans, it could be made a good
thing for Kansas. After talking the
matter over with the chemists and
others at the agricultural department.he proposed a resolution which he of-
fered in the house in the afternoon.
It directs the secretary of agricultureto investigate and report to the house
committee on agriculture at the next
session in relation to the benefits that
would accrue to agriculture by the
free use in the United States of de-
naturalized or methylated alcohol In
the mechanical arts and sciences in In-
dustries

become populan- - as a beverage because
one drink of it will kill a man," said
Mr. Murdock. The chemists at the

strong for.

The schedules given out were by long
odds the best ever drafted since the
advent of the American League. The
general mixing up of the delegates
around the hotel corridors was a con-

spicuous feature of the meeting. Men
who had long been apart on some small
matter got together and the baseball
atmosphere was cleared up as never
before since the two leagues started
out for patronage.

The minors were ably represented and
made a fine impression, and, though
failing to1 land what they asked for,
paved the way for better conditions in
the future.

The Southern League asked to be
raised to the highest class of the mi
nors, and President Johnson made this
one of the conditions of any concessions
to the minors. "I believe," said John-
son, "that the Southern is fully as
strong as any minor league and in
Judge Kavanaugh, their president, theyhave a man whom the American
League would like to honor;

"The Southern League oblects to
navine its players drafted bv the east
ern and other class A leagues, and then
buy the men back for the same amount
of money. The argument of President
Kavanaugh was very strong, and

The game
has not produced any man more con-
siderate of others than Mr. Robison,
and the league meetings are pretty
slow affairs when he is missing.
