A$ a fmotor toward seczrmg reason-
able frelght rates, the Topeka Com-
mercial club has taken itself out of
the lts. Thi= association Tor many
years hes labored on 8l occasions 1o
correct unjust, and lpawtlmen 2xtqr-
tinate rates made agalnst this cily by
the raiiroads. '

Just now when the house has passed
by unanimous vete a bill similer,
though less forcible, than other states
around us use in seouring reasonable
rates, the Topekn Commercinl club has
stopped pushing.

Topeka regurds the rallroads with
such favor that she will submit to
gross imposition, even when a remedy
dppeéars to be almgst ot hand. The
pieasing personalities  and the per-
suasive pleasantries of many of our
railroad people have aweng the com-
mercial interests of this <city. as rep-
resented by the club, Awsy from Any
efforts to control freight rates.

The club has restored harmony, but
high rates still remaln.

Topeks is today charged §1.12 per
ton for freight on steam coal from
southeastern Kansas whent the rail-
roads are todny hauling the same coal
tnto Kansas City, a few miles further
awany, for B5 cents per_ton. A mild
word for thiz Kind of & rallroad rate
fa extortion. How are we golng to
build up factories in Topeka under
such dizsorimination?

For years the freight rate on this coal
to Topeka has been $L25 per ton. TLast
summer we were granted a reduction
to $1.12. At that time Kansas City was
paying eighty cents. After our reduc-
tion was given us we were 8lill paying
into Topeka 32 cents more than
Kansas City. EKansas City has since
been given s reduction of 26 cenits per
10n 80 we are now paying §7 cents mare
than Kans=as City, or twice as much
freight on our own coal as Kansas City,
Mo., pays the same railroad company
for hauling coal further than we ask
to have It hauled!

The ratiroads will haul Osage coun-

ty conl to Topeka for 60 cents per ton,
and they will haul It on to Kansas
City for five cents mote per ton. If the
coa! is coming the oither way, thay
haul it to Kansa= City for 55 cents
and théy haul it on to Topeka for 57
cetns!
Topekn Is payving for it=s freight Into
Topeks from two to three times the
rate that ia charged Just before it
reaches Kansas Citys Mo. When Ar-
kanaas Clty, Kansas, wishes to ship a
oarload of whent to Galveston It pays
two or morg times the rate that the
shipper pays from Kansus City to
Galveston., with the wheat going right
through Arkansas City.

When wheat {2 ahlpped from central
Knn=ss fo the Misepuri rlver the rate
charged s about 15 cents per hundred
pounds, When the same wheat is ship-
ped from the Missouri river to Chicago
the rate runs from six fo nine cents,
and some times lower, although the &ix-
tance i twlce as greal from central
KKansas to the Missourl river,

These are n few of the polnts that
have naroused the people of Kansas
over the rallroad frefight situation.
They ard not perzonal matters Ex-
pregsions of this kind do not mean an-
tagonism to the roads éxcept for their
unjust and unreazonable charges,
These are the =orits of things that have
compallad the public to ask for the
passnge of the Garver rafiroad bill

The pecpls of Topeka don't wish ta
harm the Santa Fe, &r any other toad,
they wmimply want justice and reason-
able rates mBnd those in favor of the
Liousé railroad bill are simply, In n
mildér muanner, asklneg Kapsas Lo step
in and do whiat other xtates have dong
under more severe Jaws.

A new “graft’" has been discovered
in the theatrical bukiness and during
the season just drawing to & close it
hos beg'n worked with frequency.

The “graft” is nothing niore or less
than misrepresentation in regord to
booking two shows at the same
theatre for the same day.

The “graft” works with smoothness
in cities where the public has not been
educated to lts cunning, It is worked
by orgenizing a  thewtrienl  company
and drilling the players in two or
more plays, Usually very cheap pro-
ductions are selected. FProductions
such as are used by week stund
repertolre companies.

These
advance men travel together and
reach every city included In  the

ftinerary bookedd
the same time.

One of the advanee men represents
himself as the representative of one
of the plays put on by the company
and the olther man prétends to be the
representative of the other play, The
arrangemant I8 gnderstood by the
managers of the theaters in the va-
rious towns, but the public {3 not let
In on the Ingide In regard to the real
facts.

When the two advance men reach
each particuler town they call in the
reporters for the newspapeérs, and give
an exhiblton quarrel in which the
maniger of the theater becomes fn-
volve The querrel will Iast hours if
neceéssary to  impress the reporters
with tho seriousness of the situation.

Each of the advance men claim that
his show will be given on the duate set
regardless of anyvone else. The other
man clalms that he was booked to
play that theater the same date and
he refunes to surrender his rights in
the matter. They tell the newspiper
reporters how the trouble arore ul the
booking agency, und the two men
thréaten each other with injunctions,
and viclence, and anything else that
mirht prove efectve looking in print

The “story' ldks good to the réport-
ers who do not know they are belng
worked, and they rush back to the of-
five, write a blg story about the comphi-
cation. The =tory usually gets big
headlines and top of the columno posi-
tion

The next |ssue of the paper will ps-
usually contaln s story expiaining how
the matter was compromlised by an
agreement made between the sdvance
managers that both shows will be giv-
en, ohe right after the other; that both
fhows may be seen for the price of a
singie admi=elon and that the price
charged will be the regular schedule of
prices of the best of the two shows.

The thentergoing public s decelved
into belleving that they will get & bar-
gain inasmuch as they will get to sec
two companies for Lhe price of one,

As a matter of fact they learn later to
their sorrow and chagrin that both |
ehows are played by a single company
and that neither show s of any purtic-
ular merit, and that they have pald an
extraordinary high prlee for the qualley
of show deliverad,

There are cases, howevef, where real

mistakes are made In booking showsa
and whers It actuslly occurs that two
comprnies are actudaily booked to the
same town on the same date, Such in-
stances are rare. The scheéeme furnishes
an opportunity, however, for a clever
plan  to deceive the publle, and In
watching the papers from ail parts of
the country the past season It has been
learned thut the scheme Is being work-
ed by a good many companies,
It (&'t often that a company will try
to work that game in & towh R® Jarge
as Topeka. When s company is booked

BIG ONES COMING.
Real Appropriation Bills Will Be In-
troduced Thursday.

It is expected that the big appro-
priation bills, earrying the grants to
all the stats inztitations, will ba in-
troduced in the house and senate on
Thureduy.

the ¥ntombed Alabamn Miners
Probably Are Dead.

All

Birminghem, Ala., Feb, 21, —A tele-
phone message from Bessmer, six
miles fro mthe scene of the disuster
at Virginia mines, whers about 150
men have been entombed by an ex-
ploslon; says that an unconfirmed re-
port reached there early todasy that
the rescuers had reached the interior
of the mine and that sixty dead bodies
hnd been found. Whether this rumor
is true or not, it Is known that prac-
tleally all hope of finding any of the
Imprisoned men alive has been aban-
doned. The rescuers during the night
encountered much after-damp and
many of them had to be taken to the
surface and revived, having Dbeen
overcame by the fumes. This leads
the resouers o belleve that the an-
tombed men could not possibly have
lived this long in their dark undor-
ground habltation. Humdreds of
miners gathered at the Virginia dur-
Ing the night to help In the rescue
work, but anly a llmited number could
be employed! However, as so00n ns
one shift was tired or overcome by
after-damp, another was ready 2o take
thelr places and continue the work.
Stats Mine Ingpector Gray was on the
scene all night directing the work. The
mine is some distance from the rail-
road an dis reached only by wagon
raad,

A dispateh from (the mine at 10 o'clock
says only one body has been recovered.
The exact number of men wha were In
the mine is now piaced at 116, The work
of digging through to the entombed
meén s golng on without cessation but
all hope has practically been abandoned.
The lant report from the mine §8 to
the effect that three bodies have, besn
racoveraed. Al are biackened and dis-
figured and glve evidence of a terrible
struggle. Thousands of people weare
gathered about the mouth of the mins
when the bodiesx were brought up and
distreszing scenss were witnessed. Tho
rescuers are stiil at work and a late
rumar says that no less than 50 bodlea
are in sight. No hope was held out of
finding any of the entombed men allve:
