I: geems that Ellery’s Royal Italian
band left Chicago under protest
There were no legal attachments to
hinder the band from leaving, but
strong attachment on the part of the
Chicago musle lovers Interfered. The
band will play at the Auditorium
Monday and Tuesday of néxt week.

Fye witnesses who were pressént at
the farewell concert of the Ellery band
in Chicago on Monday evening have
now arrived in this city and they de-
elare that the telegrams describing
the good-bye of tha 1d which was
publithed In the papeéers here, by no
means do- justice to the reality of the
affalr. . Pirst of all, the police had to
be called before the band had finished
playing the first number on the pro-
gramme to stop the sale of tickets, the
erowd in the vast hall having already
long overstepped the danger point.
Nof only was every available chalr oc-
cupled, but the spaces between the
tables were packed with eager listeners
who stood on thelr feetl for Tully three
hours, not to miss the scene of the
farewell of the greatest band that
Chicago had ever listened to. Durl
the course of the evening the ban
and its young director were the objects
of ovation upon ovation, especlally
nfter the phenomennl performancea
which they gave of *“Il Trovatore,”
“Tannhauser,” “Lucia” and * en.”
Big. Palma, for his exquisite playing of
one of Tostl's beautiful love-songe, re-
celved no less than five encores, but ai]
this was as nothing when compared
with the scene thal took place after
the final chords of the “Lucia' sex~
tette. Then It was that Chicago
showed her Jung power and the
egility of her men and women, for
aristocratic as was the vast audience,
both men and women forgot all sem-
blance of decorum, as with cries and
vells of mad delight, they jumped upon
the chairs and les.. the while waving
handkerchiefs, umbrellas, hats, vells
and even beer glasses in the alr. En-
ocore after encore was insisted upon
untll the band had to cease from pure
inability to play any longer. Then the
frantic c<¢rowd pressed around the
leader and the principal soloists of the
company and hugged and kissed them
a8 though they were their own very
nearest and dearest. Sig. Ferullo was
carried upon tha shoulders of the peo-
ple and treated generally as they treat
great artists in Europe when musical
madness seizes an audience and whirls
it into complete self-forgetfulness.
Chicage, as famous as she is for ex-
cltements, never witnessed a scene like
the one of last Monday night when
the Elery band said “Au Revolr.".

FHe
sald that evidencd to this effect was
obtained from capturéd chiefe. *The
people understund,” he added, ‘thst
Aguinalde is the directop of the out-
law campalgn and supposedly peaceful
natives are alding the movement un-
der the same understanding.'”

I think that the
deposition shows clearly that the
young man knew what he was talking
about. His name is here but I don't
cRre to have it published.

The
juror who hunted him up for me is a
property owning man, perfectly re-
liable and respectgble. I think that
this is the richest stuff that has come
down the pike for some time, I am
sorry that I didn't have it In time for
the trial.

Train No. 9 on the Rock Island, which
wgs due In Topeka from Kansas Clty
at B:25 o'clock last night, was wrecked
at Willlamstown, 18 miles east of To-
peka. Although several of the cars left
the track not & passenger or & member
of the trailn crew was injured in the
siightest manner. The accident oc-
curred on the Union Pacific tracks and
the traffic of that road as well as that
of the Rock Isiand, between Kansas
City and Topeka was delayed for 13
hours. Through passenger trains on
bhoth roads were run from Kansas City
to Topeka on the Santa Fe fracks,

Improvements of a general character
to the roadbed are being made by the
Union Pacifie in the locality where the
wreck occurred and all trains for some
time past have been running slow at
thig point. When No. § came along last
nighF a soft place in the roadbed gave
way and the engine, mail car, baggage
car, two chalr ecars and the forward
trucks of the front sieeper left the
tracks, The dining car and second
sleeper remained on the rails. So siow
wias the momentum 6f the traln at the
time of the wreck that none of the
deralled cars left the track with enocugh
force to furn them over. Beyond a
shaking up none of the passengers were
injurad. In view of the fact that there
were no injuries the Rock Island did not
send a relief traln to bring the gu—
sengers to Topekn snd they were held
in their cars at the scene of the wreck
until the track was repaired and the de-
rallad cars jacked back on the track.
They did not reach Topeka until after
10 o'clock this morning and many of
the passengers were a trifie angry at
being kept out on the roal all night
when they might have besn brought to
Topeka on a relisf train. Theéy did not
suffer much inconvenience, however, as
there was plenty of room for them in
the sleepers and they ate at the expense
of the company on the dining car.
