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New Tork, June 16. By a decision
rendered in the appellate division
Sheriff Hays is entitled to collect
$4,775 in poundage fees from GeorgeJ. Gould. This decision reverses the
order of Supreme Court Justice Fitz-
gerald, in which it was held that the
sheriff was entitled to about $150.

Mr. Gould is one f three defend-
ants in a suit brought by John S.
Jones, an Ohio railroad man, to re-
cover $466,000 on an alleged contract
by which Jones agreed to purchasefor. Gould, Joseph Ramsey, Jr., and
William E. Guy, who constituted the
Little Kanawha syndicate, a largetract of coal land in Ohio. Jones al-
leges that he fulfilled his contract but
was unable to collect either his com-
missions on the purchase or his ex-
penses.

He got an attachment against
George J. Gould, and cash and securi-
ties valued at several hundred dollarson deposit with the Mercantile Trust
company were seized by the sheriff.
Gould released the levy by giving an
undertaking in $500,000 to secure
Jones. Gould then demurred to pay-
ing the $4,775 in poundage fees, and
counsel for the sheriff appealed from
Justice Fitzgerald's order for which
he sustained Gould. Justice Mc-
Laughlin, for the court, says that
where a levy is made the sheriff's
right to poundage fees is absolute andthe amount 13 fixed by statute. Hence
Gould la not entitled to the return of
his property until be pays the statu-
tory fees in full.

Carpenters Will Return to Work at
Increased Wages.

New Tork, June 16. Greater New
York council Brotherhood of Carpen-
ters has ratified an agreement arrived
at yesterday afternoon between the
carpenters and the master carpenters'
association, thereby bringing to an end
the carpenters' strike. The men will
return to work Monday. By the agree-
ment the master carpenters will raise
the wages of the Brooklyn men from
$4 a day to $4.60 a day, and of the
Manhattan men from $4.50 a day to
$4.80 a day.

TOOK CHECK FOR $50,000.

President of Gaelic League Sails on
Return to Ireland.

New Tork, June 16. Dr. Douglas
Hyde, president of the Gaelic League in
Ireland, and Mrs. Hyde, sailed for their
home in Ireland on the White Star
liner Celtic. Dr. Hyde took back with
him a check for $50,000 to aid the cause
of the Gaelic League in Ireland. This
sum was raised at the public meetings
that Dr. Hyde addressed during his
visit of seven months. Before sailing
Df. Hyde said:

"I have found nothing except a gen-
erous welcome In America. I traveled
19,000 miles, visited over 60 cities and
explained the cause of the Irish lang-
uage to perhaps 80,000 persons. I have
not heard a single word that was
against our cause. I understand now, as
never before, how great is this country
and how numerous, strong and power-
ful are the Irish who are in it.

"I have expressed my thanks to the
many friends whom I have met, but
there are many others to whom I have
had no time to send letters. I shall
ask them to accept this excuse from
rat

"There is a great likeness between the
people of Ireland and this country. I
would sooner have the good will of this
country than anything else in the strug-
gle to bring back the language, music,
and customs of Ireland."

A number of Dr. Hyde's friends here
raised $2,500 to buy him a motor car,
for his work In Ireland. This fund was
to have been presented to Dr. Hyde on
Thuriday, but he declared he could
not depart from the rule of his life
not to accept any personal reward for
his services to the Gaelic League and
in behalf of Irish unity. The contribu-
tions were returned to the contributors.

New Tork, June 16. Memorial ser-
vices to commemorate the second annl--ersa- ry

of the steamer General Slocum
disaster was held yesterday at the
Lutheran cemetery, Middle Village, L.

About a thousand persons attended
the services, a couple of hundred of
whom were actual survivors of the
tragic excursion. The remainder con-
sisted of relatives and friends of the
900 and more victims, with the usual
sprinkling of sightseers.

attended in a body, the girls in white
with crape arm bands, the boys in
their Sunday best. The children, a few
of them survivors but the greater num-
ber orphans of the wreck, bf ought tears
to many an eye.

The crowd gathered early and cover-
ed the graves of the victims, both
known and unidentified, with flowers.

Then a band led the mourner:! to
the graves where the unidentified dead
were buried in tiers.

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LOGICAL ELIMINATION.

New Plan Recommended for Dealing
With Criminals.

Chicago, June 16. "Logical elimi-
nation" of the criminal, not capital
punishment, but simply putting out of
the way a menace to society, was the
plan advocated by Dr. G. Frank Lyd-sto- n

of the college of physicians and
surgeons last night at the West Side
Auditorium. To this he added that
the child primarily has no moral sense,
is a little animal, almost a little
monkey, and can if let alone use its
toes as fingers as well as any of its
simian ancestors. He asserted the
child for some time has a "dog con-
science," it realizes there is a spank-
ing at one side and candy at the other,
and by that compass it guides its con-
duct. Later, there is a golden crown
and harp on one side and perdition on
the other and the child is taught to
keep the same sort of dog conscience;
in some cases, any one almost, if he or
she is not a raving lunatic, can get a
marriage license. "That it is the first
cause," said Dr. Lydston. "A child of
parents who have nothing to give it
but sickness or, worse, some disease,
some mental taint or physical deform-
ity which warps the mind, can not
compete in the world. He cannot un-
derstand it. Suppose his parents die.
There is that child left alone to make
his way. He must live. Honestly if
he can, if he can understand what it
means, but he must live. Society does
not do anything for him until he steals,
and then it locks him up, and if there
is anything lacking !n his criminal
education the penal institution per-
fects it.

"We have had capital punishmentfor years, but still crime is slowly on
the increase and so is insanity. If a
man is a hopeless criminal degeneratedon t punish him in hate; make him
the subject of 'logical elimination.' It
is better for him and vastly more so
for the community."

SELL RYE FOR WHEAT.

Charge Made by Grain Inspector Rad-
ford Against Elevator Men.

John Radford, in giving his testi-
mony in the fight between the eleva-
tors and the Kansas grain inspection
department, at Kansas City yesterday,
made counter charges of serious nature
against the Union Pacific elevator,
tending to show that the elevator com-
panies were guilty of mixing rye with
wheat, and that this pfactice, unless
controlled by the grain department,
would result in great detriment to the
grain trade.

He said that in the pa?t three years
thirty-eig- ht cars of rye had been re-
ceived and unloaded in the Union Pa-
cific elevator in Armourdale. Only
two cars of rye had been shipped out
of that elevator in the past three years,
he added. Mr. Radford testified that
during these years his inspectors have
found rye mixed with good wheat
leaving the Union Pacific elevator.

During the past three years, he says,-th-

price of rye ha- - averaged 20 cents
lower on the bushel than the price of
wheat. If 40,000 bushels cf rye, there-
fore, could be mixed with wheat and
the combination sold for the regular
price of wheat, the owner would make
$8,000 on the deal, for each of the
40.000 bushels of rye which he put in
the mixture would net him 20 cents
profit, over and above the profit on the
natural increase in the price of the
wheat.

Mr. Radford, on direct examination,
testified as follows:

Q. Have you any record in your of-
fice showing the amount of rye re-
ceived and placed in the Union Pacific
elevator ?

A. Yes.
Q. State what amount of rye has

been unloaded in that elevator during
the past three years?

A. Thirty-eig- ht cars.
Q. State whether any cars of rye

were shipned out of that elevator in
the past three years?

A. Yes, sir: two cars.
O. Has the deoartment been obliged

to grade any cars at a low grade for
the res son that rye was mixed with the
wheat?

A. Yes. sir. I do not know in how
many instances.
