I have for many years-supporte- the
proposition, that ail who do. may or
must bear any part of the burden of
government, are entitled to an un-
limited right of suffrage; that is, I be-
lieve the purposes of government will
be better served and accomplished by
an universal adult suffrage. Beyond
doubt or dispute, political, social and
moral conditions have been greatly im-
proved, since women have in our state,
been given a limited right of suffrage,
and I am confident that such condi-
tions will be yet more, improved, when
women are given an unlit Ited suffrage,
which is hers in equity and will ulti-
mately be hers in law.

I beg only further to submit a brief
outline of what I have supported and
believe to be for the best interest and
welfare of the city in the future, in
the line of an aggressive, energetic,
business administration: The most
rigid economy possible in all depart-
ments of the city business, consistent
with the maintenance of a good public
service; the lowest possible taxes, con-
sistent with outstanding obligations of
the city, the needs of the city, and
such an amount of public im-
provements as will not Increase in any
one year the improvement bond in-
debtedness of the city, but will make
some public Improvements for the city
and will give employment to the labor
of the city; the reduction of the watet
rates, with all consumers on a meter
basis, such reduction to be made after
further improvements and betterments
of the plant have been completed, and
probably within three years from the
acquisition of the plant; the rebuilding
or improvement of the city electric
light plant, making it adequate to the
demands of the city; the submission to
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consistent with the maintenance of a
good-publi- c service; I have heartily aid-
ed and with our school
board, in all the many' matters of com-
mon interest, as to the welfare of our
schools, and requiring action by the
council; I have aided in every possible
reasonable way, in all public improve-
ments, such as pavements, public parks,
sewers, sidewalks, bridges and public
buildings; I have encouraged and help-
ed in every right and reasonable way,
in rebuilding, enlarging and extending
the service of public service corpora-
tions, such as street cars, electric plants,
gas companies, telephone companies
and many others, while at the same
time endeavoring to protect the in-
terest of the city and safeguard the
rights and interests of the people.

I have, in accordance with the ex-
pressed will of the people, steadily and
uniformly, pushed and aided the city
in every reasonable way in the acquisi-
tion of the water plant and in estab-
lishing its operation on a good solid
business basis; I have once aided in re-
pairing and extending the city electric
lighting plant, making it adequate to
the demands of the city at that time;
I presented to the council and secured
the adoption of the present requisition
system of ordering and purchasing sup-
plies for the city, by which the mayor
has a close supervision of all purchases
of material and supplies for the use of
the city, and by which many dollars
have ben saved to the city. I prepared,
submitted and secured the adoption of
the present form of city financial re-
port, showing current and comparative
receipts and operating expenses of the
city. I have prepared, introduced and
have now-pendin- g before a committee,
an ordinance providing for the testing,
and Inspection of gas and gas meters in
use in the city. I have made several
efforts, by resolution and otherwise, for
a more definite and complete system of
accounting for the city, that our rec-
ords may be in better form, and all
the interests of the city thus duly and
more perfectly safe-guard- and pro-
tected. I have mae'e every reasonable
and possible effort to keep our taxes
low, and that some success has attend-
ed the work of the council, is evident
from the fact that, notwithstanding we
have kept some public work is progress
each year, that our labor might be em-
ployed and our city improved, 'yet our
tax rate has been for several years and
is now, lower than that of any othercity of the first-cla- ss in Kansas, with
the possible exception of Leavenworth.
I have steadily supported a civil service
policy, for all departments of city
work, all positions to be filled on basis
of merit only and. no employe to be
removed except for good and sufficient
cause, and have maue. an effort to have
a civil service department created, but
it was found necessary to postpone
such action, as the present statutes do
not authorize the same. I have en-
deavored, in accordance with the refer-
endum provision of the law of 1905, to
have submitted to a vote of the peo-
ple, the question of the permanent con-
trol and operation of the water and
city electric light plants, by a water
and light commission, with all the em-
ployes of such departments under civil
service rules, on a solid business basis,
and removed entirely from all possible
political ;nterference. I have become
fairly familiar with the statutes, as to
cities of the first-clas- s, and ordinances,
have served on all of the council com-
mittees, and am familiar with the man

Councilman S. A. Swendson, who for-
mally announces himself as an aspirant
for th office of mayor of Topeka, is in
the race to stay. There was no hesita-
tion in his manner when he said: "I am
not in this just for a day. I didn't come
out for the office with the intention of
just staying a short while. I am in it
to stay. What do they think? This
statement that says I am a candidate
means that I am going to stay there.'"
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Conneilmaii S. A. .Swendson. Who
Formally Announcer His Candi-

dacy for Mayor Today.

Local political gossip which is already
wagging its tongue had it that Mr.
Swendson ' would withdraw upon hear-
ing of Councilman Wm. Green's can-
didacy, but Mr. Swendson effectually
salted the gossip with the above 'denial.
With a full five months yet to the Re-
publican primaries the announcement
of two candidates for mayoralty honors
on the Republican ticket is setting local
political machinery to grinding with a
vigor which wouid do credit to the be-

ginnings of a whirlwind campaign of,
say a week's duration, instead of almost
half of a year.

Mr. Swendson has addressed the fol-

lowing open letter to the voters:
Pursuant to and in accordance with

preliminary announcement, made in
January, 1906, I deem it. right and prop-
er, and not in any sense egotistical, for
me to make a statement, covering my
candidacy for the high office of mayor
of this city, my record as a member
of the city council for the past four
terms, and my ideas of some of the
questions at issue.

I am a native Kansan, born at Paler-
mo, Doniphan county, Kansas, in 1859.
My father was a native of Norway, and
came to America at the age of twenty
years. My mother was a native Amer
ican, born at Kenton, Ohio, and was
of German ancestry. My parents came
to Kansas in 1856, among the earliest
settlers of the then unorganized terri-
tory. I was educated in the district,
hig-- and normal schools, taking the
degree of Bachelor of Science, in normal
school scientific course, in 1883, and am
identified with church, several prom-
inent fraternities, clubs and other local
organizations. I spent several years
testching in the public schools and then
took up work in line of railroad ac-
counting, which I have followed during
the greater part of my residence in To-
peka. for the past nearly twenty years.

GRAVES HITS BACK.

Topeka Tooth Powder Man Brings
Action Against lrosecutors.

A permanent injunction and dam-
ages is asked for by W. K. Graves of
this city, manufacturer of a tooth
powder, against Samuel H. Gunder,
who claims Richmond. Va., as his resi-
dence and who manufactures a tooth
powder known- as Dr. E. L. Graves'
tooth . powder. The injunction and
award of damages asked for in the
United States circuit court is claimed
on the grounds that Gunder has in-
fringed on the copyright of W. E.
Graves in putting up his tooth powder
in bluish colored cans and packages,
the color used by W. E. Graves; the
amount of the award is left to the
court to decide.

The cross bill and answer is a return
to the suit filed by Gunder recently in
the T'nited States court here in which
the court was asked to restrain W. E.
Graves from manufacturing tooth
powder in which his name was used in
conjunction with it and also to award
all the profits made by Graves from
his tooth powder to Gunder as pay-
ment for damages done.

Gunder is in addition accused of be-
ing in a conspiracy with the American
Can company and other supply houses
to keep Graves from securing tin cans
in which to pack his tooth powder. By
intimidation and threat, it is claimed,
that Gunder personally tried to force
Graves to give up the manufacture of
his tooth powder and when he was un-

successful m this got the manufac-
turers of the cans and tooth powder
can tops to refuse to supply Graves
further. He also successfully intimidat-
ed. Graves alleges, the trade so thai
orders for W. E. Graves tooth powder
were countermanded.

In the cross bill and answer to the
amended complaint of Gur.der, Graves
denies that he has infringed in any
manner on the copyright of the Dr. E.
L. Graves tooth powder. He states that
the formula of the tooth powder con-

tained in the Dr. K. L. Graves article is
one that has been commonly used by
drug stores prior to 1871 and that Dr.
Erastus L. Graves was not the dis-

coverer of the formula. He sets up the
claim thatfthe complainant had no law-
ful or any other right to appropriate
and adopt as a trade mark the name of
Graves against the personal and lawful
right rf V. E. Graves.

That W. E. Graves did not further
infringe on the copyright held by his
rival In the kind of tin cans in which
the tooth powder is packed it is al-

leged that Gunder was made acquaint-
ed with the news that the American
fan company was manufacturing
20.000 cans of certain shape and color
for W. E. Graves and that he gave his
consent to the order. That since, Gun-
der adopted the same color used by
W. E. Graves, a light blue, on the cans
for export trade. Subpoenas for E. L.
Graves and members of the American
can company are asked for.
