The World's Work sent Dr. Isaac A.
Hourwich, a trained Russian student
and writer, to Russia to investigate and
write of actual conditions there. In his
second article. "Practically Civil War on
Russia," he says, among other things:

From the Baltic to the Black 3ea, and
wherever the flag of Russia, flies, the
commandment "Thou shalt not kill:"
has been suspended. Aside from .sum-mary executions by military gvernors,
the columns of the daily press are filled
with reports of citizens beaten, maimed
and killed by the police, by tlTe Cos-
sacks, and by plain "Hooligans" affili-
ated with some "patriotic" society. The
reign of terror is supreme.

Take, for example, a case that hap-
pened ln the very capital of the empire,
under the eyes of newspaper correspond-
ents from all parts of the world and
which has been variously reported.

A regiment of the Empress" Cavalry
guards were riding along Sergiuc street,
singing a military song. A working girl
on-th- sidewalk remarked contemptu-
ously that they looked as If they had
just taken Fort Arthur. Some bystand
ers caught up the words and shouted:

Scores
of similar outrages are occurring in all
parts of the empire daily, but never
heard of.
