FEED AMD WAGES HIGH

Pnblic Horsemen Spend $52,
616,750 Yearly in Britain.

Newmarket Employes Are Alon
Paid the Sum of 50,000.

New York, Feb. 5. When, as is the
case at present,. - racing in Great
Britain is threatened with adverse leg-

islation it is a matter of interest to
study carefully a series of statistics
published for the edification not only
of the house of parliament, but for the
benefit of the-- wage earners of the
British . Islands, in order - that the
voters might be thorougniy lniormea
as to what a great enterprise the sport
of racing has become.

It is estimated that there were in
training in 1906 more than 7,000 race
horses, of which a large number did
not start, but . which, nevertheless,
were a source of ...expense." to their
owners. There were 378. meetings
held In England in 1906. - and it was
estimated that at least $liia.ouu eacn
dav was the outlay by those who at
tended. This would of course, include
traveling expenses to and from Lon-
don, admission fees and other actual
expenditures. -

The average charge for training a
race horse in England is fifty shillings
a week, or about $12.50. Each time a
horse starts his jockey's fee is at least
$10. with $15 additional if ho wins.
For steeplechases and hurdle races
the fees are hisrher.

Partisans of racing declare that the

great bulk of the millions thus spent
by the public directly benefits wage
earners. It is estimated further that
a million dollars per annum is spent in
maintaining the grand stands, courses,
club houses, etc.. of Great Britain.

More than five hundred stud farms
are in operation in the kingdom, giv-
ing work to thousands of employes, all
of whom, of course, pay out their
wages almost at once tor subsistence.
and this keeps the small local trades-
men going. "Break up these stud
farms as the result of the abolition of
racing, and what alternative 'employ
ment is offered by the reformers?"
ask the friends or racing.

At Newmarket alone nearly $a0,000
a year is paid to the various employes
engaged by the jockey club for' the
purpose of maintaining in good condi
tion the various exercise grounds and
gallops. Each employ has a . neat
cottage and garden. All tola, the van
ous race courses in England' expend
nearly $200,000 a year for mainten-
ance and labor.

Though not as expensive an amuse
ment as in America, the public here
being enabled to see' first class racing
at much less Cost than similar sport
would cost in England, the horse own-
er here finds it a costly game, because
labor and food are much higher here
than in England.

A first class trainer would ask about
twice as much to train a horse as is
charged in England. Traveling ex-
penses for owners and horses are a
very large Item, especially for the rank
and file of the turf, who race all sea-
son, and cross the continent twice a
year.

Hence. If the public of Great" Britain
spends $52,616,760 a year on racing
the American public" certainly spends
even a larger sum,- taking into ac
count, of course, all the tracks of thecountry. The same arguments ad- -
anced In England by the- friends of

the turf have equal force here. '

CLIMBERS ANTJ VINES,

Effective for. Porches, WaUs and Old
Trees Some Varieties and Habits.

No matter how unpretentious our
homes, nothing adds so materially to
their adornment as climbing vines. Any
house of a cottage character is Im
proved by the Judicious planting of
suitable climbers. Churches are also
greatly beautified by a few vines.

Vines are not only beautiful, but a
positive necessity to many places.
Probably you would not be able to use
your porch were it not for the shelter
from the burning rays of the sun . af-
forded by a. strong-growin- g climber.
Perhaps you have an unsightly wall or
building-you- . wish to hide.. .There the
climber is in order. Or if you have an
old. tree you wish to cover, or a summer
house orboat house you want beauti
fied, something to flower on the front
porch and many, other places might
suggest themselves to our minds as we
go over the grounds, and we would be
Indeed at a loss to know what to use
were' it not for climbing vines, and
when judiciously planted, nothing can
take their places .

Nearly all climbers thrive best in a
sunny, situation, especially those that
bloom; and nearly all want a good rich
loam to grow in. If your soil Is barren
and poor first take out, 18 Inches square
and replace with good garden soil, into
which you plant your climber. It Is Im-

portant, to keep - the grass from the
roots; of climbing vines and occasionally
loosen the soil around them. If you do
not-tak- this precaution they are apt.
especially with stems, to be cut off with
the sickle when the edges or the grass
are being trimmed.
