TURNS TO WATER

President Roosevaelt Flans to
Help the Railroads,

Appoints a Commission on Rivers
and Canals.

MATTER IS SERIOUS.

Trausportation Facilities Wholly
Inadequate at Preseut.

Both Congestion and Freight
Rates May Be Reduced.

Washington, March 18 —President
Rooseyalt has announced the appoint-
ment of an inland waters commission.
of which Theodore Burton, chairman
of the rivers and harbors committee of
the house, is to be chairman. In let-
ters to members of the new commis-
gion, defining Its scope and dutles, the
president cutlines in a more compre-
héensive way than has heretofore been
attemptad even in the resolution of the
river improvement congressos the ends
towards whieh this government should
strive in a Qevelopment of natural and
artificial waterways.

One important reason for the com-
sion’'s appointment s that It may
study ths project of developing a graat
system of water transportation in view
of the inability of the railroads to
handla the country's freight.

The members of the commission
are: Representative Theodore E. Bur-
ton, chalrman of the rivers and har-
bors committee of the house; Senator
Willinm Warner of Missourl, Senator
¥rancls . Newlands of Nevada; ex-
Reyp--sentative John H. Bankhead of
Alzsbama, who until his retirement
from congress on March 4, was rank-
ing Democratic member of the house
committes on rivers and harbors;
General Alexander MacKenzie, chlef
of enginesrz of the TInited Siates
army; W. J. McGes, former head of
the ethnological bureau of the
geological purvey, now a resident of
St. Louis: F. H. Newell, chief of the
roclamation service of the foderal gov-
ernment; Gifford Pinchot, chief of the
burean of forestry; Herbert Knox
Emith, who recently succeeded James
R. Garfield as the chief of the bureau
of corporations In the department of
commerce and labor.

‘The purpose for which the commis-
gion hns been formed {8 to devise n
comprehensive systemn of Interna-
tional waterways., Its scope Is not
confined to & development of natural
waterways, but It ean proceed to In-
vestigate the subject of canal con-
struction with the ultimate ond in
view of connecting, through canals,
the natural waterweys of the country.

In the closing days of the congres-
gional ssssion Representative Burton
introduced a bill providing for the ap-
pointment of a commisslon to Investi-
gole the canalization of waterways.

Toosevelt Will Try to Land Presiden-

WWashlngton, March 1§.—The paoll-
tical conference between Eresident
Roosevelt and Governor Densen, of
Illinols, has definitely settled three
propositions:

First, that Roosevelt will under neo
circumstances stand for a third term.
Second, that Taft is an avowed candi-
date for the presidéntinl nomination
Third. that Roosevelt proposes to use
all his influence to land Taft

In reply to the charge that Roose-
velt is trying to dictate hia own suc-
cessor, It {8 polnted out by a close
friend that he is simply dolng what
certain presidents In the past have
tried to do, but failed.

No president has named his suc-
cessor. He has brought about his own
renomination, but has never been able
to direct the party. In addition to this,
presidents who have attempted to
name thelr successors have been
“miffed"” and “pouty."” and the opposi-
tlon has always patted them on the
back for support.

ment which has resulted (n the estab-
llshment of the reclamation service
and the vast forest reservations

The keynote of the recent successful
river congress In Washington was that
river improvementis Is rate legislntion.
The same tone pervades the president's
suggestions to meme2rs of the commis-
sion, for he calls attentlon to the fact
that the rallway facllities are entirely
fnadequate to handle the transportation
of the country.

The president In common with all oth-
ers who Interest themsslves In the de-
velopment of the country, has been
greatly Impressed of Ilate by the repeat-
ed freight congestions on the greatl
rellroad systemsa. It has besn polnted
out by rallroad men in explanation of
thesse congestions that products of the
northern Interior states have doubled
In ten years, while the rallroad facill-
ties have Increased only one-elghth,

It is plain that the development of the
rallroads poesible In the near future
cannot suffice to kesp transportation
abreast with production. The only ap-
parent remedy for this condition 'a
obviously the development of a supple-
mental system of (ransportation by wa-
-ter. In the Misslasipp! valley this con-
gestion 1s greatest and from its {nhab-

tants the most strenuous demands for
rellef are coming. To this section of the
country and Iis neada In the way of
additions]l transportation facilities ths
witerways commission will give special
heed.
difficult probiem of controlling
the watars of the Mississippi, the Ohlo
and Mirsouri, that are subject to great
floodsa In the spring and after prolonged
summer rains, will also he considered
by the waterways commission. The
sclence of forestry was called to the ald
of the commission and it is for this
reason that Gifford Pinchot Is made a
member.

The control of these flaods will depend
largely on regulation in the flow of wa-
ter into the small tributacie=s in the
mountain and hiil country to ths west
of the Misslssippl and Missourl, and
by thia control not only would the wa-
ters be held back but the soll would be
eaved from weashing If proper forest
and grass cover could be secured for It

be excavated In digeging the Panama
canal.

In additlon the Mississippi roba the
#oll of an enormeous amount of earth
ralts and sofl matisr carried In polution.
This immense load not only causes the
channels to clog and tlood the lowlands
af the lower river, but renders the flow
capricious  and difficult tn  contml
Worse stll], most of the s=diment thus
earried down to the gulf s the most fer-
tlle material of the fielda and pastures
dralned by the smalier and largsr trib-
vtaries. Now, Hf the =mall that s now
denuded alonz these tributaries could
be recoveresd, with the ald of forests anag
grasses, not only would the flow of wa-
ter be regulated and floods prevented
but the great and increasing evil of ths
wnehing from the soil of its most valuy-
able constitnenta wonld be stopped or
minimized.

Little Girl's Footr Wedged in a Cattle
Guard Is Severed From Ankle.

Kansas City, Kan., March 15—Frances
Shaw, a 14 year old girl, was run over
and her left foot eevered from the ankle
by n Chicago & Alton passenger traln
Sunday afternoon. The accident hap-
pened about 6 o'clock on a curve in the
tracks at Mount Washington, just east
of Kansas City, Mo. Frances had been
out there visiting her cousin, Minnle
Eaton, daughter of Mr. and Mra. E, F.
Eaton. PBoth are about the same age.
While on the way to the station to take
a car for home the lttle girla were
walking along the C. & A. tracks. In
crossing over a cattle guard Frances'
left foot became tightly wedged in be-
tween a rall and the guard. The chil-
dren worked away casually to remove
the imprison=sd foot, not realizing the
danger.

When a traln was heard approaching,
however, they were ss{zed with fright
nnd both girls pulled with =all their
mights to loosen the Involved foot. All
the while the puffing and =teaming of
the oncoming Ilron monster could be
heard. The children could not see the
traln for the embankment. When all
hopa of freedom had fled Minnie jump-
ed back from the tracks and Frances
drew her right limb under her and latd
down fiat ~way from the track.,. Her
presence of mind saved her life hut the
whole trailn passad ovar th= loft foot
just at the shoe top and severed it as If
with n cleaver.

Not a tear came from Frances Shaw
during this terrible ord=al and her first
words were of her mother—mot of her-
seif. “"What will mamma saAy?" &he
sald. “What will mamma say? I know
this will kill her.”

People of Western lHansas Want
Col. Green’s Scalp.

Say He Has Placed Them Before
World as Criminals.

IS NO LONGER HYRF.

Now Stationed at Boise City,
1daho.

Still People He Prosecuted Are
Not Baltisfied.

Residents of Morton county, Kan-
=as, are out after the official secalp of
Albert R. Green. special agent of the
interfor department of the government
who was located here in Topeka for
the past two ycars and who secured
most of the avidence of the Western
Kansas land fraud cases.

A more highly indignant community
of people would be difMicult to find;
they think that Green has placed them
hefore the state and the country at
large as being a lawless set of crim-
inals and resenting this they are pre-
paring to use all the Influence at thelr
command to oust Green from his of-
fice.

Col. Green I8 now located at Boise,
Idaho, to which polint he was trans-
ferred from Topeka a couple of
months ago.

As soon as the last of the Morton
county cases have been dlsposed of the
activity against Green will commence.
The following cases stlll hang fire:
Indietments for unlawful fencing
agalnst J. W. McLean, M. . Combs
and the H. 8. Bolee Cattle company:
for conspiracy to defraud the govern-
ment involving Ernest C©. Wilson,
Henry Brown and John Bartholomew.
The last three cases are now pending
in the United States court and will be
taken up shortly. It is clalmed that
the evidence is not strong enough to
;nn\'tcl and that the defendants will go
ree,

Wilson was found not gullty by the
jury at Wichita last weék on the In-
dictment for using the mails . to  de-
fraud and C, H. Drew, who had an in-
dictment hanging agalnst him for us-
Ing the malls to defraud succeeded In
winning his suit as well.

The evidence In but few of the casena
has proven strong enough to secure
conviction and ax n result a majority
of the indictments have failed to stick.

Elated by the result of thesa suits
the people of Morton county sare more
than s=ver assured that Green was
simply catching at a straw to start
progsecution. In the last repoert of the
secretary of the Interfor that statement
is made, "It Is alleged that 16 men and
corporations In Morton alone had 78.-
40 acres of public land enclosed.”

Morten county Is the extreme south-
western county of the =tate and has &
population of 210 people. It lg practi-
cally an Isolated communlity, for the
nearest ralitoad 1= over 30 miles away—
the Santa Fe passing it on the north by
two countles and the Rock I=land on
the southcast through Liberal. With
the scattering population the ssttlers
have engaged Inrgely In the cattle busi-
ness and when the sults were flled for
fencing government land the Interesied
partles tock tho view that it was a blow
almed at thelr livelthood. TLiAving as
they do away off by themrelves, they
have come to think of themselves a lit-
tle apart from ths remainder of the
state us It naturally results when con-
ditions of this sort obtain.

The first Intimation that they had
that the government was= Investigatin:s
conditlons was the arrival of Green.
The special agent spent some time In
the county looking around and secur-

ing aMdavits. Hera Is another griev-
arce which I= being harbored agalns*
Green. Tt is claimed by a number of

the residents of the county that Green
intimidated the partles whom he secur-
2d to =2lgn effldavits, That threats were
freely used and as a result of these
several women wWere frizhtened Inte
signing aMidavits that they would no:
have signed otherwise,

HE IS FOR THE UNION.

Eryan Says It Is Source of More Good
Than Is Anything Else.

Chicago, March 18.—Willlnm Jen-
nings Bryan, at the closing conference
In conneetion with the Industrial ex-
hibit, expressed the opinlon that trade
unions have done more good for so-
ciety than any other source In this
country.

Although he dlsclalmed any “scien-
tfic” knowledge of the question, Mr.
Bryan's remarks were recelved wlith
much satisfaction by the audlence of
unlon men from the Federation of La-
bor, which attended the meeting.

“The unions have made some mis-

takes, but they have accomplished
more good." wnas the keynote of his
gpeech. He paid o tribute especially

to the organlzations of women in this
connection.

"“When we consider that through
trade unlons wages have been Increas-
ed, hours shortensd and comfort af-

forded the workingmen in greater
measure,” he sald. T think we have a
right to say the benefits resulting

from these unlons can not be over es-
timated. Perhaps no other force In
the country ever has been so effective
for improvement in the eitizenship
uand general moral qualities of ouar
peaple,

“The Australlan ballot system, for
one thing, is largely due In this coun-
try to the agitation of the trade un-
lens. I almost feel safe in saying that
had It not been for the interest taken
in thils reform by these organizations
wea might still be employing the old
systemn of voting.

“If the labor union had neaver done
anything elee than rialse the age limit
of employment for children in the

mines and factories of this nation, 1
belleve that accomplishment alone
would justify its existence. No iIn-

fuence In this country ever has beeén
g0 evil In It= effects as the tendency
to crowd our workshops with children
of tender yvears. It is n most destruc-
tive tendency, and one that the pub-
lic consclence should protest against.**

Referring to women in Industry, Mr.
Bryan sald he belleved women accom-
plith a8 much as men through organ-
ization into unions.

“The bullding will not only serve
the practical buslness Interesis of the
gtates. but L will at the same time be
an enduring moanument to the ides of
statehood ns concelved by the framera

of the constitution. Onee it is com-
pleted, no American cltizen will die
econtent without seeing it. It will ad-

vertise the existence of our common-
wealth, too often Tforgotten, beyvond
the metropolitan limit.
