" POLICE WON'T HELP.

Court Will Xame Deputy Marshals to
Enforce Sunday Closing.

Kansas City, Oct. 17.—Elliott H.
Jones and Andrew Gallagher, police
commissioners, refused to lssue an or-
der to the police instructing them to
arrest, on view, persons working In
theaters and at other vocalions on
Sunday, according to the instructions
contained in Judge Wallace's charge to
the grand jury.

The two police commissioners re-
fused to issue an order of any kind re-
lating to the Sunday working law.
Judge Wallace then made L known
that he would swear In depuly mar-
shals and enforce the Sunday law with-
out the aid of the police.

After the indictments were returned
Judge Wallace gave a supplementary
charge to the grand jury to justify his
interpremu:)n of the Sunday closing
Bw.

The warrants for the persons to be
arrested on the indictmentis were
placed In the hands of the county mar-
shal. Marshal Heslip immediately sent
deputies to make the arrests. Frank
Lowe, attorney for the Grand opera
house, telephoned the marshal to take
&ll the theater warrants to his office
and that theater managers would be
there to accept service.

A deputy marshal armed with the
warrants startad for Mr. Lowe's office
about 2:30 o'clock.

The theater managers arve indicted
not for having thelir theaters open, but
for working on Sunday.

His Supplementary Charge.

in his supplementary charge to the
grand jury Judge Wallace sald the in-
dietments returned indicated that the
members of the jury were in accord
with the court in its views on Sunday
labor.

In a New York case he says,
Jndge Kent declared that the =statute
for more fhan a century had recog-
nized the sanetity of the day and pun-
ished its violators, Giving the tltles
and numbers of innumerable cases he
shows the use of such expressions by
courts in decislons as “‘the day is
clothed with peculiar sanctity,” in a
Pennsyivanla case: “'sacred. set apart
for rest by the wvoice of wisdom, ex-
perience and necesslty,” Towa: “the
legisiative power has enacted the ob-
servance of it as =uch.” In Massa-
chusetis. Judge Robinson. one of
Kentucky's greatest furists, Judge
Wzllace says, speaks of the Kentucky
law as “the =statute consecrating the
Sabbath.” In Towa it is held that
Sunday has heen esiablished by “laws
human and Divine for public worship
and private devotion. a time-honored
and heaven-appointed institution.”

“A depression in business is caused by
lack of money, There (s no lack of mon-
ey In the country. There are piles of it,
but the peopls will not let It cireulate be-
cause of this false sentiment engendered
by antagonism to those conducting big
business enterprises. A dollar is a mis-
sionary;: let it roll and it will do a certain
amount of clearing: but If you create an
antagonism the owner of the money Is
likely to stop It half way., and when It
does not reach the other fellow who ex-

ects it he naturally becomes uneasy. It's
ack of confidence that Is ut the bottom
of it all., The country Is nrosperous and
everyvbody s doing something and with
the restoration of confidence there wounld
be more doing.

The special sesston talic received
considerable impetus today when Al-
torney General F. S Jackson made
public hi=s letter on the Anthony pri-
mary plan, in which he advocated the
calling of a special session of the leg-
Islature to pass a primary law.

The following is Mr. Jackson's
letter:

“Doear Sir: Your letter concerning
the nomination of state officers by di-
rect primary was addressed to me at
Eureka and therefore did not reach
me untll after several of the persona
whom you addressed on the same mé t=
ter had answered your letter.

“Jt seems to me that the question of
how the next nominees of the party
are to be selected Is one to be settied
by the state committee, without regard
to the opinion of candidates for office.
The control of party committees by
candidates, in their own or their
friends’ interests iz one among the evils
sought to be prevented by the retires
ment of the convention system, and
the adoption of a primary law. It I=
the duty of the commities to ascertain
what plan the people wish, and then
to adopt that plan. 1f after its adop-
tion. It seams to any candidate to be
unjust to his interesis, he enn exercise
the right of an American clitizen and
retire from the contest. For this rea.
son, I shall not consider the guestion
of expense at this time. ,

“However, you deslre my opinion as
to the advisability of the pre wod pri-
mary. and 1 give It as nearly as possi-
ble without regard to any personal in-
terest I may have in it .

“For more than two years prior to
the last state convention, I have advo-
cated the passage of a state primary
law. which should include as nearly as
possible under the constitution the se-
lection of United States senator. If X
had thought the present law adequale
for the purpose of nominating such
officers, 1 would not have advocated n
new law. It is admitted, I think, by
almost every one that any primary
that can be held under the present law
will be subject to all the objections of
the convention systam, excepl perhaps
hat of shifting candidates for ohe
position to that of another after the
convention is in session.

“ft is true that falrly satisfactory
results have been secured under the
present  law in the counties where
there are no large cities, in county and
distriet primaries but the law gives
pratection to such primaries. It gives
none to nominate state officers or dele-
gates to the national econvention.
Practices which have prevailed at the
primaries held in the larger cities,
leave no doubt as to the inefficiency of
the present nw.

“The fute of an efficient and up-to-
date primary luw i the next se: lon of
the legislature, and in fact, in the next
decade in the state, is in the balance.
And if the result of an experiment an-
der thizs imperfect law Is disappoint-
ing, you will not be able to convince
many that the Tailure is due to the law
and not to the system. The sentiment
for a real primary will thus be =eri-
nusly Impaired.

T Belirve the peosple of the state are
for o primary, under a taw that will
enable them to really Mofwinate thelr
candidates and not for n primary
which may prove to be a farce. The
Republican pariy, and its commlitiee,
can afford to be fair and frank with
the people on this lssue. The party
fas it in Its power to give what the
people demanad. Let the state com-
mittee meet and by appropriate reso-
lutton ask Governor Hoch ip convene
the legislature to enact A suitable pri-
mary law, and thus share with him
*he responsibility of such action, The
governor favors a primary and has
shown that he is willing to call a spe-
olal sesslon for this purpose if the peo-
ple demand It

“wow that the 2-cent fare s settled
and the rallroad commissioners have
announced that they are at work on a
rew classification of freight rates soon
to be announced, there is no necessity
for undue excitement over any rail-
road problem, nor for fear of hasty
railroad l'egisiation. The time of the
session could be given almost entirely
to the work of drafting @ primary
law. Indeed, there is no neeessity for
haste in calling the session. There has
already been much discussion of aifr-
terent laws, and after conferences
with those who have made the best
study of this question, the governor
enuld embody In a message the main
provislons of a law that could be
passed within a short time and with
little diffieuity. This law would he
one for which the party could assume
full responsibility

“The tax law, It 1s admitlted, needs
some amendment and this like the pri-
mary law should be as nearly perfect
as possible before it ie given a trial.

“Many other things which were over-
looked in the regular session could be
found. and much practical work accom-
plished in a short =grgion.

«While, as 1 have said, the expense of
the primary Is not now the controlling
congideration, the expenze of an exira
serulon would of course need to bhe con-
ridered. It wonld not be more than half
Audltor Nation's estimate of $45.000 for
the nesessary cost of a primary election,
and certainly would not in any event
exceed that sum. I think Mr. Nation’s
figtire= are not far from ecorrect, and na
does not consider what the cost will be
to nther parties of the state for pri-
maries. 1t will certainly be as much

Says Country Is Tired.

“The attacks on ‘capital that have
been going on thropghout the country
for 2o long,” he declared. “are enough
to make a man sick. The country is
tired of it, and the newspapers must
get something else to print, or they
will not sell any longer. The thing
for the parties to do is to hold a con-
ference with representatives of the
press present, and in that manner avold
all this flood of ex-parte statebents.
Both sides can have a fair hearing. Some
times a rallroad may be technically
guilty of vlolation of the law when
it is not so Insplred. A recent example
of this is the overficwing of the Col-
orado divide along the line of the
Southern Pacific railroad. The govern-
ment Was not inelined to take up the
problem of forcing the river back into
its banks, and turned the job over to
us, and we puid for it all. When we
came to ship material out there, the
Colorado Improvement company asked
for a rate on the stuff which was to be
veed In damming the river. We guo-
ted them the same rals that the rail-
rcad would charge against itself for
the tramsportation of its own mater-
fal. ‘Technleally this was a violation
of the law becayse [t was a lower rate
than would be given ordinarily to oth-
er people in the same business as the
Colorado -mpruvement coimpany. Prac-
tically, however, as we pald for every-
thing we were only making the usual
rate that we make to ourselves. Now
on a partifTan statement of the facts
that affair could be twisted into a vio-
lation of the law, if no explanation was
aforded. It is to avold such miscon-
structions as would be possible under
similar circumstances that 1 deblore
these constant Investigations, and 1 be-
lieve that It is the newspapers of the
country which can best create a health-
fer condition of pubile opinion.”

Cleveland, O., Oct. 1T.—After the body
of Mrs. Cassie I. Chadwick wns lowered
tnto the grave at her childhood home,
Woodstock, Ont,, there was made public
in this c¢ity a will she made two years
before her strange criminal caresr was
exposed, There s a remarkable con-
trast between the pathetic funernl scenao
in the Hitle Canadian cemetery and the
picture of opulence tcld In the words of

the wHl. Altogether, it Is one of the
mast interesting documents yet found
in connection with Mrs. Chadwlck’s ap-
erations.

The will disposes of over $£1,000,000
worth of property. In it her son, daugh-
ter and husband, a retinue of servants,
relatives In distant cities and friends.
