play, "In Bandanna Land," appeared
at the Grand last night. This is the
first presentation of "In Bandanna
Land" in Topeka and it made a great
hit. In "Bandanna Land" Williams &
Walker are able to appear at their
best and to satisfy the audiences be-
fore whom they play. Last season
they wandered from their specialty
and although they had a good effort it
failed to appeal to the public as did
"In Bandanna Land" last night.

As is usual in a musical comedy of
this character, the plot of the play is
a secondary consideration and the
public is expected to look to the
musical part of the programme for
entertainment. A well founded story
is started in the play but during the
second act the story is forgotten ana
the third act is purely musical. .

As to the musical part of "In Ban
danna Land'' there is not a dull nor
uninteresting number on the pro
gramme of the entire play. --No sing
ing of the variety of the Williams &
Walker company is heard in any other
play which makes its way to this part
of the world. The ensemble work is
fine and the chorus is away above the
average for this kind of musical
comedy.
