Roosevelt in the Work.

Washington, May 11.—A committes
from theNatlonalProsperity association
of 8t. Louis called on President Roose-
¥Yalt today to urge his ald in furthering
their plans for encouraging the return

‘\_ﬂh:ro!perlty throughout the country.

committee found the presldent
eordial in his treatment and frank in
his expressions of wilingness to ald
them In every way possible

A speech was ynade by E. C. 8im-
monds, chairman of the executive com-
mitteg of the association, which was
responded to by the president. Mr.
Bimmonds upon behalf of the associa-
tlon, urged that a halt be called upon
“radical, hasty and experimental legis-

tlon dezigned to regulate Industry.

Explaining the purposes of the as-
soclation Mr. Simmonds sald:

“The assoclation has been designed
In the first place to promote confidence
Among our business men and, in the
second, through co-operation with you,
to impress the confidence upon all our
own people and the world at large. The
association will facilitate the exchange
of opinion among the 100,000 non-par-
tisan business organizations. Business
has suffered too much already from
demuagoglc agitation, therefore the as-
sociation will seek rellef from contin-
ued agltation by professlonal agitators.
It will deprecate the unworthy spirit
which arrays class against class. It
will seek that unity of brotherhood
which you have proclaimed.”

Mr, S8immonds continued:

“A national political ecampaign Is
opening. Platforms are to be adopted.
The National Prosperity association
will ask for fair minded consideration
of business Interests by both partles.
But the assoclation does not believe
that prosperity depeénds upon polltics.
It Is convinced that business may re-
vive: that the unemployed may find
work; that the normal volume of trade
may be reached without walting for the
November electlon. To that end the as-
soclation will address Itsell.”

The Presidont's Reply.

The president responded as follows:

“I am In hearty sympathy with the
avowed object of the Natlonal Pros-
perity association. It Is excellent. We
have gone far in uprooting abuses
which threaten otur natlonal life. Ta-
ken as a whole the standard of hon-
esty in our business life has been high
and today the standard. is, 1 belleve
bevond what it has ever been, and thils
largely because we have made deter-
mined war on the abuses that lowered
it. As wvou have sald, the depression
and stagnatlon from which our coun-
try is now hapily beginning to recover
was not caused by reform legislation,
but by the revelation of shocking con-
ditlons in certain of our corporations,
by reckless operations In high finance,
by calamity and by striking, though I
belleve exceptional instances of busl-
ness and eclvie dishonesty. Of course,
all good men must agree with you in
vour condemnation of unwise agita-
tion The apathetic acceptance of
abuses In our governmental and busi-
ness administration is no more dangers-
ous than the demagogic appeals of pro-
fe=siond] Agltators to “olass  hatreds
Our national consclence, I firmly be-
leve, has been awakened.

“We will not and ecan not go back
to the conditions which tolerated wrong
doing. Neither can we afford to be
led astray by those who would embark
us In a vislonary and the wisest cru-
sade agalinst all corporations, all busi-
ness methods. We should address our-
selves to the falthful and honest ob-
servance of laws and civie righteous-
ness, The welfare of all of us can best
be obtained by striving for a polley
which will promote the welfare of each
of us, We must all co-operate In or-
der that bencfit derived by
the entire nation.

“Good laws make for good govern-
ment but laws are of no avail unless
vitalized by the people who made
them. Our recent legislation has
been good and It Is to the Interest of
the entire country and especially of
the business interests that we should
be enforced. Bhould further regula-
tor legislation as I8 required is merely
a bullding up on the broad foundation
that has been laid. It conceals no
menace to business any wmore than
that legislation which has already
been enacted. There s no need for
agitation concerning It; there i3 no
excuse for demagogie excitement
about It. It is as much our duty to
conserve the real rights of property
a9 it Is to conserve the real rights of
labor. This we have done in the past
and this we ought to do and will do
in the future.

“The country realized that confidence
is not a matter of law, It Is an intan-
glble something which exists in the re-
lation of men. Those relations have
been strengthened in our own country
by the economic reforms that have

» bean Instituted. Therefore weé are more
powerful today than we have ever been,
So far as the present administration is
concerned, It will contlnue unchanged,
the policy of safeguarding the rights of
all and of embracing every possible and
legitimate means to advance the wel-
fare and prosperity of the country.

“Laet there be no misunderstanding
about this, The business and commer-
clal interests of the country to be

proaperous In an enduring sense must
be administered honestly. With occa-
glonal exceptions they have been and
are so now administerad as you have
well sald, wherever there Is evidence
of dishonesty It must be pursued re-
lentlessly and punished; but having

thus moved forward to a high plane
of business integrity and on that
plane bullt wisely, let no man selze
the moment when we have as a na-

tion plllorized the real malefactors to
say that all American business men or
even any considerable number of them
are malefactors.

CORNERSTONE LAID.

Prosident Hoosevelt Starts the Ameri-
can Republics Bullding.

Washington, May 11.—President
Roosevelt today laid the cornerstone of
the fArst international temple of peace
and friendship to be erected—the tangi-
ble evidence of the desire of the 21
American republics that war shall be
no more In the western world and that

material prosperity promoted by in-
ternational trade shall take its place.
Fitting the historical Importance of

the event, the exercises were made im-
pressive by the participation of the
heads of each of these republics. Fol-
lowing addresses by President Roose-
velt, Secretary Root, Ambassador
Nabacu of Brazil and Andrew Carne-
gle, a cabled sentiment expressing the
hearty approval of each president was
read, Cardinal Gibbons and Bishop
Cranston pronounced an iInvocation
and benediction on the work done and
the Unlted States Marine band ren-
dered selections of Pan-American
music speclally prepared for the occa-
slon.

The new building is to be the joint
property of all republics. The site
provided for by the American congress,

consists of the old historic Vanness
home, the first pretentious manslon
erected in Washington. It faces the

the White House and adjacent to the
state, war and navy building, and the
art gallery.  Mr. Carnegie contributed
toward the construction of the bulld-
ing to the extent of three-quarters of
n million dollars. The bullding 1s to
be the home of an international bureau
maintalned by the American republics,
and is to be made the center of a con-
tinuous campaign of education, where
one country may obtaln accurate and
up to date information of every other.
A library on all subjects American s

to be developed, and a propaganda
malntained intended to bring about
American governments nearer, Inti-

mate acqualntance.

Invitations to the exercises were ae-
cepted by the entire diplomatic corps
in Washington, as well by the high
officlale of all branches of the Ameri-
can government, Eilaborate prepara-
tlons for the accommodation of the
spectators were made.

The exercises were opened by the di-
rector of the international bureau, John
Barrett, who presented in a brief ad-
dress, Secretary of State Root, chair-
man of the governing board of the
international bureau as the presiding
officer of the day.
Ingcribed on the
the Tollowing words:
“Hullding of the Amerilcan Repub-
les. Erected through the publie
spirited gift of Andrew Carnegie and
the contributions of all the republics

cornerstone are

upon land provided by the govern-
ment of the TUnited States, May
11, 1908."

The dimensions of the building will
be approximately 160 by 160 feet, its
malin portion standing two stories
above a high studded basement and
being in turn ﬁuqnmmmtcd by dignified
ballustrades., The rear portlon in or-
der to cover a capacious assembly
hall will rise still higher. The gen-
eral architecture will suggest Latin-
American treatment out of respect to
the fact that 20 of the 21 republics
are of Latin origin, at the same tlme
possessing such monumental charac-
teristie as will make it harmonize with
the gencral scheme for the Improve-
ment of Washington., It will be con-
structed throughout of steel and con-
crete, with the effect of a Spanish
stucco finish and with white marble
steps, foundations and trimmings.

A beautiful chamber that may he
called “Hall of the American Ambassa-
dors” will provide the anly room of its
kind In the United Statez especially
designed for international conven-
tions. receptions to distinguished for-
eigners, and for diplomatic and so-
cinl events of a kKindred nature. The
bureau Is strietly an International and
Independent organization malntained
by the jolnt contributlons, based on
population, of the 21 American gov-
ernments,

Nearly $1.000,000 will be spent In
comnstruction and fitting up the build-
ing.

The Presidents’ Speech,

President Roos=evelt In his address
sald in part:

*This is a memorable oecasion for
all the peoplez of the wesgtern hemis-
phere. Thea bullding, the cornerstone
of which we lay today, emphasizes by
ts existence the growing sense of
of interest and aspiration
the peoples of the new

solldarity
among aull
world.

“It marks our recognitlon of the
nesd to knit ever closer together all
the republics of the western hemis-
phere through the kindly bonds of
mutual justice, good will, and syme-
pathetic comprehension.”

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LELAND AT WICHITA.

Asks That Old Soldiers Help a “Real
Republi P

Wichita, Kan., May 11.—About 200
of the members of the Old Soldiers’
Republican club and their friends as-
sembled In the city eourt room at the
court house Saturday afternoon and
were addressed by Cyrus Leland. can-
didate for the nomination for governor
on the Republican ticket, and by Pat
Coney, past department commander of
the G. A. R.

Both men spoke in regard to the po-
litleal issueés of the coming campaign
and asked for the support of the old

soldiers in Mr. Leland’s race for the
nomination.
Mr. Leland made a short address,

speaking about ten minutes, He told

Kansas politics and sald that It had al-
ways been hils endeavor when holding
office to carry out the wishes of the
people he represented #8 near as pos-
sible. He also spoke of the important
part taken by the old soldiers in the
affalrs of the state and of the splend-
id record they have made.

He spoke with reference to the new
tax law which he believes should be
changed.

With regard to his opponent for the
nomination, Mr. SBtubbs, he sald that
he had no charges to make against
him but that he belleved the old sol-
diers should help a “real Republican”™
and one who had worked for their in-
terests in the past.

Mr. Coney followed the first speaker,
making a strong plea for Mr. Leland
and denouncing the stand taken by
Mr. Stubbs.

The speaker =aid that Mr. Leland
had always been very modest In re-
gard to his own attalnments but that
he had always besn aggressive when
it came to doing things. He urged that
the old soldlers support him, both be-
cause he is one of them and because
of the splendid record he has made in
his public career.

In Speaking about Mr. Stubbs” recent
implied charges against Mr. Leland as
being a spollsman and that his being
such was due to the conditlons which
have prevalled In politice In the past,
Mr. Coney denounced them as false and
as belng a slander on the entire Re-
publican party.

On May 10, 1883, Mr. Pulitzer pur~
chased from Jay Gould the entire
property of the World and set about
immediately to regenerate and revive
2 newspaper that had fallen into decay
and lack of public confidence.

Coincident with the date there has
reached completion an enormous
structural addition to the Pulitzer
building that practically doubles it in
size.

The growth of the newspaper has
been so great that the towering bulld-
ing erected in 1889, and then thought
to be sufficient for all time, has be-
come far too small for accommodation
of the various departments of publica-
tion. Therefore another Pulitzer
building, thirteen stories In helzht, has
swiftly grown up In the rear of the
olfd‘{mme and become an Integral part
L) -

As the firat part In the celebration
the front doors of the enlarged and
remodelled bullding were thrown open
to a large company of Invited guests
who joined in the dual ceremony of
commemorating the events of the past
quarter of a century and of lnaugurat-
ing a new era of even greater promise.
» One hundred guests came from
Washington in a special trailn over the
Pennsylvania lines, leaving the capital
about noon and arriving in New York
in time for dinner. Among their nums«
ber were many of the leaders of the
senate and house of representatives,
with a number of executive depart-
ment chiefs. They went first to the
Waldorf-Astoria, and after dinner pro-
:_-eeded in a body to the Pulitzer bufld-
ng.
