American eagles, with
extended wings will be suspended
over the platform, each bird carrying
In his bill red. white and blue silk
ribbons that will be draped back to
the wall.

In the Denver auditorium the bal-
cony extends all the way around the
huge building, but the galleries are
limited to each end.

William Jennings
Bryan can read his title clear to the
nomination for president by the Demo-
cratic national convention which will
meet in Denver July 7.- - Practically it
is all over but the screeching and the
yelling.

The ground-swe- ll in his favor set In
week before last, when 70 delegates
were added to his already Impressive
list. Fifty-fou- r followed last week.
From now on he will gain rather than
lose among the doubtful, the uncom
mitted, the wavering and those who
have been waiting for something any-thin-

to turn up.
The figures show' that Bryan with-

out New York and New Jersey, with
only a fraction of Pennsylvania, with
all other due allowances to the oppo-
sition and with six unreported Florida
votes not counted for anybody has or
will have Instructed for him or other-
wise committed to his support 788 dele-
gates, or 116 more than the 672 who will
constitute two-thir- of a convention
consisting of 1.008 delegates, including
six from the Philippines. The Asiatic
possession was not included in the call,
but the delegates were elected Just the
same and duly Instructed for Bryan. As
the ' latter has an unquestioned ma-
jority of the convention, they probably
will be admitted. If the islanders
hadn't been so eager to vote for their
party Idol the convention would have
consisted of 1.002 delegates and Bryan
would have needed only 668. The antl-podea-

are something of a luxury,
therefore, but are probably worth the
price. -

Four states Georgia, North Caro-
lina, Vermont and Montana have not
held their conventions, but will do so
this week and next. In these states
every endeavor has been made to ob-
tain the most accurate, unbiased in-

formation regarding the probable
standing of the delegations to be
chosen, and the figures given may be
accepted as the nearest possible ap-
proximation to the facts.

LONG IS WANTED.

Kansas Senator Suggested for
National Chairmanship.

He Says Ha Has No Time to
Gire to It.

ALL UP IN THE AllJ.

Much Difficulty Encountered in
Filling: the Place.

Meeting In Washington on July
1 to Try Again.

Washington, Juno 22. Now that
the candidates have been chosen for
the head of the Republican ticket, the
scenes shift to the campaign manager
who will have in charge the Republi-
can campaign. The members of the
subcommittee, who have this In charge,
adjourned to Cincinnati to confer with
Mr. Taft, in order that some one
might be chosen who would be entire-
ly satisfactory to the head of the tick-
et. At Cincinnati the matter was de-

ferred until July 1. While outwardly
Hitchcock and Vorys have worked
harmoniously during the Chicago con-
vention and prior to that in the inter-
ests of Taft, and are lookd upon as
likely candidates for the place, it Is an
acknowledged fact by those closest In
touch that everything Is not friendly
hetween them. Vorys' friends claim
that It was his work in Ohio that
made Taft's nomination possible, 'while
Hitchcock's friends claim that hismanipulation of the southern states
was what-save- the day.

During the Chicago convention
Hitchcock acted very independently,
and it is said. did not set
foot inside the Taft headquarters, but
has his own suite of rooms in anotherpart of the building, from which he
directed the moves. Vorys, In order to
secure harmony, for harmony is Vorys'
hobby, said nothing, but took his In-

structions and worked along to the
best of his ability. At the time of
choosing the campaign manager,
which will be done on Wednesday of
next week, these two men stand out
prominently as the ones best fitted Tor
the place, but Vorys refuses to work
with Hitchcock, and Hitchcock, it isthought, would not consent to take or-
ders from Vorys,' so In order to secure
the best results, many believe that a
third party will be chosen to direct af-
fairs, with the antlstance of Hitchcock
and Vorys. Hitchcock having on Sat-
urday at Cincinnati, positively refusedto take the chairmanship on account
of his health.

Senator W. Murray Crane of Mass
achusetts holds the key to the situa-
tion in the east. His support of Tafthad been very doubtful up to the time
of the Chicago convention, but during
the convention he worked night andday for Taft, and Is now looked upon
as a likely candidate for the Republi-
can campaign. Mr. Crane would makean ideal man for the position, but he
has Indicated his unwillingness to
serve. Should he hold this position.
Postmaster General Meyer may be
named. Mr. Meyer is believed In by
the president, and enjoys Intimate re-
lations with Mr. Taft. He Is a busi-
ness man, and as such has the confi-
dence of the business community. Hisgreatest handicap is his lack of ex-
perience In running a campaign, butwith Meyer as head of the committee,
and with Hitchcock and Vorys as hishelpers, it is thought his lack of ex-
perience would be overcome.

Dennlson, O., June 22. Secretary
Taft had a narrow escape from being
Involved In a serious wreck on the
Pennsylvania flyer, which was carry-
ing him east last night. Prompt ac-

tion of the towerman In a signal sta-

tion a third of a mile east of Coshoc
ton and of the engineer r.i the flyer
alone averted what might have been
a dreadful accident. As the train was
speeding along at the rate of fifty
miles an hour, the piston rod on the
left side of the locomotive broke short
oft. Almost instantly the cylinder of
the engine was cracked by the unman-
ageable rod. The train was Just ap-

proaching a signal tower east of Co-

shocton. The operator saw something
serious was wrong and threw down a
signal to stop the train. The engineer
applied the emergency brakes and the
train of six cars came to a stop on a
sharp curve.

The accident occurred at 6:30
O'clock when many of the passengers
on the train were attending dinner in
the diner. Few of them realized how
narrow their escape had been from
an awful accident.

Taft and Kellogg entered the dining
car and sat down to dinner after the
accident, without thought of anything
in connection with the stopping and
delay of the train. The secretary
made no comment when informed of
it. The engineer of the locomotive ex-
plained that it was merely a matter of
luck that averted a bad accident.

"If the piston rod after it broke had
gone under the train," said he, "we
would have gone into the ditch as we
were running fifty miles an hour and
the derailment would have been a
serious matter. Fortunately the
broken rod landed six or eight Inches
outside the left rail. That saved us."

Immediately the towerman sent a
message for another locomotive and
after about an hour's delay the loco-
motive arrived and the flyer proceeded
on its way east.

He Wants to See Ball Game.
Columbus, O.. June 22. Throughout

Sunday Secretary Taft received tele-
grams and letters of congratulation on
his nomination. They came not only
from all parts of this country, but al-
most from all parts of the world. Many
cordial messages have come from Ma-
nila and remote places in the Philip-
pine Islands, and from Cuba, Porto
Rico. Panama and the Hawaiian Is-

lands. The secretary Is especially grati-
fied with the telegrams from Manila,
many of which are from natives who
have been his friend since he was gov-
ernor general of the islands. Several
congratulatory telegrams have been re-

ceived by Secretary Taft from import-
ant baseball people, who are aware of
his interest In the game. One of these
was from Frank Chance, manager of
the Chicago "Cubs," with whom the
secretary is acquainted personally.

"I wish." said Secretary Taft. "that
I could see a rattling good game of
ball. I have rot had time to attend
a game for a long while. I want it to
be a good one, however, a game lor
blood."

'Oh, I'll show you some fine base
ball," said his brother. Charles P. Taft,
who Is Immensely interested In the
game, "when you come to Cincinnati
later in the summer."

'You see." remarked the secretary
to his interviewers, logically, "Charley
is not only a baseball 'fan.' but also

magnate, therefore I stand a chance
of seeing good ball playing."

Secretary Taft was accompanied as
far as Columbus by Wade H. Ellis,
attorney general of Ohio, who, practi-
cally Is the author of the tariff re
vision rlank of the national .Republi-
can platform.

In the three hours ride between Cin
cinnati and Columbus they discussed
the political situation with reference to
the Ohio campaign, in which Taft is
peculiarly interested. Participating In
the conference was Frank B. Kellogg,
national committeeman from Minne
sota, who is accompanying Tart east.

'
Schedule Takes - in Buffalo,

Cleveland and Toledo.

New York June 22. Two thousand
Y. M. C. A. boys will take part in the
1,000 mile relay race from New York
to Chicago. This will require of each
only one-ha- lf mile runs. Y. M. C. A.
men In the various places along the
route will be called upon to furnish
their quota of contestants. The races
will be agadinst time, but there will
be the Best of keen rivalry to spur the
race on. .

An automobile carrying ; official
timekeepers will follow' the racers
over the entire route, making careful
record of the speed of each relay. Be-
sides this individual rivalry there is
the rivalry of the numerous associa-
tions, each hoping that as a body its
champions will show a higher average
than the others.

The direct mail route to Chicago is
900 miles. The more winding high-
ways that the boys will traverse is
estimated at 1.000 miles. There will
be nearly 2.000 boys in the race and
it is expected that it will be run well
within five days.

The start will be made from the
city hall of New York at 9 o'clock on
the morning of July 15. There the
speediest runner of the Twenty-thir- d
street branch of - the Young Men's
Christian association will receive from
Mayor McClellan a message ad-
dressed to Mayor Russe of Chicago.
The message will be inclosed In a sil-
ver tube. The starter will give the
signal, and the youth will sprint up
Broadway, followed by the automobile
which is to accompany the racers to
Chicago.

The route will be up Broadway and
at a half-mi- le from the starting point
the bearer of the silver tube will toss
it to the fleet-foote- d youngster await
ing him there, and he In turn will set
a flying pace to the next half-mil- e
point, where another eager youth will
snatch the tube and after his half- -
mile race will pass It to the next in
the relay line. So It will go day and
night until the tube, which by the time
it has reached Chicago, will have pass-
ed through nearly 2.000 hands, is de
livered to the mayor of that city.

"Owing to the continuous course of
training which our boys undergo," said
A. A. Jameson, boys' work director of
the Twenty-thir- d street branch of the
Young Men s Christian association, "It
would be quite possible for U9 to pull
this race off In a week. We have ex-
tended the time of the start, however,
because of necessary road arrange-
ments and the appointment of district
superintendents. Our tryouts have re-
vealed the fact that the boys' average
speed is about 2:48 for every half
mile. Making allowances for possible
bad weather and poor roads. It Is ex-
pected that the average speed of the
race of 1,000 miles or more will be
about a ssjle in eight minutes. Whenyou come to consider that the age llm- -
it oi tne contestants Is 18 years old
and as the majority of these will not
be over 15 years old, the plan becomes
a significant test in athletics. The timeI have mentioned will undoubtedly beimproved, and by rough calculation weassume that the race will be run in
five days. The first part of the race
will be from city hall. New York city
to city hall. Yonkers, a boy being sta-
