LONG NEAR HOME.

Senator Campalgning in Old
Seventh District,

Bays That Attempt Has Been
Made to Mislead People.

REDUCTION OF RATES.

Bhows That Those on Grain
Are Four Cents Less.

One of the Results of the Hep-
burn Law.

Anthony, July 30.—In his speech
here Wednesday afternoon, returning
again to the old Seventh district in
the closing days of the senatorial cam
palgn, Senator Long declared for the
creation of an administrative body to
take the executive duties off the
shoulders of the Intarstate commerce
commission and relleve It of all duties
except those of Investigation and rate-
making.

Sensator Long stated that he had
long favored this Idea. He saild he
had advanced It at Wichita at the
time of his famous address to the
chamber of commerce that became
known later as the “Wichita incident.”
He favored It during the pendency
and making of the Hepburn bill, and
tried to have It Incorporated In that
bill. He beliaved, he sald, that the du-
ties of investigating complaints and
declding what were just and reason-
sble rates were sufficient to employ
mll the time and the hest efforts of the
members of the Interstate commerce
commission. There should be, he sald.
an Independent, adminismrative body,
bureau, or officer of the government
upon whom would devolve the execu-
tive duties now performed by the
commission.

Senator Long again fully reviewed
to this southern Kansas audience the
value of the Hepburn railroad rate
Jaw, and what It had done for Kan-
Bi= He stated that the 4 cents per
hundred reduction of wheat made a
year ago had saved to Kansas, on the
basls of the 1908 crop, more than 2
milllon dolinrs,

Senator Long spoke sharply of Mr.
Bristow and what he termed the false
impression his opponent had endeav-
ored to leave on southern Kansas, He
called attention (o Mr. Bristow’'s
matement at Wichita July 10 that he,
Bristow, had cited the discrimination
ngainst southern Kansaa grain for
export in a speech he, Bristow, had
made at Caldwell in Aug. 1906, Sena-
for Long stated Mr. BHristow sought
to leave the impression that the rates
in effect on export grain tn the gulf
in August, 1908, were still in force and
effect, when, In truth., Mr. Bristow
knew they were not, Senator Long
sald that after the Bristow Caldwell
speach was made In August, 1906, the
Hepburn raliroad rate law, so despised
by LaFuollette and Bristow, and which
they declare as only good to the big
shipper. went into effect.

Under the Hepburn law, and in July
1807, Senator Long showed that the
Farmers and Merchants club of Pratt,
the southern Kansas millers Interven-
ing, had made formal complaint to the
interstate commercea commission, a
Hearing and Investigation had Dbeen
had, and the rate on export wheat to
the gulf had been reduced 4 cents per
hundred pounds. This reduced rate
was now, sald Senator Long, and had
been for a year. In effect. The rates

now in effect are not those of the rall-
roads, he sald, but those of the Inter-
state commerce commission. And iIf

they are not low enough yet, as Is pas-
=ibly the case, sald Senator Long, an-
other complaint can be made and
hearing had

Senator Long called attention to the
fact that the interstate commerce
commisslon In lta decision stated that
rates were not further reduced Dbe-
cause it was thought not best to dis-
turb the whole fabric of rates, and put
the milling industry of southern Kan-
sas In jeopardy.

Senator Long scored Mr. Bristow
for leaving such a false Impression in
southern Kansss, and stated that the
people had a right to know the facts,
He cited the growing importance of
Wichita ar a grain-distributing point
since thils deciglon, and said that there
was not a wheatgrower In Harper
eounty and southern Kansas who had
not felt the benefit of this' decision,

The declsion was made, sald Sena-
tor Long, under the Hepburn rallroad
rate law, looked down upon by Sena-
tor LaFollette and Mr. Bristow. As
for himself. said Senator Long, the
proudest act of his legislative career
wis the part he had played In making
the Hepburn law which had given this
{mportant rellef,

Senator Long discussed the entire
question of the rallroads Valuation,
jong and short haul, overcapitalization,
and the llke: and expressed the great-
est satisfaction that the Chicago plat-
torm had so strongly indorsed the Hep.
burn law. It had also been fully in-
dorsed, time and again, by both Fresl-
dent Roosevelt and Mr. Taft, sald the
EenaLOT,

Senator Long made a long jump to
Anthony. He spoke Tuesday aftarnoon
at Howard, In Elk county; at night at
Moline in, that county: and then char-
tered & littie special traln of his own,
for which he pald grod money, and
ran to Welllngton and got a short
pleep. He then came to Anthony In tha
morning, and As he changed cars at
Harper he was joined by about fifty
Harper Republicans and their band.
Reaching Anthony, the Attica band
was playing, and there was a good-
giged delegation of Anthony Republl-
eans,. The crowd marched uptown,
both bands= playing.

The meeting was held in the open
alr, In the eourthouse yard. There was
a large crowd, and many were present
from adjoining counties and from all
over Harper county. Beores wera there
who, as slsewhere in the old SBeventh,
have met Mr. Long this year., have
been his loyal supporters for sixteen
years, since he was firat a candidate
for congress In this distriet. In Harper
county, too, there is another bond due
to propinguity to Barber county, the
penator's home, and to the fact that,
before golng to congress Senator Long
represented this county in the state
pennate,

Harper counly was one of the Popua-

Bimpson debites was held at Harper.
Much of the old Populist feeling pre-

vails in the county, especially the south
part, today due to the radical political
agitation of the past few years, and
the party factionallsm.

Chicago's Polish Population Celebrates
Inauguration of New Bishop.

Chicago, July 30.—With a parade of
20,000 men in uniform, the blare of
bands, the thrill of fireworks, the glare
of light, the galety of flags and bunt-
ing and gala attire, the pealing of
church bells, the joy of feasting, the
excitement of oratory and bursts of
song, nearly 200,000 men, women and
children revelled last night In one of
the most remarkable festivals that
Chilcago ever has seen.

Practically every one of the thou-
sands of Chicago of Pollsh descent was
actively, vociferously, hilariously cele-
brating through the streets.
Uniformed societies from every oOne
of the 32 Polish parishes in the city
formed a great parade and escorted
from ome to another of the four
churches of the principal Polish dls-
triet the cause of the demonstration,
the Right Rev. Paul Peter Rhode, the
new auxiliary bishop of Chlcago and
first Polish-American elevated to the
Eplscopacy of the Roman Catholle
church. A dramatic (ncldent which
marked his consecration was eagerly
discussed last night by the celebrators.
When the clergy at the cathedral
formed in an impressive procession.
rich with the color of the vestments,
crucifixes and crosiera, to leave the
church, the cholir, through with the
sacred ritual of the consecration,
swung enthusiastically yet prayerfully
Into the strains of “God Saves Poland.”
l};e national hymn of the Polish peo-
ple.

Every Polish speaking person in the
cathedral, men and women, priests and
nuns, and above all the bishop-elect,
took up the plaintive measures of tho
song. And as (ts sad significance
touched them more deeply as they
thought of their coantrymen lying in
the prisons of Russin, Prussia and
Austria for having dared to Intercede
musically with the dlety for their be-
loved country, scores gave way to their
emation and wept ke children.

RUN ON FULL TIME.

Santa Fe Shops Will Not Shut Down
This Week.

For the first time In & number of
manths every department of the
Santa Fe shops will remain open all
this week. This will be particularly
good news to the shopmen whose
working time haa been reduced from
time to time.

During June several differant de-
partments of the shops were closed
entirely for a period of ten days or
more. When reopened the men were
put to work on a reduced time
schedule. After July 4 it was planned
to have the shops opened with the
exceptions of Friday and SBaturday of
every week. This arrangement has
prevailed since.

Most of the shops at the present
time are running with nearly a full
complement of men. In the car re-
pair department which embraces
several of the different shops, the
working time was Increased from
elght to ten hours a few weeks ago.
It Is thought probabie that the entire
shops can be placed on a ten hour
schedule In a short time.

The Santa Fe has handled the
shops in a manner that has won the
confldence of the emploves during the
period of business depression. Nearly
all of the men were kept on the pay-
roll and although at times there waa
no work necessitating immediate at-
tentlon the men were kept busy. Now
it is planned to work the shopa full
time and with the Increased move-
ment of freight due to the wheat
crop, no further trouhle is expected in
keeping the shops In full operation.

FIRST FOR THE WEST.

Special Merchants Rates to New York
City In August.

New York, July 30.—Retaill mer-
chants in northern Illinols, Wisconsin,
Minnesota, North Dakota, South Da-
kota, Nebraska., Missour! Kansas Col-
orado, Arkansas, Oklahoma and Texas
will enjoy speclal merchants’ rates to
New York cily on August 1 to 5 In-
clusive, with a return limit to August
80, according to announceament made
by the New York merchants associa-
tlon. This is the first time that mer-
chants’ rates have been operative to
this city from points west of the Mis-
sisslppi river,

Following the initlative of the Rock
Island-Frisco system, it was announc-
ed that all of the rallroads west of
the Mississipp! to Denver and south
of the Missour! river, Including Okla-
homa, Texas and Arkaneas, have
agreed to grant special rates to mer-
chanta of a fars and a half for the
round trip under the certificate plan.

B C. Mead. secretary of tha Mer-
chants' association of New York, stat-
ed the association s arranging a sec-
ond series of these reduced rates from
the west and southwest, covering the
dates August 156 to 19, Inclusive,

HOOT THE SULTAN|

Turks Are Growing More Goir-
ageous Day by Day

Since the Proclamation ¢f Con-
stitutional Government.

MUCH RESTLESSNESS

Prevails and Everybody Is Sus-
picious of Everybudy Else,

Directing Hand of the Revolu-
tion Is Still Hidden.

Constantinople, July 20.—Although
the demonstrations in the streets of
Constantinople over the granting of a
constitution have practically ceased
there are signs of much dissatisfaction
of th public at the delay In the recon-
struction of the minlstry by the intro-
duction of liberal elements. Scenes of
the wildest description continue in the
cafes, where officers and clvillans em-
brace each other and express thelr de-
light at the ending of the tyrannical
regime. The situation still lacks clear-
ness and it is impossible at present to
forecast the next development with any
degree of certainty. The young Turks
are masters of Constantinople and the
European provinces and except in the
capital the feeling is anything but fa-
vorable Lo the sultan. Even in Con-
stantinople d(disloyal cries were heard
during the recent street demonstra-
tlons. At a banguet given in series to
celebrate the re-establishment of the
constitution the name of the sultan
was hooted, while the Christlans at
this place are beginning to entertain
misgivings as to the sincerity of the
professions of the young Turks.

Hardly any news has been received
from the Asiatic provinces, and this s
regarded as disquieting.

The vall and military commandant
at Smyrna have been dismissed by the
young Tarks owing to their hostile at-
titude towards the constitution, A
young Turk uprising In favor of tho
restoration of the constitution had
been planned for September 1, the an-
niversary of the sultan's accession to
the throne, but the meeting at Reval
between King Edward and the emperor
of Russia and the Imminence of the An-
glo-Ruesian reform proposals precipl-
tated matters and forced the young
Turks to take action before this date,
the object of the constitutional party
being to forestall these proposals and
render them superfluous,

Organization Is Excellent,

Everybody has been greatly lmpress-
ed with the perfect organization of
the movement and the absolute disct-
pline in all ranks. The directing hand
of the movement ls still Invisible and
unknown.

A noteworthy Incldent in the popu-
lar manifestations of last Sunday which
at the tme escaped notice, is the fact
that the military college wassurround-
ed by troops in order to prevent the
students from leaving that institution.
The people manifested thelr ressnt-
ment at this precaution whereupon the
troops were withdrawn and the stu-
dents moved about freely.

The only inecident of today has been

a nolsy demonstration of artillery offi-

cers and soldiers at the porte where
the men gathered together apparently

clamoring for promotion. As a matter
of fact the object of thiz demonstra-

tion was  hostility towards Zakkl
Pasha, grand master of the artillerys

whose withdrawal was demanded.

Zekki Pasha was hooted while golng
to the porte by the large crowd assem-
bled there.

Two hundred army officers have ar-

rived at Adrianople from Salonlka to

replace the incapable and doubtful offl-

cers of the second army corps.

It has bhecome known that Selim
Melhamed Pasha, minister of mines

and forests, was assisted in getting out

of the country, by the good offices of
the Itallan embassy and this fact haa
produced a bad Impression among the
liberal Turks. The escape of Selim
Pasha is regarded as an act of cow-
ardice In that he abandoned his sov-
erelgn at a critical juncture, a course
which, it Is held, testified to his guilty
consclence, Itallans explain that the
embassy was not aware that Selim
Pasha meditated flight.
How Sellm Gol Away.

He requested the use of the embassy
launch to embark his son Nihad, who
was coming to Rome to take up the
post of first secretary in the Ottoman
embassy, and made use of the boat to
get away himself. They say further
that had Selim Pasha applied for the
protection of the Itallan flag on the
ground that his life was in danger, he
eould not have been refused. The
whole Melhamed family is exceedingiy
unpopular, especially Tedjib, who has=
not been seen for several days. The
constitutional party is anxlous to call
them to account for many alleged re-
prehensible deeds in the enriching of
themselver, Some of the foreign am-
bassadors are blamed for the protec-
tion and friendship extended to the
Melhameds,without which they argued
they mnever could have attained the

position and Influence they did. Two
of Sellm Pasha's daughters married
German officers, while a third is the
wife of an Itallan officer.

No further news has bheen received
of the fate of Hablb Melhamed, who,
while trying to escape from the coun-
try was arrested by some young Turk
officers. According to advices from
Salonika, Iskender Melhamed was con-
demned to death by the young Turk
committee, but this sentence subse-
quently wap suspended.

Gencral Amnesty Prociaimed.

New York. July 30.—The sultan of
Turkey through the Turkish consul-
general In this city, Mundjl Dey, to-
day proclaimed general amnesty to
all political fugitlves, regardless of
race In this country. This relates to
about 200,000 Armenians and others
in the United States.

The message received by the Turkish
consul general from the Turkish gov-
ernment was as follows:

“Inform all fugitive Turkish citizsens
in New York City and In all the Unit-
ed States, including political fugitives
without regard to race or nationality,
whether Greek, Armenian, Turkish.
Albanian, that after promulgation of &
constitution for the Turkish empire,
his majesty, the sultan, upon request
of the government has granted general
amnesty and all political fugitives
may go back to Turkey after having
the necessary passports verified at the
office of the Turkish consul 58 Pearl
street, New York City."™

The reading of the announcement
to a number of his countrymen by
the consul general was greeted with
cheers. Munji Bey =said:

“1 regard this as the most im-
portant step forward that has yet
baen taken in 20 far as it relates to
Turkish suhjects in the United States,
There are some 309,000 Turkish citi-
zems In this cowiitdy and . many of
these are political ngitlvpn. men who
may often longed, return to their
old home, but ha.u* feared to do so.
These men may now go back to thelr
country without fear. The Armenian
and Greek Turk. all natives of one na-
tion ean now feel that they are wel-
come In the land of their birth. This=s
is a great day for Turkey and Turk-
Ish peopie.””

Sincerity Is Doubted.

Chicago, July 30.—There are approx-
imately 12,000 Armenlans In Chicago,
many of whom, according to Detective
Terisan, an Armenian employed In the
police depsrtment are political refu-
gee=. While the announcement of am-
nesty excited great Interest amonsg
them, & majority ¢of them professed to
doubt the sincerity of the sultan in
issuing the proclamation. Tt will re-
quire a guarantee of safety rather
than a proclamation to persuade them
to return to thelr native land.

Almost Bloodless Revolution,

Washington, July 30.—Ambassador
Lieschman at Constantinople In a dis-
patch to the state department, touch-
ing recent events in Turkey and the
proclamation of a constitution says:

“The change has been brought about
with comparatively lttle bloodshed, al-
though It is too early to determine
whether the new machinery of the gov-
ernment will run Without confilet or
disturbance. The constitution Is lim-
ited and is the same as that grant-
ed at the beginning of the present
reign. Changes T the ministry are
taking place and efforts are being made
to have some of the palace entourage
displaced."

Mr. Leischman says the populaes
openly charge the palace Camarilla
with unserupulousness,

The dispatch adds that a general
amnesty for political prisoners has
been proclaimed and that the impris-
oned are heing released.
